No bones
were broken, and he received no more serious in-

was dragged to the surface, and went to the hos-
pital for ireatment. His father, who had shared
her watclh, phlegmatically dismissed the subject
with:

Fisher is a plumber, and by nature a culet, home-
keeping man, of small stature, though sturdy.
When he was sent on Wednesday morning to make
& sewer connection from the home of John H.
Smith, in Cebra avenue, to the trunk sewer in
Riclunond Turnpike, Tompkinsvilie, lie started out
whistling cheerfully, for no unusual difficulties pre-
sented themselves to his mind. When he got to
the place he noted that the ground whmya had
Ieen dug out by the laborers was a combinazion
of sand, small rocks and clay, sloping down sharply
10 the main sewer line, which, in the middle or
RNickmond Turnpike, was about twenty feet below
the surface.

He was working away steadily about an hour
before moon on Wednesday when a trolley car
passed above Lim.

DRASTIC RAILROAD BILL.

Bay State Measure Forbids Com-
panies to Control Trolley Lines.

Boston, June 28.—The bill reported last night
by the legislative Committees on Railroads and

in the Maissachusetts House of Representatives
to-day. This bill directed the Attorney General
to test before the Supreme Court the legality of
the control of street railway properties by rail-
road corporations, and to forbid the acquisition
of new street railway properties by railroad cor-
porations pending a decision by the Supreme
Court.

After a long discussion the report of the com-
mittegs was rejected, and a bill drafted by
Speaker Cole was substituted in its place, and
finally passed by the House by a 2 to 1 vote.
The Cole bill is more drastic than the bill re-
ported by the committees, and is believed to re-
flect the sentiment of the Governor on the pro-
posed legislation. The substance of the bill is to
prohibit absolutely railroad corporations from
controlling street railway lines. The bill also
provides that railroad corporations must dlspo.se
of their street railway holdings within six
months after the passage of the bill.

It is said that the bill is likely to be subjected
to many alterations when it reaches the Senate.

NEW YORKER TRIED FOR PERJURY.

James A. Romaine Said to Have Lied About
Taking a Tumble in Nyack.

Nyack, N. Y., June 28 —James A. Roinaine, a
New York business man who lives in Spring
Valley, is sald to be the only man ever placed
on trial in the Rockland County Court on a
charge of perjury.

LINER SINKS SCHOONER.

The C. F. Tictgen Runs Down the
