RACING, BUT NO BETTING.

Bookmakers Not Allowed to Offer
Prices at Rockingham Park.

Salem, N. H., June 29 —During the races at Rock-
ingham Park this afternoon, the track officials
stopped all betting as the result of representations
made by the authorities of Rockingham County.
When the track was opened vesterday a large num-
ber of New York bockmakers arrived here, and the
Rev. Thomas Chalmers, of Manchester, head of a
committee of twelve which has been carrying on an
agitation against betting ever since the New Eng-
land Breeders’ Club applied for a charter, made a
complaint that gambling was freely conducted dur-
ing the afternoon.

Last night the Rev. Mr. Chalmers held a confer-
ence with Governor John McLane, and tilre Gov-
ernor instructed County Solicitor Batchelder to take
the necessary steps to have the laws upheld. It
was reported to-day that the county authorities
served an injunction upon Andrew Miller, of New
York, president of the club, but the attorney who
represents Mr. Miller denied that such a document
had been handed to him.

A conference was held at the clubhouse to-day
between the track officials, County Solicitor Batch-
¢lder and Sheriff Marcus M. Collis. The track offi-
cials agreed to suppress all betting, and the book-
makers were ordered to suspend business. No beis
were openly made on the fifth and sixth races.

WINS HIGH GOLF HONORS.

Mal:es Open Tournament Record in
National Championship.

Lake Forest, 111, June 20.—Alax Smith, the Nas-
sau Country Club professional, won the open chams~
plonship of the United States Golf Association to-
day, over the links of the Onwentsia Golf Club,
He went round to-day in 73, %148, which, added
to his first day's play of 147, gave him a total of 2%
for the 72 holes. This lowers the record for the
tournament by four strokes. He led his nearest
competitor, Willie Smith, the open champion of
Mexico, by seven strokes, whila Willle Anderson,
the title holder last year, had to be content with
fifth place.

Alex Smith has now won the triple crown of
the golfing world. He earned the national title to-
day, he won the Western open champlionship over
the Homewood links last week and is the present
champion of the Metronolitan Golf Asseclation of
New York. He has been a prominent figure in the
national open championship before, as he has been
the runner-up to Willie Anderson three times.

The conditions to-day were not favorable for low
scoring, particularly in the afternoon, when a
blinding rainstorm was a serious handicap to the
players. Alex Smith was one of the earliest start-
ers, and did not suffer perhaps as much as some
of the others.- He finished in a deluge of rain, how-
ever, but for all that was able to turn In a scors
of for the last elghteen holes. He plaved
throughout the tournament with remarkable skill
and surprising steadiness. His long game was
brilliant, while his approach shots left him little to
do on the greens. His putting was consistently
strong.

Nothing could better show the versatility of Alex
Smith or his ability quickly to adapt his play to
changed conditions on 'a golf course than. the
weather and course conditions to-day. During the
morning the greens were lightning fast, with a
strong south wind prevailing. Before the play at
the first hole had been completed in the after-
noon the storm broke, and the round was played
under conditfons that tried the skill of the players
to the utmaost.

Smith took 39 for the first nine holes, a higher
figure than he had during the tournament, but he
played the last nine holes in 36, making the last
three holes in 2, 3 and 4.

Willfe Smith, the Mexican open champion, with
two rounds to-day of 7¢ each, took second honors
with a total of 302 strokes, pulling up from fifth
place. James Maiden, of Toledo, and Lawrence
Auchterlonie, of Glenview, tied for third honors,
with 305 each

Willle Anderson, the titla holder last year and
four times winner of the national open champlon-
