The second floor, it is al-
leged, was fited with roulette wheels, faro layouts
and other games of chance. About one hundred
men were In the place at the time. Seven men,
alleged to be the proprietors and employes of the
place, were arrested.

FOR PHYSICAL WELFARE OF PUPILS.

The Charity Organization Society Announces
the Formation cf a Committee.

“C*harities,” the organ of the Charity Organi- i
zation Society, announces the formation of a
New York committee on the physical welfare of
school children. Its object is to co-operate with
the existing private and public agencies to ob-
tain prompt attention for children whose physi-
cal condition is below normal. The committee
announces that it will conduct its work on the
following lines:

First—Study of physical welfare of school
children. Examination of Board of Health rec-
ords of children needing medical, dental or ocu-
lar care and better nourishment.

Second—Effort to secure establishment of such
a system of school reports and records as will
disclose automatically significant school facts
—e. g., regarding backward pupils, truancy, reg-
ularity of attendance, registered children not at-
tending, sickness, physical defects, etc.

Third—Efort to utilize available information
regarding school needs so as to stimulate public
interest, and thus ald in securing adequate ap-
propriations to meet school needs.
