own birthday as a means for reviving interest
in the patriotic principles to which he is devot-
ing the remnant of his career. His message to
the emopire—"Treat the foreigners as they treat
us. Treat your kinsmen better than you treat
foreigners”—is an ingenious summary of the
petaliation and preference policies. Yet im-
partial critics must be convinced that he lacks
st seventy not perhaps the driving power of an
jnvincible will, but certainly the time required
for carTying his principles to a successful issue.

it is clear that he intends to order the disband- ]
ment of two battallons of the guards, ten of the '
line, and a proportionate reduction in the ar-§
tillery, thereby cutting down national expen-

ditures to the extent of $10,000,000. This will
be an effective measure of disarmament if he
gucceeds in carrying the ministers and his mill-
tary colleagues with him. Winston Churchill
bas announced the decision of the government
to stop the importation of Chinese, and this will
have a more momentous effect on the industrial
fortunes of South Africa than the temporary
fallure -of the sweeping operations of the Zulu
war. Jord Lansdowne has foreshadowed &
drastic revision by the Jords of the Education
W, which is gradually passing through the
House of Commons wunder closure, and de-
cisive action on other measures tending to pre-
cipitate & conflict between the two houses. To
these questions are added the statesmanlike re-
port of the royal commission on the discipline
of the Englich Church. It was drawn up by Sir
Lewis Dibdin, a descendant of the famous song
writer and an ecclestical reformer of conspicu-
ous ability. It commands attention from the
fact that all the commissioners, representing the
most diverse views of churchmanship, have
Wned it. The report justifies the contentions of
the extremists of both factions, since it con-
cedes the mnecessity for repealing the existing
measures for the maintenance of discipline and
tabulates the breaches of law of which 8ir Will-
fam Harcourt and the ultra-protestants have
tomplained. It recommends that Parliament in-
#truct the convocations to get their house in
order by substituting new ornaments in the
rubrie for the antiquated rubrics, which cannot
be enforced, and by reforming the ecclesiastical
courts. It is doubtful whether this appeal from
8 medieval past to a living church as the primal
source of authority can be made when the fac-
tion spirit is rampant in ecclesiastical politics,
but the Archbishop of Canterbury, who is a
broad minded diplomatist, may bring about a
return to reason, especially as the only alterna-
tive for this method of self-government is dis-
establichment. A great question, with far-
reaching consequences, for the Anglican com-
mission has been raised.

THE ACCIDENT TO AMERICANS.

The wave of syvmpathy for America is still
rolling high in consequence of the terrible ac-
clident to the boat train at Salisbury. English-
men have been intensely mortified by the evi-
dence that their railway system is not so well
Mmanaged as they had supposed. The Board ot'

CAPITAL PUNISHMENT DISCUSSED.

By a singular coincidence, at the same mo-
ment the Douma adopted the resolution abol-
ishing capital punishment in Russia the French
Chamber of Deputies was discussing the same
subject, the prevailing opinion here being that
the bill for that purpose, introduced by Joseph
Reinach, will eventually be adopted, although
perhaps in a slightly modified form, and it is
said to be strongly favored by M. Clémenceau
and the Radical majority. Thus M. Maujan,
writing in the “Radical,” deals with M. Rel-
nach’s bill and peints out that the Senate has
voted the aggravation of penal servitude for
life in the event of the suppression of the death
pena’ty, this aggravation to take the form of
solitary confinement for six years bhefore the
convict is transported. M. Maujan opposes this
decision. *““The infinite is the infinite,”” he says.
“There is no need to add anything to it. The only
explanation of the pleonasm must be the hope
of effecting economy, for solitary confinement
generally kills its man before six years have
elapsed.”

He 1s readv to bear alone all the misery and
torture of Devil's Island if his country will give
him back only one thing—his honor. We re-
nounce, then, all damages, and ask vou simply
to quash the conviction without retrial, and to
grant this in behalf of the honor of the French
army and the public conscience of France.

The arguments were then closed and the pre-
siding judge announced that the decision of the
court would be given at a subsequent session.
The deliberations of the judges will begin on
Monday, and a decision is probable by the mid-
dle of the week.

LIBERAL UNITY URGED.

Mr. Churchill Hints at Serious
Breach with House of ILords.

London, July 7.—Winston Churchill, Under
Secretary for the Colonies, speaking to-night
at Altrincham, Chkester, said the government had
getermlned to carry out its pledges regarding
the reduction of land armaments, and that he
believed the announcement made by the Secre-
tary for War, Mr. Haldane, in June, on this
subject, would satisfy completely all sections of
the Liberal party.

The speaker urged the necessity of the Lib-
erals continuing their confidence in the govern-
ment in view of the possibility of a collision
with “an unsound and irresponsible assembly
that he had ceased to fulfil its normal functions

in the state, and had become the partisan
weapon of a particular faction.”

CHOLERA DOES NOT SPREAD.

Danger of Epidemic in Manila Believed To
Be Slight.

Manila, July 8.—The cholera situation remains un-
changed. Joseph McDermote is the only American
who has died in the last forty-eight hours. The
health authorities believe that the .next three days
will be the crucial time, and that if the disease is

COI;ﬂ‘(lle to its present proportions an epidemic is
unlikely.

General health conditions have been improved,
and the Marquina water supply, which has not been
contaminated, is guarded by regular troops.

Washington, July 7.—The Bureau of Insular Af-
fairs of the War Department has received the fol-
lowing cable message from Governor General Ide,
at Manila, relative to the cholera outbreak there:

W. H. Hart died of cholera July 4: notify Lizzie
Peppard, Caldwell, Canan County, Tdaho.

Decided fmprovement cholera situation. Twenty-
four hours ended 8§ a. m., July 6. fifteen cases.
Twenty-four hours ended 8 a. m.. July 7, eighteen
cases. Dally average dropped about one-half. No
further increase in provinces. Practically all cares
above mentioned were found dead.

This i3 the only report of death by cholera of an
American which has been officially received since
the reports of the recent outbreak of the epidemic.

BEHANZIN'S SON TRIES TO DIE.

Former Prince of Dahomey, Captive at Blida,
Attempts Suicide.

Blida, Algeria, July 7.—The son of Behanzin,
the former King of Dahomey, now a captive
here, attempted to commit suicide to-day, owing
to depression, caused by imprisonment.

King Behanzin, of Dahomey, West Africa, was
exiled to the Island of Martinique when the
French conquered his country in 1804, but in
April last the King and his family, at the form-
er's request, were transported to Algeria and
joined the colony of exiles at Blida, twenty-five
miles southwest of Algiers. Among the most
prominent members of the colony are former
Queen Ranavola of Madagascar and a prince of
Annam.

CASTRO SETS PRISONERS FREE.

All on San Carlos Island, Except Those
Charged with Treason, Liberated.

Willemstad, July 7.—Advices received here
from Maracaibo, Venezuela, under date of July
B, say that the dungeons in the fort on San
Carlos Island have been thrown open and the
political prisoners, with the exception of those
charged with treason, set at liberty. The prop-
erty of the prisoners has been returned to them.
This act is enincident with the return to Caracas
of President Castro,

PEOPLE NEARER POWER.

Cause of Trepoff’s Desire for Re-
- sponsible Ministry.

St. Petersburg, July 7.—The demand of pare
llament for the retirement of the Goremykin
Cabinet will be backed by the zemstvo congress
at its meeting in Moscow on Monday. The pro-
gramme drawn up by the central committee
favors the withdrawal by the zemstvo organiza-
tions of all measures for famine relief as long
as the present ministry remains in powen. The
committee, however, recommends the continued
maintenance of soup kitchens and fres dining
rooms.

Parliamentary data regarding the famine
show that 127 counties in twenty-eight prov-
inces are affected, that 117 crops are complete
failures and that in eighty-eight counties the
famine iIs in its second year.

The revolutionists of St. Petersburg are or-
ganizing an executive organization, which it is
expected will fill the gap caused by the arrest
of the members of the Workmen's Council.
Thirty-eight agitators arrested in the last week
have been sent to prison by administrative order
for three months.

General Trepoff's advocacy of a ministry com-
posed of Constitutional Democrats introduces a
new element into the situation, which, though
the fall of the Goremykin Cabinet is momentarily
postponed, is steadily moving toward pariia-
mentary government. Trepofi's conversion to
the idea of a responsible ministry is based on the
conviction that repression by a disaffected army
and disorganized police is impossible.

LOWER HOUSE BLOCKED.

Council of the Empire Will Refuse
to Abolish Death Penalty.

St Petersburg. July 7.—The bill of the lower
house of parliament for the abolition of the
death penalty went on the rocks to-day in the
caucus of Centrist members of the Council of
the Empire, a majority being opposed to its ac-
ceptance in its present form. The substitution
of 'a measure abrogating the provision of the
code whereby civillans come .under the jurisdic-
tion of the military courts in “a state of excep-
tionable security,” a minor form of martial law
which is the chronie state of nine-tenths of Rus-
sia, will 'soldify the parliamentary opposition to
the ministry.

A considerable faction of the Centrists, par-
ticularly the industrial and commercial repre-
sentatives, desired for tactical reasons to fol-
low the lead of the lower house and pass the
bill unchanged, but the demand for the retes~
tion of the death penalty came with the great-
est insistence from the representatives of the
border districts, where the penalty is most in
use—Poland, the Baitic provinces and the Cau-
casus—who feel themselves in the grip of the
revolutionists and terrorists, without the sum-
mary processes of martial law. It was pro-
posed virtually to abolish the death penalty, ex-
cept where circumstances justified the procla-
mation of full martial law, such as armed up-
risings.

This rejection of the first fruit of legislation
of the lower house revived the eld demand for
the abolition of the Council of the Empire as a
wall between the Emperor and the people.

_Dr. Nicholaiefisky, who was elected a member
of the lower house from Krasnoyarsk, Siberia,
has arrived here. He openly flaunts the revolu-
tionary colors. In an interview to-day he
avowed himseif an active member of the revo-
lutionist organization. He said that just before
his departure he presided at a great revolution-
ary meeting at Krasnoyarsk. Cavalry sent to
disperse the meeting joined the revolutionists in
parading through the town behind the red flag
in place of the national colors.

The meeting demanded the trial of General
Rennenkaupf, Milles and Zakomelsky, who sup-
pressed the uprising along the Transsiberian
Railroad, as murderers. Dr. Nicholaieffsky said
the Siberian peasantry was flatly opposed to any
further immigration from Russia, and were in
favor of a broad policy of railroad construction.
Frequent offshoots from the Transsiberian Line
were necessary to open up the grain producing
country. »

VIOLENCE INCREASING.

Troops Kill Miners—Panic at War-

saw—Trouble Near Zhitomir.

St. Petersburg, July 7.—Cossacks to-day fired
on a numbar of miners, who were making a
demonstration at the Asovka Works, near
Ekaterinoslav. There were many casualties.

Warsaw, July 7.—The socialists have issued a
manifesto warning the people te be prepared for
massacres of Poles and Jews in the next few
days, which are being arranged by the police
and. troops out of revenge for recent attacks.
The manifesto advises foreigners in Warsaw to
seek the protection of their respective consuls.

Zhitomir, July 7.—An inter-racial war was
nearly precipitated yesterday in the neighbor-
ing town of Ostrog, owing to the killing of a
Jewish boy by a policeman. The Jews gathered
by the thousands to attend the funeral, but the
excitement was allayed by assurances that the
shooting was accidental and the policeman
would be tried,

Blalystok, July 7.—~The agent of the Minister
of Justice has finished his investigation of the
recent massacre here, and in consequence of his
recommendation two captains of police and s~v-
eral sergeants will be indicted, as well as twelve
pairolman. for inciting people to take part in
the rioting.

Vige, Spain. July 7.—Several acts of insubor-
dination have occurred on board the Russian
cruiser Terek, which is anchored here. The offi-
cers are exercising rigid surveillance over the
crew, but a number of desertions have occurred.

FLEET'S VISIT OPPOSED.

Reform Club’s Committee Takes
Action—Stir in England.

London, July 7.—The political committee of the
new Reform Club, of which Edmund Robertson,
Civil Lord of the Admiraity, is chairman, has
started an organized agitation against the visit
of the British channel fleet to Cronstadt. The

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SILVER COIN SCARCITY.

Will Increase with Moving of Crops,
as Congress Failed to Provide Relief.

Washington, July 7.—Officials of the Treasury
are much perpiexed over the prospect of a short-
age in silver dollars and subsidiary silver coin-
age, because of the failure of Congress to enact
remedial legislation. There is no bullion in the
Treasury out of which to make subsidiary coin,
the supply purchased under the act of July 14,
1890, having been exhausted more than a year
ago, and no provision exists for recoining silver
dollars which by natural wear have become un-
fit for circulation.

The number of silver dollars forced out of cir-
culation because of their abraded and worn con-
dition has increased rather than diminished of
late, and tha stock of these uncurrent silvér dol-
lars, worth nothing so far as practical service is
concerned, is rapidly accumulating in the Treas-
ury vaults. They are of no value in relieving
the famine in money of small denominations, of
which there is complaint, and the situation may
become more serious when the crop moving sea-
son begins.

Secretary Shaw In his annual report strongly
urged legislation authorizing the recoining of
uncurrent silver dollars into subsidiary coein.
He sajd that in order to meet the demand for
more small coins it would be necessary to buy
more silver or recoin some that the Treasury

already has in the shape of the uncurrent silver
dollars. A Dbill designed to afford this relief,
carrying out Secretary Shaw's recommenda-
tions, was favorably reported by the House
Committee on Coinage, Weights and Measures,
early in the session, but did not advance any
further in its legislative travels.

It has been proposed several times to enact a
law authorizing uncurrent silver dollars to be
put to use, but Congress objected, and the same
position was taken this year, in spite of the
emergency which Secretary Shaw declared ex-
isted because of the exhaustion of the supply of
bullion. Secretary Shaw favors the recoinage
of abraded and uncurrent silver dollars in
amounts not exceeding $5.000.000 a year into
the several denominations of subsidiary coins
as they are needed. In view of the enormous ad-
ditions being made to the country's monetary
stock by the coinage of gold. Treasury officials
do u~»t regard as valid the objection sometimes
suggested that the stock of full lezal tender
moeney would be reduced by such conversion.

THOMAS STAYS ON REEF.

Army Officers on Board the Trans-
port—The Meade Sails for Guam.

Washington, July 7.—The Navy Department
to-day received two cable messages from Com-
mander FPotts, naval governor of the island of
Guam, relative to the stranding of the army
transport Thomas. The first message simply re-
ported that the ship was on a reef near Guam
and that the station ship Supply had been sent
to her relief. The second message reported that
the Supply was unable to pull the Thomas off
and that tugs were needed, but none was to be
had at Guam. Commander Potts further re-
ported that the Thomas is lying easy, and if
present conditions as to weather continue she
is in no danger. The Navy Department is in
communication with Manila in an effort to find a
suitable vessel there to proceed to Guam. but it
will be at least a week before one can reach
that place 2

The Thomas is freighted with $1.750.000 Phil-
ippine gold. There are aboard ten army officers,
seventy-five civilians and four army nurses,

Manila. July 8—The transport Meade starts
to-day to render assistance to the Thomas.
