the bank clearings. For the week ending June 7
clearings were about $25,000,000. a decrease of
80 per cent from those of the corresponding week
last year. On June 14 the clearings were a trifle
over $30,000,000, or a decrease of 10 per cent.
On June 22 clearings were $33,333,000, a de-
crease of 0.4 per cent, while for the week ending

June 28 clearings showed a decrease of only 6.7
per cent from those of the same date a year ago.

Similar returns are shown in the Jobbing trade,
which records only 10 per cent shrinkage from
the best figures for June of last year. Another
remarkable fact is that the business of the inter-
nal revenue office was 10 per cent heavier than
for June of last year, although all cigar and to-
bacco factories were destroyed and the retail
liquorbusiness was suspended.

These returns show that good buildings are
not necessary for the trade o* a large city and
that even in temporary shacks San Francisco
can hold its own as the seventh city in trade
importance In the country. The advance in
liquor licenses from $80 to $500 a year and the
prohibition of bars in corner groceries have in-
creased the demand for licenses. Itwas esti-
mated that there would be fifteen hundred ap-
plicants for licenses should they be placed at
$400 a year, but there have actually been two
thousand applicants, who willcontribute $1,000!-
000 toward the city's expenses. Should there
be no fallingoff in other sources of revenue, the
city willhave a surplus at the end of the fiscal
year of $400,000 for permanent improvements.

San Francisco, July 6.—-The Insurance situa-
tion is much more hopeful than itwas last week.

%"wo local companies, the Firemen's Fund and
the Pacific Underwriters', have adjusted their
losses and are paying all claims In full. A score
of other big companies, American and foreign,
are dealing with their patrons in the same lib-
eral way, but three-quarters of all the companies
are endeavoring to settle oil a basis of 75 per
cent, while many have reduced small claims
one-third of their face value. Many small pol-
icyholders need money so badly that they have
accepted these terms, but large holders have
refused, and threaten to bring suit. The asser-
tion that the earthquake vitiated policies Is con-
sidered absurd in most cases, as photographs
were taken showing small damage from the shock.
Several companies have presented photographs
of buildings after the fire, and asserted they
were pictures taken Just after the earthquake.

Delay in settling claims has retarded the re-
building of the businees district. With enough
money, greater energy would have been shown
in clearing streets and building sites, and foun-
dations would already have been laid for many
new structures. Asit is, all work of reconstruc-
tion is still temporary, the only permanent work
being on fireproof buildings that were merely
damaged by fire. Some twenty ofthese buildings

willbe ready for occupancy in three months, and
will do much to restore normal business along
Kearney, Montgomery and Market streets. The
banks are now all In their old quarters, but
aside from this there is little business below
Kearney street.
