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“PLEASE TAKE ME”

Many Children Saying This to Trib-
une Fresh Air Fund.

“Please take me.” This was what a little boy
in Macdougal street said when he saw one of the
workers of the Richmond Hill House, who was
preparing to send children to the country through
the Tribune Fresh Air Fund. The boy was play-
ing in the street. He was barefooted, he had no
hat, his trousers were out at the knee and his shirt
was torn. His hands and face were exceedingly
dirty, but on them rested the unmistakable pallor
that speaks of poor nourishment and unhealthful
conditions.

This boy's home was a two-room apartment in a
typical city tenement house of the poorer sort. He
slept in a small, dark bedroom with several others;
he ate and played and worked in the next room
when he was not in the street.

Playing about with this boy, sitting, standing,
running up and down the block, were many others
like: him in many respects. Some were
stronger, some bigger and some weaker and less
vigorous. There were others whose parents are
more fortunate financially and llved in a three-
room instead of a two-room apartment; others
were not so well off and had their home in a base-

ment. All showed plainly the effect of their sur-
roundings.
When the boy in question saw the missionary

worker he made a dash for her, and as she passed
along the street he kept by her side. This was the
request that he made: ‘‘Please take me."”

1f the woman stopped for a minute she was in-
stantly surrounded by a dozen children, in all of
whose minds the thought of going to the country
was dominant. Those who had been before wanted
to go again; the boys because, as they expressed it:
“We can play ball all we wants to without getting
chased.” The girls had different reasons. One
llked to go because she did not have to work in the
country. Another wanted to pick all the flowers
her hands could hold. Those who had not been
before had heard glowing accounts from older
brothers or sisters or from friends, and wished to
experiment for themselves,

The conditions that thls missionary found are like
those In many other paris of the city. From all
sides is coming the request, ‘‘Please send me to the
country.” Those that have been promised can
hardly wait for the time to start. Days are spent
in glad anticipation and preparation. When the day
arrives they are sure to be ready long before the

HIDES SLAYER'S NAME.

Dying Italian Obdurate — Police
Saved Culprit from Mob.

As the result of a quarrel of long standing,
Giuseppe Murgida, a saloonkeeper, of No. 173
Hester street, shot and fatally wounded John
Fiechi, a tatlor, of No. 366 Broome street, in
front of No. 126 Elizabeth street yvesterday af-
ternoon. The tailor was hit three times, andq,
when he dropped, Murgida, pursued by a throng
of Italians, ran toward Broome street. Behind
them came Detective Boyle and his little span-
fel Beauty, both of the Mulberry street police
statlon.

The detective and the dog worked their way
through the crowd and gained the lead. Near
the corner of Broome street the detective was
only ten feet behind the saloonkeeper, while
Beauty had caught the man’s right trouser leg
and was hanging on, growling ferociously.

“Stop, or I'll fire!” shouted Boyle, drawing his
revolver. .

Despite the handicap of the dog, Murgida in-
creased his pace. Boyle shot, aiming upward.

The report brought Policeman Kahn, of the
Mulberry street station, who headed off Murgida.

By the time he was taken back to where
Ficchi lay, a crowd of fully three thousand per-
sons had assembled. The reserves of the Mul-
berry street police station were summoned, while
the policemen, with their prisoner in a hallway,
kept the mob back at the points of their re-
volvers.

On the arrival of the reserves, Ficchl was
carried to the office of Dr. Rocco Bellantoni, at
No. 371 Broome street,

In the mean time the report of the shooting
had reached a score or more of the tailor's
friends, who besieged the vhysician's office, de-
manding admittance, and a chance to avenge his
injury upon Murgida, who was also in the
office.

\Vthen it seemed as if the crowd was prepar-
ing to storm the office, Murgida was taken out
of a back entrance and hurried to the Mulberry
street station. When the mob found that they
had been tricked out of their chance of revenge
they began to denounce the police, and the re-
serves were directed to clear the street.

At St. Vincent's Hospital, where Coroner
Harburger went to take Ficchi's ante-mortem
statement, the dying man refused to accuse
Murgida of the crime. He said he did not know
who shot him, and was unable to charge any-
body with the crime. No amount of question-
ing could shake his resolve to shield his mur-
derer. B

While the coroner was taking the statement
about fifteen Itallans crowded around the dying
man’s bedside and whispered to him. It is the
opinion of the coroner that they gave instruc-
tions not to tell the name of the man who shot
him, for some reason connected with the affairs
of some Italian society.

TO SAVE THE BUFFALO.

Herd from This City To Be Set Free

in Oklahoma.

The offer made by the New York Zoological So-
clety to the government to place a herd of buffalo
on the Wichita forest reserve, in Southwestern
Oklahoma, has been accepted, and a herd of from
fifteen to twenty buffaloes will be shipped as soon
as an area of good grazing ground can be fenced in.

The soclety desired to ald the government in pre-
serving these animals from extinction, but exacted
a promise that a habitat should be provided, where
the expense of constant feeding would be spared,
where shelter from storms could be had and where
the buffaloes could breed prolifically.

It has been conceded by competent authorities
that the American bison cannot be preserved from
final extinction by breeding in close conflnement in
parks or zoological gardens. The animals can be
saved only by establishing herds on very large
areas, so that they will be in a semi-wild state and
can obtain the exercise that is absolutely essential
to their welfare,

The New York Zoological Society sent J. Alden
Loring to Oklahoma to select a good grazing
ground, with plenty of permanent water. Forest
Supervisor Morrisey, of the reservation, and Mr.
Loring decided on a suitable spot, and an appro-
priation of $15,000, inserted in the Agricultural bill,
was obtained to build the fence. As soon as the
fence is completed the herd will be shipped. It is
hoped that this can be done in the fall, as it
would not be advisable to turn them loose in mid-
winter after having been in captivity, nor would
it be possible to ship the animals just previous to
calving time in the spring.

The bison in captivity at the Bronx Park Zoo
are in fine condition, according to the authorities
there. The herd Is said to be the largest on public
exhibition. It 1s hoped that other owners of
buffaloes will follow the example of the society, In
assisting the government to perpetuate the animals.

WOMAN ATTACKED; YOUTH TAKEN.

Latter Accused of Leaving Store Soon After
Assault Took Place.

Charged with feloniously assaulting Mrs. Anna
Le Compte, eighty-four years old, who has a
emall candy store at No. 201 Eckfort street,
Greenpoint, Clement A. Watts, nineteen years
old, who says he lives at No. 12 Hart street, was
held without bail yesterday in the Manhattan
avenue police court by Magistrate Naumer. He
was arrested late on Saturday night by de-
tectives of the Greenpoint avenue station, who
say that they have information which leads
them to believe that Watts was in the neighbor-
hood of the store at the time the assault was
committed, and that he was seen running away
from the place just before the old woman was
found unconscious behind her counter last Tues-
day afternoon.

In court Watts declared that a mistake had
been made, and that he had not been in Green-
peint on the afterncon of the assault.

TRADE AND FINANCE ABROAD.

The Orléans Railway Company, in France, s
about to make a change in its rapid express trains,
which daily run between Paris and Bordeaux and
Paris and Nantes. This innovation has for its
object to allow travellers to be informed on the
train when moving about the news of the day, the
Bourse quotations, etc. Thus, on the start from
Paris, at 9:#0 a. m., for Bordeaux, the travellers
will find posted In every car sheets furnished by tha
Havas Agency, giving the latest news. Then, on
passing Poitiers, at 2 p. m., will be posted in the
cars the opening quotations of the Paris Bourse,
together with the principal Information about the
day's events in the world. Finally, at Angou-
12me, around 3:30 K m., more dispatches will give
all finaneial and other news, so that when the trav-
eller arrives at Bordeaux, at 5 p. m., he is as well
informed as if he had remalned in the capital
The same system will be aplied on the trains going
from Bordeaux or Nantes to Paris.

In the republic of Peru, which formerly em-
ployed largely Chinese labor, of which the country
grew tired after a few years, they mean again to
be ready to accept the help of the coolies. If
Chinese labor is wanted by contractors and large
land owners or sugar estate proprietors, it is not
regarded with friendly eyes by the laboring and
middle classes in Peru. Thus, at the end of May
last the steamer Lennox arrived in the port of
Callao with 848 Chinese immigrants on board.
They were met.on landing by a hostile manifesta-
tion on the part of the peopie. The manifestants
were kept in order by a detaill of thirty policemen,
and the Peruvian docks and longshoremen were
made to believe that nearly all of those coolies
would not compete with white labor at Callao, but
wofjd be sent into the interfor of the country to
work in the fields or in the mines. As usual,
among those Chinese immigrants there were few
women, only five in the whole lot which landed at
Callzo.

In the same republic of Peru they are about teo
make great use of electrical apparatus. In the lat-
ter part of May, at Lima, the capital, a successful
Jtrial of electric tramways was made in the streets

art of the city. The cars made the

The “Semaphore,” of Marsellles, sums up in an
editorial the figures just furnished by the official
“gervice of the post,” under the direction of Com-
mandant Capettar, concerning the shipping move-
ment In 1%5. The maritime movement of the port,
comprising arrivals and departures, amounted to
16,882 vessels of 15,623,000 tons net, and 6,245,000 tons
of merchandise, with 208,000 passengers and 560,000
men in the crews. The editorial calls attention to
the fact that the above flgures are below those
which would have been attained but for the fre-
quent strikes, which have been a plague to the
port of Marsellles for the last three or four years.

The Guayaquil & Quito Rallway is as much an
American as an English enterprise. A recent cir-
cular issued by Archer Harman, the president of
the company and published by “The South Ameri.
can Journal,” of London, gives details of the prog-

ress of the construction of the line, which was con-
ceded by the government of Ecuador for seventy-
five years from the date of completion of the rail-
way into Quito.
