As stated before, Mr. Thayer is already solidly
entrenched for the nomination, although he has
made no attempt at organization.

CRUEL JOEKE DRIVES WOMAN CRAZY.

Mother Told That Son Was Dead—Blood
Stains on Bed Add to Horror.

Mrs. Anna Latazona, of Non. 169 Mott street, was
taken to Bellevue Hospital last night In a strait-
jacket, a raving maniac, the result of a cruel joke
played on her by some person whose identity has
not been discovered.

About & week ago Mre. Latazona awoke to find
what appeared to be great bloodspots on her bed.
*To the bed was pinned a note, written in Italian,
saying that Mrs. Latazona's seventeen-year-old son
Pominick had been murdered. The young man’s
absence from home for several days had worried
the mother greatly, and when she read the note
and saw the supposed bloodstains she became
violently insane.

Seizing a crucifix, she began walking up and
down the floors of her flat, crying aloud that her
bor had been shot, and finally she extended her
marches to the etreets near her home.

Last Saturday the woman was taken to the home
of her aunt, Mrs. Pletro Lazato, No. 238 East 111th
street, in the hope that a change of soene would
divert her thoughts from the alleged murder of
her boy. In the mean time the son had turned
up alive and well, and 1t was learned that the
supposed bloodstains on the bed were made with
yed ink. Contrary to expectations, however, Mrs.
latazona grew worse instead of better, and last
night her condition became such that her removal
to Bellevue was necessary.

BIG EXPRESS MERGER.

Northern Company Incorporated—
Compared with Northern Securitics.

St. Paul, July 10.—The Northern Express Com-
pany was incorporated here to-day. It is stated
that it is a reorganization of the Northern Pa-
cific Express Company, but the real import is
the merging of the Northern Pacific Express
Company and the Great Northern Expess Com-
pany into one company, which will opeate on
the Burlington, Northern Pacific and Great
Northern roads. It is one of the greatest moves
since the famous Northern Securities Company,
but, unlike that company, its formation is legal.

J. M. Hannaford, second vice-president of the
Northern Pacific, is president of the new com-
pany, and J. N. Hill, vice-president of the Great
Northern, is treasurer. In fact, the officers of
the new company sare officers of Great North-
ern and Northern Pacific. These mads have
owned their own express companies. The Bur-
lington road has a contract with the Adams
Express Company, which will soon expire, when
the new company, the Northern Express Com-
pany, will, it is alleged, succeed the Adams Ex-
press Company. This will give the Great North-
ern and the Northern Pacific a direct connectlon
as far East as Chicago.

WANT THREE PLATOONS.

Aldermen Pass Resolution Asking
Bingham to Restore System.

A resolution was adopted yesterday at the meet-
ing of the Board of Aldermen requesting Police
Commissioner Bingham to restore the “three
platoon” eystem, which was abandoned a short time
ago. The resolution reads:

The Honorabla Police € ‘ommissioner, in his Jjudg-
ment deeming it wise, has put the Police Depart-
ment on what is known as the two platoon sys-
tem of patrolling. The Board of Aldermen, reflec-
tive of the present opinion and pulse of the
citizenry of our great city relative to the radical
change, respectfully asks the Honorable Police
Commissioner to reconsider his action and at once
restore the three platoon system, thus allowing
many members of the force to enjoy the comforts
and surroundings of their homes.

Several large appropriations were made. The
board voted $5,250,000 for the extension of Riverside
Drive, 32,000,000 for sites and buildings for the Po-
lice Department, $528,000 for the completion of the
buildings for the Bellevue Hospital Training School
for Nurses and $5,000 to protect the waters of New
York’frem pollution,

FORMER BROKER BADLY WOUNDED.

Police Think He Attempted Suicide—Wife
Says Shot Was Accident.

George Dotele, llving at the Trinidad Apartment
House, No. 501 West 138th street, was removed to
J. Hood Wright Hospital late yesterday afternoon
with a bullet wound just below the heart. His
wife was out of the house at the time it happened,
and theilr two children were playing in the street.
Dotele is a prisoner in the hospital, the police ac-
cusing him of having attempted suicide.

Mrs. Dotele when seen scouted the idea that her
husband had attempted suicide, and said she
was sure that the shooting was accidental. BShe
said when she returned from a shopping tour she
found her husband lying across the bed, with his
outer shirt and trousers on, and in his bare feet,
bleeding from the wound. Before he went to the
hospital he told her it was an accident that hap-
vened while he was examining the revolver. Her
husband, she said. had no troubles. He was plentl-
fully supplied with money, and happy. Up to last
December he was in business, she said, as a stock
broker with W. Duggins, when they dis-
solved partnership, her husband retiring entirely
from business. Mrs. Dotele went to Asbury Park
last night to tell her husband's mother of the acci-
dent.

WILL DROP BALLOON INTO SEA.

Dr. Julian P. Thomas to Test Water Anchor
—Proved Successful in France.

Dr. Julian P. Thomas will make a balloon ascen-
gion at noon to-day, with the deliberate intention
of dropping inta the water. This daring experiment
will be made to test a water anchor, or drag—a
recent French invention.

The water *“anchor’” consists of a cone-shaped
canvas bag, which will hold about two hundred
gallons of water. The mouth of the bag is kept
distended by an iron hoop. Attached to it will be
150 feet of rope. When it is desired to anchor over
the water the bag is dropped overboard to drag
trawlwise until filled with water. The resistance
then offered is sufficient to hold the balloon practl-
cally stationary.

If a balloon is being carried out to sea, the tide,
if fiooding, would serve to carry the balloon in

shore. If the tide were ebbing, the bag would be
a sufficient drag to hold the balloon back until a
boat could put out to it. Comte de la Vaulx used
a similar “anchor’” while attempting to cross the
Mediterranean Sea some time ago. At another time
he made a successful water trip of 300 miles, using
the sea_anchor.

THE PRINCE GEORGE CHANGES HANDS.

Attachments Against Hotel Force Lessee to
Give Up Management.

The Hotel Prince George, at No. 12 East 28th
etreet, which was opened last November by W. A.
Lattimer, has changed hands. Mr. Lattimer had a
twenty-one years' lease. Recently a writ of at-
tachment for $150,000 was brought against the build-
ing for furnishings supplied. Inability to meet this
debt, and another for $20,000, forced Mr. Lattimer
to turn the botel over to its owners and builders,
the Twenty-eighth Street Realty <Company, of
which the members are Charles F. Rogers, the
owner of the Hotel Wellington; Willlam Mason
Smith and D. F. Rogers.

Charles F. Rogers said last night that his com-

any would take up the management of the hotel
mmediately. They will meet the $20,000 debt, but
have not decided what action they will take in re-
gard to the larger amount. J. ¥. Champlain, man-
ager of the Hotel Wellington, will occupy the same
place at the Prince George, and Simeon Leland,
manager of the Hotel Beimont, will be the floor
manager.

INCREASE IN MONEY ORDERS.

The money order division of the New York City
Postoffice for the fiscal yvear just ended handled
$335.336,917. according to the report made yester-
day by Superintendant Joseph Elliott, of that de-
partment, to Postmaster Willlam Willcox. To make
up that sum 8430517 separate transactions were
necessary, an Increase of 868,251 over the preceding
Year, and an increase of $74,529,769, or 25.56 cent.
Superintendent Elliott's forces handled $:1,986,539 in
domestic money orders, an increase of $7.538.83) on
the precedipg year, or 8 r cent. Postmaster's
drafts to the amount of $73.068 were paid, and
$95,608.733 received in remittances from tmasters.
To meet the demands of the international money
order business Superintendent Elliott purchased in
the open market bills of exchange to the amount
of $17,610.802, an increase of 21 per cent. Money
orders to foreign countries to the amount of $53.507,-
516 were certified. The actual revenue derived by
the New York office and its branches from the
money order business amounted to $2,761,850.
