MR. PLATT 8O CALLED.

John "A. Stewart on Status of
Republican Party.

“When Thomas C. Platt goes, he will have
heen the last Republican bess,” said John A.
Stewart, at a dinner for General Edwin A. Mc-
Alpin at the Republican Club last evening.
“There has been a leadership of the Republican
party which has grown up in a sense of per-
sonal possession. We need leaders, hut we_do
not need ownership. The League of Republican
Clubs will make party bosses impossible in the
future.”

Mr. Stewart was the leader of the delegation
from the Republican Club of New York to the
recent convention of the National League of Re-
publican Clubs in Philadelphia, at which Gen-
eral McAlpin was elected president of the league.

The dinner last evening was attended by near-
Iy all the members of the delegation. General
Henry E. Tremain, who presided, said that the
Success of the Republican party in the cam-
.paigns for the election of a Republican Congress
this fall and for the election of a Republican
President two years from this fall would depend
largely on the work of the league in solidifying
the Republican vote of the eountry. General
MecAlpin said:

There was a time when the individual citizens
of the United States were active partakers in the
government; when each citizen felt a responsi-
bility for the national and state and county and
city government; when each citizen was proud
of his responsibility and selected the public ser-
vants on election day with grave concern for the
public ﬁood; when the men selected to serve the
beople had conscience for their guide.

It is needless for me to point out that a large
degree of this vital personal responsibility of
citizenship has been lost; that men high in
places of trust, of political and business and
social trust, have abandoned the guidance of
conscience and have wilfully and even boldly
used great power in debauching the public eon-
science and the private conscience of our eciti-
zenship. Why should any Republican who has
at heart the welfare of his party, and through it
the welfare of the nation, deny that evil condi-

tions have been, for several years, widespread in
our citizenship?

Qutside Companirs Also Limited to
the Standard Ones.

In view of the fact that some of the life insurance
companies chartored in statés other than New York
have declared their belief' that the Armstrong laws
will not prevent them fram writing other than the
standard form of policies In this state after Janu-
ary, an opinion of the Afiiorney General, rendered
to the State Suaperintendlent of Insurance, and
which will be printed in *“The Spectator’” to-mor-
row, is of interest.

In reply to questions submitted by the counsel of
the Travellers Insurance (‘ompany to the Attorney
General as to whether oul side companies would be
permitted to write both pjirticipating and non-par-
ticipating policies in this state, he deciares that
such companies will be debarred from so doing,
and will be required to issue the standard forms.

“The Spectator” will comment on this as follows: |

The enforcement of the Wew York laws will bring |
into full working force the retaliatory laws of every
other state whose companies suffer from their un-
just enactments, and the result will be most dis-
astrous for the New York companies, who will be
debarred from the tervitony whence they derive the
greater part of their business.

It is said that some of tthhe outside companies will
test the constitutionality of the law limiting them
to the standard forms in this state.

HOW TO GET POLICYHOLDERS' NAMES.

Superintendent Kelsey Issues Rules—Repre-
sentative May Be Sent.

Albany, July 10.—Superintendent Kelsey of the
State Insurance Departgnent to-day announced
that the following rules would govern the ob-
taining of names of poldcyholders from the offi-
cial lists to be filed by the mutual life companies
with the Insurance Department on July 18, pur-
suant to Section 94 of the Insurance law:

The lists of policyholders on file shall be sub- |
ject to inspection and ecopy at any time during
business hours by any* policyvholder, or by his
authorized representative. The polieyholder ap-
pearing in person must present his peliey and
his last receipt for premiums paid. A policy-
holder designaiing a representative to inspect or
copy from any of the lists on file in the depart-
ment will be privileged to appear by only one
representative at a time. The representative cf
a policyholder must produce a written designa-
tion eonferring authority in each instance, stat-
ing the name of the company imsured in, the
number of the policy and name of the appointee,
and the designation must be duly signed by such
policyholder and acknowledged by him hefore a
notary public.

POLICYHOLDERS MEET IN LONDON.

Campaign for Proxies Soon to Begin—Hear-
ings Before Select Committee.

Tondon, July 10.—The executive committee of
the RBritish policvholders’ general committee,
which is now affiliated with the international
polievholders’ committee, held an organization
meeting to-day, and decided to eall a meeting of
the general eommittee for July 12, when the pro-
gramme of the international policyholders’ com-
mittee will be outlined and a campaign opened
to get proxies of the polievholders for the elec-
tions of trustees of the Mutual Life Insurance
Company of New York and the New York Life
Insurance Company.

Several members of the general committee will
be examined by the House of Lords’ select com-
mittee on July 13. The select committee held a
further session to-day and heard the managers
of some of the British eompanies. The man-
agers expressed the opinion that the American
and other foreign companies doing business in
Great Britain should be compelled to make a
valuation of their British policies and deposit an
equivalent amount of money in this country as
security. :

OVER 814500000 MISSING.

Dead Solicitor Accused of Embezzle-

ment—Peer’s Heavy Losses.

London, July 10.—Official and other inquiries
are on foot regarding the affairs of Charles
Cheston, a solicitor, who died in May last, after
having lost, it {s alleged, between $1,500,000 and
§2,000000 of his clients’ money. The main
losses affect five or six, including Lord Amherst
of Hackney. The latter had sold Didlington
Hall, Brandon, Norfolk, for a large sum of
money, a considerable part of which was held
in the form of trust funds by Cheston. It was
at first thought Lord Amherst was practically
ruined. He, however, is not the hardest hit.

We think Mr. Hearst was sincere in his decla-
ration that he would not be a candidate in 1908,
and this will leave the way clear for Bryan,
who can defeat any one the Republicans can
name."”

TRIED TO VALIDATE PARTY EMBLEM.

Secretary of State Refuses to File Certificate
" of Independence League.

Albhany, July 10.-Clarence J. Shearn, counsel for
the Independence League, to-day forwarded to the
Secretarv of State's office a certificate of the league,
stating that it was the intention of the Jeague to
fila at a later date nominating certificates for all
offices to be voted for at the election in November,
and that the emblem of the leagug would bs bal-
ance scales.

The Secretary of State refused to place the docu-
ment on flle, and returned it to Mr. Shearn with
the explanation that there was no provision of the
statute that waquld authorize the filing of such a
certificate.

FACE SLA;PED; STRIKE FOLLOWS.

Girl Neckwear Makers Allege Abuse by Em-
ployer and Demand Union Conditions.

The Neckwear Makers' Union, consisting of
1,200 girls from fourteen to twenty years of
age, struck yesterday for better working con-
ditions and recognition of the union. The lead-
ers said the strike was started by the act of
an employer in slapping a girl’s-face during an
argument. A fine of $25 was imposed upon the
alleged offender by the union, which he refused
to pay. A partial lockout took place, followed
by a general strike.

The girls held a meeting yesterday at No. 92
Cqlumbia street, when it was resolved to con-
tinue the strike until all the shops were union-
ized. Nothing was said by the speakers ahout
the alleged slapping, which appeared to have
been dropped.

YELLOW FEVER AT HAVANA.

Case Developed July 4, Others Suspected,
Louisiana Officials Report.

New Orleans, July 10.—Reports from Havana
to the Louisiana State Board of Health say that
two cases, puspected to be yellow fever, wers
found in Havana to-day, and that one case of
vellow fever developed there on July 4. The out-
break at Nipa, Cuba, which was at first reported
as suspected yellow fever, was announced as
paludic fever in to-day's dispatches. The re-
ports come from Louisiana health inspectors
stationed in Cuba.

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MAY NOT INDORSE IT.

Politicians Not Greatly Pleased with
Judiciary Ticket.

Little comment was heard among politicians yes-
terday regarding the judiciary nominators and their
nominees. What there was did not indicate a
strong possibility of party indorsement of the
ticket put ferward by the lawyers’ committee, al-
though it seems likely that two or three men from
this list will be chosen by each party, and possibly
each party's choice may be indorsed by the oppo-
site party.

Herbert Parsons, president of the Republican
County Committee, did not care to express any
opinion of the list of candidates. Charles F. Mur-
phy had read the list with Interest, but he, toe,
would say nothing indicating the probable course
of Tammany Hall regarding indorsement. In faet,
as conditions stand, with factional fights in each
party, no one can speak with weight as to the
action likely to be taken by either, since no one
can predict with certainty which wing of either
party will be in control after the September pri-
maries,

From the nature of the ticket, however, the poli-
ticians who gave their individual opinions were not

sanguine as to any taking up of the nominees by
either party, The temor of the talk wasgthat the
nominees, while undoubtedly well kngwn to the
lawyers on the nominating committee, ;all of whom
probably had had more or less business or seeial
relations with them, were not at all well known,
with one or two exceptions, to the ordinary voter,
and scarcely better known to the political worker,
In the present political conditions, when a vigorous |
campaign will be conducted by the®Hearst peoplo!
to elect a judiciary ticket, using the argumems!
that the courts were too prone to fall under the |
sway of the lawyers and their corporation connec- |
tions, it would be poor political policy for a regu- '
lar party to take up a ticket frankly put into the |
field by a group of lawyers, for the most part, the |
legal representatives of large cerperations. l

Considerable objection to the lawyers’ ticket has |
been heard from Republicans, on the score that o |
little recognition has been given to Republican |
claims. Of the thirteen candidates named nine
are Democrats. The claim of Senator Elsberg loi
a place on the ticket was urged vigorously during |
the consideration of names, and some division |
existed in the nominating committee over it. The |
right of M. Linn Bruce, Lieutenant Governor, to a!
nomination was urged just as strongly. Otto Ro- |
salsky, his friends believed, was entitled to a
nomination for the place in General Sessions which
he holds now by appointment of the Governor.

The possibility of a union of Demoecrats and Re-
publicans on a ticket in opposition to the lawyers’
ticket was discussed freely yesterday, although no |
one wéuld speak with authority about it. In such |
a contingency it was generally conceded that :
Lieutenant Governor Bruce and Senator Elsberg |
would be put forward by the Republicans, and Jus- |
tice Clinch, who has been named by the lawyers,
also. Otto Rosalsky would be picked for General |
Sessions. The choice of the Demoecrats would in-
clude, in all probability, Senator Marks, Theodore |
Connelly. whom the lawvers’ committee selected, |
and Justice Giegerich, whose term expires.

The Citizens Union is expected to accept the law-
yers' ticket unless the two parties unite on a bipar-
tisan list of candidates of acknowledged excellence. |
There is in the Unlon, however, a I!earm element,
which may not care to swallow the work of the
lawyers. When the lawyers’ committee had its
ticket under consideration individual members of
the Citizens Union expressed some dissatisfaction
with ine {)rnspe_cls. nd these same men hold some-
what similar views now, although thev are not in
sufficient number ordinarily to affeet the action of
the organization to which they belong.

TAX COMMISSION MEETS.

Invites Suggestions from Those
Interested in Reform.

The commission to revise the tax laws of the
state is holding an important sesgion at the Ori-
ental Hotel, Manhattan Beach, which began yester-
day afternoon and is to continue for several days.
The purpose of the Governor in appointing the com-
mission was to secure a revision of the tax laws on
a more equitable basis, and to that end the Legis-

Palmer, of Cobleskill.

The commission has elected Warner Miller as

a report to the Legslature before January 15, 1907,

A number of suggestions have already bcen made
te Chairman Miller and other members of the com-
mission, and several have been received regarding
the tax now levied on stock transfers in Wall Street
and corporation taxes of various kinds. Senator
Miller said that the committee would be glad to
hear from all who are interested in the question of
tax reform.

HOPED TO PREVENT ACTION.

The resolution calling for the adoption of a re.
port from the investigating committes had been
made a special order immediately after communi-
cations, but when the time came and Alderman
Grifenhagen moved the adoption of his recommen-
dations, “Little Tim" Sullivan fought hard for de-
lay urtil Tammany men could come in.

When Sullivan had obtained some delay, Alder-
man Dowling meoved that his report be adopted
instead of Grifenhagen's, and as a substitute.mo-
tion Alderman Downing suggested the adoption of
his document. He said that undoubtedly there had
been much extravagance in the Street Cleaning
Department, but that there had not been enough
to warrant the stigma which would result from the
adoption of the Ivins report.

“Commissioner Woodbury may have made mis-
takes,” said he, “but we're all likely to make mis-
takes. Nothing in the testimony, in spite of Ivins's
efforts, shows that the Commissioner was corrupt
or dishonest.” Alderman Morris joired in the
praise of Woodbury, but on the vote the Downing
report was rejected by a vote of 33 to 7.

Alderman Downing then took up the defence of
his report. He said that Commissioner Woodbury
had not been found guilty of eorruption, and en the
witness stand had showed his acquaintance with
the affairs of the department, even knowing the
location of the department’'s stables. The reference
in the Ivins report to “Doc” Wallace, the superin-
tendent of stahles, as a “commen-:gambler and
confessed drunkard™ roused his ire. He considered
this extremely harsh of Mr. Ivins. Many men—
even many aldermen whom he knew, he said. liked

be stigmatized thus! Alderman Mulligan, who
signed the report with him, deeclared that the evi-
dence heard by the committee did not justify the
Ivins report, which was “contemptible and mean,”

ATTACKE ON MR. WOODBURY.

Alderman Brown, however. declared that the de-
partment’'s bookkeeping could nat well be worse.
Commissioner Woodbury had failed to make his re-
ports, as the law demanded, and had been lax in
every way. His administration had been enormously
expensive. Alderman Reginald Doull defended Mr.
Woodbury, saving the committee had made many
insinuatfons, but had not found any evidence to
warrant his remeval.

“They tried to find criminality, but failed,” he
said. Nevertheless, the Dowling report was veted
down, 35 to 32.

“It is evident that somebodyv got i1, said he,
“but just who does net appear, so it is the duty of
the Mayor to separate Commissioner Weodbury
from his job."

Alderman Peters said that Mr. Woodbury deserved
no sympathy. as he had squandered $2.000.000 or
§3,000,000 of the city’s money, while Borough Presi-
dent Coler said that Woodbury was ‘“‘the most ex-
pensive animal the city ever had.”

“Woodbury should be removed, if for no ather
reason than his brutality,” said Mr. Coler. “He
curses every one in the departmen.” Chairman
Goodman votad for the adeption of the Ivins report.

Congressman Huff Writes to P. R.
R. Special Commission.

Philadelphia, July 0. —The speeial commission ef
the beard of directors of the Pennsylvania Rallroad
Company, which is Investigating the alleged
irregularities in connection with the distribution of
cars in the bituminous coal region of Central Penn-
sylvania, to-night gave out a letter of explanation
recetved from Congrecssman George F. Huff, of
Greensburg, Penn. His name was linked with those
of several Pennsylvania Railroad officials and em-
ployes before the recent hearing of the Interstate
Co ree C issi It was testified before the

commission that Congressman Huff, who is inter-
ested in numerous coal companies, had given stock
to certain Pennsylvania Railroad officials and em-
ployes. No satisfactory explamation of the trams-
action having been presented at the hearing, the
speclal commission of the company invited Mr.
Huff to give his version of the matter.

Congressman Huff, - in his letter, says he began
developing coal lands in Pennsylvania at the sug-
gestion of President Thomas A. Scott of the Penn-
sylvania in 1870, to increase the tonnage of the
railroad. In forming coal eompanies the railroad
officials and employes were invited to become mem-
bers of the syndicate, so as to assure the suceess
of the enterprises. Mr. Huff then goes on to show
how the companies were formed and how the rail-
road people and others iIn the syndicate made
notes and made themselves personally Hable for
their shares in the new companies. Continuing, he
says:

I wish it distinctly understood that in the forma-
tion of these coal companies no stock was given
away. The railroad officers in the syndicate got
their stock as I got mine, and as every one else
who was in the syndicate got his. W. A Patten,
assistant to President Cassatt, whose name has
been mentioned in the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission investigation. frequently gave his
noté for a share of money necessary to be ral
and In each such instance his note was dlleoum
and the money thus raised on it. He recelved mno
gift of stock whatever.
