French Bankers Unable to Confirm Report
of New Transaction.

Paris, July 10.—Since the successful floating
of the Pennsylvanla Railroad loan in Faris
several inquiries have been opencd relative to
placing further American loans in the French
market, but the bankers say the moment is in-
opportuns for another extensive transaction, and
they do not confirm the reports that a second
large railway loan is under way. A director
of the Bank of Paris and the Netherlands, which
handled the Penssylvania Railroad loan, said
to-day that he was certain no negotiations were
proceeding, as his bank would certainly be con-
sulted. He added:

There is plenty of French money awaitin in-
vestment at low rates, but it fippears i‘nex-
pedient to make a second large offer imme-
diately following the first. Our part was ac-
complished when the entire loan was placed
with the banks, but it remains to be seen how
investors and the general public take the loan
from the different banks,

Lazard Fréres say they have not heard of any
further loan and other leading bankers view the
report as an effort to sound the market's atti-
tude toward further loans. One of the minor
Southern railroads recently approached the
Crédit Lyonnals, and was informed that the in-
vestment would be considered if presented
through one of the large New York houses. The
rallroad declined this method on the ground of
the commissions involved. Similar overtures
were made to M. Julhiet, the former New York
manager of the Crédit Lvonnais, now with the
Banque de I'Union Parisienne, who sailed for
New York June 16 on the French Line steamer
La Provence. These steps have not had any
definite result.

No light was thrown yesterday on the identity
of the American raflway company which is re-
ported to be endeavoring to place a large loan
in Paris. A director of the Chicago. Miiwaukee
& St. Paul was quoted as saying: “The St. Paul
has not arranged to borrow any money in Paris,
and the directors have no intention of borrowing
any money abroad.” It was denied again, also,
that the New York Central was trying to
negobtiate a loan in Paris.

MIXED WOOLS MUST PAY DOUBLE.

General Appraisers’ Decision in Boston Case
Upheld by United States Court.

Boston, July 10.—The decision of the Board of
General Appraisers in the case of Stone &
Downer, wool importers,
States, that the mixing of wools to obtain a
lower rate of duty subjects the wool to a double
duty, is upheld in a decision handed down to-
day by Judge Colt, of the United States Circuit
Court. This was a test case, designed to deter-
mine the rights of wool importers, and is con-
sidered of general importance to the wool trade.

Although upholding the decision of the gen-
eral board as to the principle of aSsessing double
duty on the wool, the court differs both from
the board and the Collector of the Port of
Boston as to the amount to be levied in this
case. The rate fixed by the local examiner, who,
viewing the wool as having been mixed for the
purpose of evading duty, doubled the tax on the
better quality and assessed the poorer at ad
valorem rate, is sustained by the court.

The merchandise in guestion consisted of one
bale of Iceland wool, received at Boston from
BEngland in 1903, containing forty pounds of
white Iceland wool and forty pounds of gray or
black Jceland wool mixed together. The local
examiner, acting under the provisions of the
tariff of 1897, levied a duty of four cents a
pound upon thé black wool and seven cents a
pound on the white. - Inasmuch as the condition
of the white wool had been changed for the
purpose of evading the duty, he doubled the
duty upon that, making it 14 cents. Subse-
quently the Collector of the Port valued the lot
at four cents a pound, and assessed a double
duty of eight cents a pound on the white wool.
This led to an appeal to the General Board of
Appraisers, which body found that the entire
contents of the hale was subject to a double
duty of eight cents a pound.

BANKS WISH MORE $5 NOTES.

Leading banks of this city expressed their
concurrence yesterday with the views of the
Secretary of the Treasury as to the desirability
of increasing the amount of national bank notes
of the $5 denomination. One of the largest of
these institutions used to take out $5 notes ex-
clusively until the enactment of the law a few
rears ago limiting to one-third of its total au-
horized circulation the amount of 8§35 notes
which a national bank might issue, and since
that time this bank has .had outstanding about
its full quota of notes of that size. At another
bank, which 1s accustomed to take out large cir-
culation, it was sald that a great proportion of
$5 notes would have been issued only for the fact
that the vault space for storing notes in Wash-~
ington is rather limited.

courts to face the charge of embezzlement. It
wus expected that the man would he promptly re-
turned to the nearest army post at the expense of
the state, and no one seems to have had any idea
that the trial would be otherwisa than an acquittal
of the trooper. Time went on and the army offi-
cers who were waitlng for the soldier failed to
hear of him. They wrote to the civil officers and
recelved no Information. Finally, a letter was sent
from Washington to the Governor of Missouri re-
minding him that the soldier should be returned,
and If the state did not pay the cost of transporta-
tion arrangements would be made to get the man
back by drawing upon one or other of the army

funds for that purpose. Then ecame the informa-
tion that the soldier had been found guilty of em-
bezzlement and was not likely to get out of jail
for a long time. The case has heen ended by the
War Department giving the soldler a discharge
without honor.

THE ARTILLERY CORPS VESSELS.—The artll-
lery corps have several new torpedo planters and
dizpatch boats, for which the quartermaster general
has awarded the contract to firms at Newburg, N.Y.,
and Wilmington, Del. These boats are of great
value in connection with the conast defences, and
there is coming into existence a fleet of vessels con-
trolled by the artillery corps. It is proposed to
use these boats in towing targets at which the
heavy guns are fired in practice, to carry messages
and to plant mines. The later subject is one
which has been somewhat neglected, owing to the
lack of men in sufficient numbers to form a
torpedo planting force at all of the harbors which
must be defended In this way. ‘The artillerists put
much faith in the mine system, the knowledge of
which on the part of the enemy is expected to
deter him from making any reckless raids into a
harbor so protected. It will certainly aid in de-
stroying unfriendly ships when there is need of it.
The artillery officers are making special efforts to
have the practice work so enlarged as to give offi-
cerg and men on harbor defence duty all the ex-
perience possible, as it ig felt that such work is of
the greatest importance.
