Augusta, Ga., July 12—Revelation of the
financial embarrassment of Alexander & Alex-
ander, one of the largest firms of cotton factors
in the state, to-day developed discrepancies of
about $145,000, following the disappearance of
Thomas W. Alexander, head of the firm and
member of one of the most prominent n.mﬂlos
in Georgia.

Mr. Alexander left Augusta on Snmrdny after
borrowing $200 from a friend, saying he was going
to New York. The following night his brother,
Bishop Alexander, the junior member of the firm,
received a telegram from him asking that his of-
fice desk be opened and three letters found there
be delivered. One of the letters was to his partner,
in which a statement was made of the financial
enibarrassment of the firm, and saying if Mr. Alex-
ander was not back in Augusta by Wednesday he
would never be seen again. Another Jetter was ad-
dressed to a local cotton mill president, and a third
to Mr. Alexander's wife.

The manner in which money was secured has
not been made known by the three banks which
are the losers, except that it was in the shape of
loans. The Georgia Railroad Bank sustains a loss
of $115,000, which was marked off its books to-day
charged to the surplus and undivided profit ac-
count.
