WORK WANTED.

Accident Men to Place Health on

Life Basis.
IBy Telegraph to Th« TTihun«.l

Hotel Champlain. N. V., July 12.— The Interna-
tional Aesociation of Accident Underwriters decided
to-day at the third business meeting of its conven-
tion to place heal'h insurance on the same basis
as lifeinsurance. This means that, instead of issu-

inga policy for one year only and cancelling Itat
will, the health insurance companies will issue a
policy terminating only with the death of the In-
sured, or when he fails to pay his premiums, and
that they will place themselves upon the reserve
baals. which will subject them ioiniotliately to the
scrutiny of the insurance authorities of the states
In which they do business. PtaMeths upon which
to establish rates willbe compiled at once.

This is the most radical move made tn health
Insurance since its establishment In this country.
The same plan is followed in England, but the
English experience tables are not applicable here.
This makes necessary the preparation of a new set
of tables for the United States, something never
before attempted.

The convention decided to make this tabulation of
statistics for l!»4-'fl6 after hearing the report of the.
committee on the tat-ulatlon of statistics regarding
health Insurance, which waa read by Dr. R. S.
Keeler.

If IIX CHANGE POLICIES.

Washington Grand Jury Finds True

Bills.
Washington. July 12.— itra?i<l Jury of th*

District of Columbia to-day returned Indictments
against the American Ice Company and the.
Chapin-Sacks Ice Company and their local officers,
on the charge of entering Into a conspiracy to in-
crease the price of Ice. At the request of District
Attorney Baker. Judge Wright immediately Issued
warrants for the arrest of the indicted officers.
In addition to the two companies named Indict-

ments were, returned against Samuel A. Kimberly,
local manager and agent, and George F. Hoover,
superintendent of routes of the American Ice <\.m-
panv. and Arthur A. Chapin, president, and Sam-
uel C. Redman, secretary and treasurer of the
Chaptn-Sacks company. The indicted men gave
bonds of $2,500 each.

"

The proceeding is under the Sherman anti-trust
law. and the indictments charge "a combination
and conspiracy in restraint of trade and com-
merce." The American Ice Company and the
Chapln-Sacks company transact about 75 per cent
of the ice business in the District of Columbia, and
while these two companies were formerly competi-
tors it is charged that on April20 last they entered
into a combination agreeing not to sell to dealers
who should sell Ice at wholesale for less than 25
rents a hundred pounds or at retail for loss than
40 cents a hundred. This combination is alleged to
have had the effect of destroying competition not
only between the two principal companies, but also
among the smaller dealers.

ICEMEN INDICTED.

Charles M. Schwab returned to this city yes-
terday from Washington, where he had repre-
sented the Bethlehem Steel Company in advo-
cating a plan for a division of the contract
to supply armor plate for the new battleships
South Carolina and Michigan. He said he had
joined in the request that the Bethlehem and
the Carnegie Steel companies be allowed to fur-
nish some of the required armor plate at the
price made by the bid of the Midvale Steel Com-
pany, of Philadelphia.

"We do not dispute the ability of the Midvale
company to furnish the armor plate." Mr.
Schwab said to a Tribune reporter, "and we
donot find fault with the fact that the Midvale
company underbid us. We think, however, thatwe should have part of the contract at the Mid-
vale's figures, in order that we shall not be
obliged to shut down our works. We make the
request for part of the contract at lower terms
than wo bid rather than have our works shut
down and be compelled to throw many men out
of employment. That Is all there Is to say
about it."

Replying to an Inquiry. Mr. Schwab said that
the Bethlehem Carnegie companies had
spent millions In extending their plants for mak-
ing armor to meet the requirements of the
government. This was done, he said, at the
request of the government. The result has been
that the companies can now produce arirmr plate
faster than the government needs it,and there
is less profit In Its manufacture than in the
other branches of the steel industry.

Why the Carnegie and Bethlehem
Companies Want Part of Contract

Washington. July 12.-Pr«sident Dinkeyof the
Carnegie Steel Company was in conference with
Secretary Bonaparte at the Navy Department
to-day concerning the bids on the armor plate
for the battleships South Carolina and Michigan,
and la said to have reiterated the plea of officers
of the Bethlehem Steel Company for part of the
contract which would be awarded to the Mid-
vale company, of Philadelphia, if the making of
all the steel were Intrusted to the lowest bidder.

There were only three bidders for the armor
contract, the Midvale. Carnegie and Bethlehem
companies. The Midvale1s proposal was to make
the steel for $345 a ton. while the Bethlehem
company asked $381 and the Carnegie company
»3«0. The last two companies have formerly
offered identical bids. The Midvale company is
independent. The two companies which were
outbid in the competition are now said to be
willingto make reductions in prices, and claim
part of the contract on the ground that they
developed their plants tomake armor on promise
that the navy would support them.

Secretary Bonaparte said to-day that the
award of the armor contract would be made to-
morrow probably, but refused to make any
statement as to whether he purposed dividing
the contract among the plants equipped for the
work.

For some reason not at present known, the
representatives of these armor making concerns
did not care to have public attention focused
upon their movements, and even went to the
length in one case of denying Identity to news-
paper men. Secretary Bonaparte, however, saw
no occasion to make mystery of this public com-
petition, and talked frankly about the represen-
tations made to him. the nature of which has
already been Indicated.
Itnow appears that in addition to the Beth-

lehem people, who were at the department yes-
terday before the Secretary could see them, and
the Carnegie representatives, who were heard to-
day, the Midvale company, which submitted the
lowest bid for the armor, was also represented
before Secretary Bonaparte by Mr. Harrah. its
president, who had a long talk with the Secre-
tary. He was prepared to combat strenuously
the suggestion thrown out by the representa-
tives of the other companies that his concern
lacked sufficient plant to undertake successfully
the entire contract for armor for the South Car-
olina and the Michigan, and it is understood
that he is prepared to give any required bond
to satisfy the government on that point.

STRIKERS TAKE GOVERNMENT CAM?

Threaten Lives of 500 Men—MayFight with
Sheriff's Deputies.

Denver. July 12.
—

A dispatch from Cody.
Wyoming, says that one hundred strikers have
taken possession of the government camp at
Corbett Tunnel, on the Shoshone reservation
works, eight miles from Cody, and have created
a reign of terror. They threaten the lives of five
hundred other men if they return to work.

Sheriff Hammett. of Cody, with fifty mounted
deputies, heavily armed, started for the camp
this afternoon. A flglit is likely to follow, as the
strikers are armed ajid are Incensed at the
officers because the officers drove the strikers
out of Cody on July 4.

The couple were married six years ago in
Galveston. They saved a small sum and planned

to go into business at Havana, sailing for that
port in a small schooner over a month ago. On

the fourth day out of Galveston a squall came
up and sent the schooner to the bottom. Alexla-
dis. who is a powerful man, took his wife in his
arms and leaped from the s.-hooner before she
sank. It was rlusk when he started with his
wife on a two-mile swim to a small island on
the west coast of Cuba The couple reached land
in safety, but were marooned for two days until
a passing steamer s<>nt out a boat and brought
them to Havana. The British Consul at Hav-
ana helped Alexiadls to eot passage to New
York on the steamer Rlpley. The Greek failed
to take out naturalization papers when In Gal-
veston. aria" as he. is afflicted with trachoma he
will be deported to Havana.

Husband Who Swam Two Miles with Wife

Bmanuel Alexiadis. a Greek, and his young
Spanish wife.

Contracts Go to Cramps and New
York Shipbuilding Company.

Washington, July 12.
—

Secretary Bonaparte
to-day awarded the contracts for the two 16.000
ton battleships South Carolina and Michigan.

one to the Cramps, of Philadelphia, and the

other to the New York Shipbuilding Company,

of Camden. N. J- The Cramps' bid was $3,540.-

000 and that of the New York Shipbuilding Com-
pany 53.585.000. The Secretary of the Xavy

was obliged to distribute the contracts tn this
way because Congress had provided that not
more than one ship should be built by any one
concern. The boats are to be of the recipro-
cating: type so far as engines are concerned, the
Secretary having approved the finding of the
board on construction to the effect that itwould
be well for the department to await the comple-
tion of the turbine scout ships now under con-
struction before embarking on another experi-
ment of that kind.

The various bids submitted for these two
ships have had careful consideration, first by the
board construction, then by the Secretary
of th*» Nnvy. who has advised with the President
In reference to the matter, and It is believed
that the Naval General Board has also been
consulted. Secretary Bonaparte, in order to se-
cure the fullest light on this question. Invited
the various bidders to criticise one another's
plans, and as a result he received letters yes-
terday from four of the bidders, but nothing
contained in them seems to have affected his
inclination In favor of the acceptance of the
recommendation of the board on construction.

It has not yet been determined which battle-
ship the Cramps willbuild and which one will
go to the New York Shipbuilding Company. It
is believed, however, that the Michigan will be
built by the Cramps and the South Carolina at
Camden.
