He
died in the Harlem Hospital that night.

Men Boring for Water Make Un-
expected Discovery.

Albany, July 21.—For hours a stream of natural
gas has been spouting from a well on the farm
of James Hiiton, near Voorheesville, in this
county, about twelve miles southwest of here.
The gas was discovered while the well was be-
ing bored yesterday afternoon. It burst out
with a terrific explosion, throwing stones and
sand two hundred feet in the air.

This morning the pressure was somewhat re-
duced, but the gas still continues to rush from
the well. The boring of the well had advanced
about one hundred and fifty feet when the gas
came. The men were looking for water. State

Geologist Clarke was informed of the finding
and displayed great interest in it.. He will send
an expert to Vooheesville to investigate. Slight
traces of gas have been discovered in that neigh-
borhood before, but it has never been utilized.

FOR QUICKER DELIVERIES

Movement Against Freight Delays

Growing Powerful.

[By Telegraph to The Tribune.)

Richmond, Va., July 21.—The movement to force
the railroads to make quicker deliveries of freight
is spreading quickly over the entire country. The
agitation originated in this city with-a pamphlet
by T. Peyton Giles and John Donnan, both well
known business men. They have already received

| the unqualified indorsement of many large firms

and corporations in twenty-five states of the
Union, and will co-operate with them in bringing
the matter to the attention of the Congress of the
United States.

It is alleged in their circular that the transporta-
tion of freight by the railroads is slower than either

canal or stage coach. The conditions have become
worse instead of better within the last three years.
The actual movement contrasts strongly with the
rates shown by the schedules and time tables of
the raflroads. It is pointed out that raflroads al-
s make the same excuse—lack of cars with
ch to move freight, but that they make no
eﬂort to better the conditions.
Various commerclal bodies have adopted resolu-
tions calling on Congress to pass a law making a
time limit for all interstate shipments.

YELLOW FEVER IN CEIBA.

Warning from Spanish Honduras
Sent to Louisiana.

New Orleans, July 21.—The existence of yellow
fever in Celba, Spanish Honduras, was an-
nounced to-day to the Louisiana State Board
of Health, by Surgeon General Wyman, of the
United States Marine Hospital Service. The
state board immediately warned all steamship
companies doing a fruit business between .that

port and New Orleans to observe the strictest
precautions.

All passenger traffic between here and Ceiba
was stopped thirty days ago by quarantine
order of the state board.

THE SAN JUAN-CAGUAS LINE.

Tobacco Company Withdraws, and American
Railway Company Gets Franchise.

San Juan, P. R., July 21.—The Porto Rican-
American Tobacco Company has withdrawn its
application for a franchise to construct a rail-
road from San Juan to Caguas.

The American Railroad Company, of Porto

Rico, has received a franchise to build this line,
and will order 2,800 tons of rails in the United
States. The rolling stock will be exclusively of
American manufacture.

NATIONAL ARMY TEAM SELECTED.

Will Meet Service and State Teams at Sea
Girt in September.

Niagara Falls, N. Y., July 21.—As a result
of two months’ work on the ranges at Fort
Niagara, the make-up of the national army team
has been decided upon by Major Z. W. Torrey,
who was detailed for the work.
