Of the many curses imposed upon it by those who
had suffered at its hands, that particular predic-
tion that a day would come when there would not
be found in =il the glen three cocks answering
one another, crowing at dawn from houses owned
by the MacDonells, has been realized. Incredible
as the prophecy seemed when it was uttered four

centuries ago, when the sway of thé chieftains-of-

the MacDonells extended over nearly half of Scot-
land, it is true to-day. The last of the great chiefs,
Alastair MacDonell, the friend and generous Mac-
caenas of Sir Walter Scott, to whom he presented
Maida, dled overwhelmed with debts, having
sted the n nts of his fortune by striving to
revive the glories of olden days, and to-day his
ancestral home, the ancient castle of the Mac-
Donells, beside Loch Oich, stands roofiees on its
rock, it§ crumbling walls held together by the ivy
with which it is overgrown, with nothing save his-
tory to recall the fact that it was there that the
great chiefiains of the Highlands assembled to
sign with blood a bond that they would stand to-
gether until they had overthrown the House of
Hanover and restored the Stuart Pretender.

In 1838 the whole of the Glen Quoich was bought
tv the Right Hon. Edward Ellice, popularly kiown
as “Bear” Ellice, through his having made a vast
fortune by his ventures in connection with the Hud-
son Bay Company, of which he was one of the
principal directors. He spent large sums of money
in improving the property, and, 2s one of the plllars
of the Liberal party and as Cabinet Minister, en-
tertained all the most famous statesmen of his day
gt Glen Quoich Lodge, one of the most interesting
features of which is the visitors’ book, on the
pages of which each guest has written his name,
usually with verse and epigram or a wish,

LORD COLERIDGE TO BE A JUDGE.

Lord Coleridge's appointment as Commissioner
of Assize for the Midland Circuit constitutes an
augury of his impending elevation to the bench
as one of the $30,000 a year judges of the High
Court of Justice. A Commissioner of Assize is virt-
ually a substitute for one of these pulsne judges,
2nd so many of the present occupants of the bench
have acted as commissioners just before thelr in-
vestiture with the ermine that the appointment
is usually regarded 2s a specles of probation for a
full-fledged judgeship.

Lord Coleridge’'s n tion to a pul judge-
ship will serve to recall, at any rate to the mem-
bers of the bar, the extraordinary attempt made
by hi= father, the late Lord Coleridge, 'to extort
that distinction for him from the government
some thirteen or fourrteer years ago, when he was
barely forty years old The Liberal admigd tration
then in office was-extremely anxious t0 bestow
the Lord Chief: Justiceship of England upon Sir
Charles Russell (afterward Lord Russell of Kifl-
lower), but could not succeed in inducing Lord
Coleridge, who held the office at the time, to re-
Nnquish it, in nx;!_te of his advanced age. That is
to say, the conditions which he made to the gov-
ernment for its surrender were considered unac-
ceptable. He demanded not merely the trans-
formation of his barony into a full-fledged earidom,
but likewise the appointment of his eldest son to a
puisne judgeship, with its stipend of $30000 a year.

This stipulation in behalf of his firstborn was
prompted, not by any affection for the latter, but
by the jdea of reconciling him to his young step-
mother's inheritance of all of her husband’s fortune.
The old Chief Justice's children knew this, and it
led to their estrangement from their father during
the remaindcr of his life. None of them were
present at his deathbed, and when his will was
opened §t was discovered that he had left every
penny of his unentailed fortune, amounting to over.
$1.000,000, to his young widow. The present Lord
Coleridge, and his brothers and fath®r, were on the
point of instituting proceedings to upset the will,
but finally decided to let it stand, prompted by a
very natural reluctance to expose themselves to all
the disagreeable notoriety of a public family scan-
dal such as had been alred some years previously,
when the Lord Chief Justice’s only daughter, Mil-
dred, was obliged to sue him for non-support. That
trial was of the most extraordinary character,
showed that he was gullty of avarice pushed al-
most to the point of insanity, and that he not only.
kept her in a state of starvltion and beggary, de-
pendent on the charity of her brothers and her

friends, but that he llkewise subjected hlmlolt'_

to fare worthy of a miser.

EDMUND YATES WAS GENEROUS.

It was this trial, presenting the Lord  Chief
Justice to the public in a most unenviable light,

that afforded the late Edmund Yates the opper- |

tunity to heap coals of fire upon the great jurist’s
head. At the time of the suit for libel brought by
Lord Lonsdale against the proprietor of ““The
London World” for a paragraph which had ap-
peared in that paper without Yates's knowledge,
but affecting the reputation of the earl and of
Lady Grace Fane (now Lady Londesborough), the
Lord Chief Justice -had delivered a scathing de-
nunciation of Yates when passing an unusally

severe sentence—it was a year's Imprisonment—.

upon him, condemning him as personally respon-
slble for all that was most discreditable In soclety
Journalism. When the Lord Chief Justice was ac-
cused by his daaghter on charges which he was
forced for wery shame’s sake to settle out of
court hefore the trial was completed Yates had
his chance for revenge. But he held his hand and
generously forbore to avall himself of the oppor-
tunity of getting even with Lord Coleridge. The
latter thersupon wrote to him, thanking him for his
attitude and expressing his regret that he himself
had been far too severe in his comments from the
bench and in his treatment of Yates in connec-
tion with the Lonsdale criminal libel suit. Most
men would have published such a letter as this.
But Yates mot only made no use of it, but even
refrained from showing it, and it was not until
after his death that it was found among his
papers. .
