LAND OF CLOVER.

Splendid Record of Mr. Chamblet’s
Dead Steeplechase Horse.

The untimely death of Land of Clover, one of
the greatest steeplechase horses of the last
decade, which was brought about last week by

the recklessness of a chauffeur, marked the pass-

| ing of a horse well known to all lovers of the

cross-country sport. Land of Clover was a bay
gelding, eight years old, by Flatlands—Lucky
Clover, and belonged to Robert C. Hooper, of
Boston, who under the nem de turf of Mr. Cham-
blet raced a large stable of jumpers and was
one of the pillars of the National Steeplechase
and Hunt Association until he retired from rac-
ing, several years ago.

Land of Clover was a graceful jumper, a good
weight carrier and a game racehorse. Silas
Veitch, who rode for Mr. Chamblet in 1903 and
1804, piloted the son of Flatlands in most of his
best races, and also trained him.

It was in 1903 that Land of Clover made a
name for himself in steeplechase history. Mak-
ing his first start of the year in the International
Handlicap Steeplechase, about two miles, at
Morris Park, on May 16, with Veitch in the sad-
dle and carrying 139 pounds, he ran ninth in a
field of fifteen, Walter Cleary winning. Of that
race the official chart says “Land of Clover is

a poor jumper.”

Land of Clover’s next appearances was in the
Grand National Steeplechase, about two and
one-half miles, at Morris Park. on May 23, when
he finished second to Plohn, after leading most
of the distance. Land of Clover carried 130
pounds in the race and was ridden by W. Helder,
as Veltch had the leg up on Mr. Chamblet's
other entry, Adjidaumo. The third horse at the
finish was J. W. Colt's seven-year-old chestnut
gelding Lavator, by Salvator—Hot Spring, which
was destined to be,Land of Clover's greatest
rival that year for the 'cross-country champion-
ship.

Land of Clover did not start again until the
meeting of the Country Club of Brookline, of
which Mr, Chamblet was always a warm sup-
porter. On June 13 he won the Duke's Cup
Steeplechase, at ahout two and one-half miles,
carrying 136 pounds and ridden by Veitch. The
time was 5:0612. There were nine starters, and
such good jumpers as Higbie, Tip Gallant and
Jim Newman finished behind Land of Clover.

At the same meeting, on June 17, Land of
Clover won the Country Club Grand Annual
Eteeplechase, at about two and one-half miles,
carrying 150 pounds, and beating seven others,
including Pawnbroker, Plato and Jim Newman.
Veitch rode and the time was 5:02 2.5,

In the Beacon Steeplechase, at Sheepshead
Bay, on June 27, at about two and one-half
miles, Land of Clover ran second to Tip Gallant,
Veitch had the mount and Land of Clover car-
ried 161 pounds. “Land of Clover was gaining
fast at the end, and would have won In another
hundred vards,” says the official chart,

On July 4, at Sheepshead Bay, Land of Clover
won the Independence Steeplechase, at about
two and one-healf miles, beating Fox Hunter, Lav-
ator, Judge Phillips, Mystic Shriner and Bob
Alone. The winner carried 156 pounds, and was
perfectly ridden by Veitch. The time was 5:16 2-5.

Land of Clover did not seem to take to the
Baratoga atmosphere, as he started twice at the
Epa.and was beaten on both occasions, while his
r:val Lavator scored brackets over him each
time.

In the Beverwyck Steeplechase Handicap, on
August 15, at about two and one-half miles,
Land of Clover finished fourth to Lavator, Ful-
minate and Valdez. The Flatlands horse cars
ried 168 pounde to 167 for Lavator, and was
ridden by W. Heider, as Veitch piloted Semper
Ira, Mr. Chamblet’s second string. The oflicial
record says of this race: “Land cof Clover ran a
winning race; handled the heavy impost well
and made up a lot of ground, finishing very
strong and was gaining at the end.”

In the Shillelah Steeplechase, at about two and

one-half miles, on August 22, Lavator beat Land |

of Clover a nead in one of the grandest races ever
seen through the fleld. Mara rode the winner,
and it was a duel between him and Veitch for
the whole distance. Lavator, carrying 165
pounds, struck the stretch two lengths ahead,
but Land of Clover overhauled him on the flat
and all but got up in time to win. The latter
carried 161 pounds.

Coming back to Sheepshead Bay, on September
12, Land of Clover won the Westbury Steeple-
chase, over the full course, carrying 163 pounds,
and beating Borough, Judge Phillips, Zinziber,
Tankard, Baron Pevper and Daryl. Veitch rode,
and the time was 5:20 3-5. :

At Gravesend. on September 19, in the Kings
Highway Steeplechase Handicap, at about two
and one-half miles, Land of Clover was asked to
shoulder 166 pounds, and finished third to Judge
Phillips and Step Lightly. Veitch had the
mount. Lavator, carr.z'ing 170 pounds and ridden
by MNara, fell at the third jump.

It was in the Champion Steeplechase, at Mor-
ris Park, on October 3. however, that Land of
Clover made good his claim to the championship
of the year and won for himself a place beside
the great steeplechase horses of history. This
race is for four-year-olds and upward, at about
three and a half miles, and was framed to be-
come in this country what the Grand National
Steeplechase is in England. Tt is also supposed
to settle definitely the question of steeplechase
supremacy.

Land of Clover faced nine of the best jumpers
in training in this race, and, in spite of his heavy
impost of 167 pounds, won handily by five
lengths from The Ragged Cavaller, with Zinzi-
ber, Mr. Chamblet’s other entry, third. Self
Protection, Baron Pepper, Silver Twist, Fulmi-
nate, Borough, Valdez and Lavator were the
other starters. The latter fell with Mara the
second time around. Veitch rode Land of Clover.
The time was 7:14.

This was Land of Clover’'s last start in 1903.
He was raced a little the next vear, hut Mr.
Hooper soon retired from racing altogether, and
since then Land of Clover had not sported silks.

' SPILLS IN ROAD RACE.

Two Cyclists Hurt—Park C. C.
Rider Wins Fifty-Mile Contest.

Valley Stream, Long Island, July 22.—Frank H.
Hany, of the Park Cycle Club, won the fifty-mile
handicap cycle road race of the Century Road
Club, of America, over the Merrick Road course,
Valley Stream to Seaford and return, twice over
the course, held this afternoon.
