ACCIDENT TO YANKEE.

Breeze in Larchmont Regatta.

Those who were fortunate enough to be present
yesterday at the start of the sixty-four yachts that
salled in the second day’s race of the Larchmont
Yacht Club's race week witnessed what was con-
ceded to be the best and most exciting start of
schooner yachts ever seen in these waters. It was
between J. Rogers Maxwell's new schooner, the
Queen, gud F. F. Brewster's Eimina.

The conditions were ideal for quick and accurate
maneuvring. There was a fresh breeze from the
southwest that fllled every sail and gave both
vachts good headway. Hansen handied the Queen
and Dennis was at the Elmina's wheel.

Thirty seconds before the gun for thelr class,
Hansen, having gybed the Queen, brought her up to
the starboard tack with the wind abeam. at the
same moment breaking out his balloon jibtopsail.
and headed for the windward end of the line.
The Elmina’s position at this moment was about a
ship’s length on the Queen's lee quarter. Her
ballooner was being sheeted aft.

At a ten-knot speed these two great racing craft,
under a cloud of canvas, came for the line, and so
accurately had they been timed, that they crossed
it exactly at the same second, the itime of both
being 11:40:49. Away they went to the eastward.
The Elmina’s balloon, main topmast staysail sheet
got adrift and swung far off to leeward as she
heeled to the strong breeze. It took some time to
get the sall under control again. After indulging
in a lufing match for a few minutes they settled
