Remaining In the station for twenty-four hours
seemed easy to them, if there was a real trip to the
country at the end. Even when they were assured
that they would surely get the train to-morrow,
they left the station with disappointment written on
every feature.

These children were to form part of a party that
went to Athens, Penn. Athens is a pleasant little
town not far from the line between Pennsylvania
and New York, and was a popular place with those
that visited it last year. Mrs. Leslie Farnsworth
has had charge of the work at that place, and has
obtained places of entertainment for forty-four
boys and girls.

Another party of over a hundred children left the
Grand Central Station last night for fourteen differ-
ent New York towns. Forty-six went to Mexico,
N. Y., where James L. Hartson has been busy ar-
ranging for their entertainment. Brassie Corners,
N. Y., took twenty-two. The Rey. E. Pratt has
been in charge of the work there. At Marietta,
N. Y., the Rev. W. M. Case had arranged places
for eighteen. The remainder of the party was dis-
tributed at various points on the Rome, Water-
town & Ogdensburg division of the New York Cen-
tral Railroad.

SIDEWALK IN SUBWAY.

Fulton Street, Brooklyn, Blocked—
Pedestrians Nearly Engulfed.

The shopping district of Fulton street, Brooklyn,
was thrown into a panic at 3 o'clock yesterday af-
ternoon by the collapse of almost a block of side-
walk on the north side of Fulton street, between
Duffield and Gold streets.

Limitation of Armements Also Die-

cussed in London.

London, July 24 —William J. Bryan's proposed
rider to the ‘model arbitration treaty was dis-
cussed at a session of the International Council

of the In Union this morning,
and recast as follows:

On the resumption of the sessions of the con-
ference the rider was unanimeusly adopted after
speeches by M. Von Plener, ex-Minister of Com-
merce of Austria, and Mr. Bryan. The latter
said that his amendment was aimed at widen-
ing the scope of arbitration to include questions
of national honor, the chances belng a hundred
to one that the proposed investigation eof facts
would also settle any question of national honor,
If the hand of war could be stayed till the con-
science awakened, wars would become more re-
mote. The amendment, therefore, was a long
step in the direction of peace.

Mr. Bryan's speech was brief, but aroused
much enthusiasm among the delegates.

Baron d'Estournelles de Constant, head of the
French delegation, opened the debate on the
limitation of military and naval forces, declaring
that if the powers were undecided among them-
selves how to act for their common interests
they would be forced to do so, first by bank-
ruptcy and then by revolution. The baron said
that limitation of armaments had no connection
with the chimera of disarmament.

The arguments against disarmament were
based on the augmented expenditure of the
powers. The augmentations in the United States
were due to the unfortunate example of Europe,

but in proportion to the population the Ameri-
can forces and expenditures had not been in-
creased unreasonably, proving the inaptitude of
the Americans to transform themselves into a
nation of soldiers.

Germany, continued Baron d'Estournelles de
Constant, had committed the grave fault of
struggling with the United States for naval pre-
eminence and thus dividing her energies, both
on land and sea, uselessly, for the American
states were united and inaccessible, while the
states ¢f Europe were divided and would always
be menaced by the peossibility of a coalition,
