The trouble with some people is that
they want to regulate such things as the sale of
liquor without facing the actual facts. There are

oons, and there are people who demand beer.
An unwise regulation makes matters worse, while
a sensible regulation offers some hope of better
things for the future.”

On last Sunday Chief of Police John Bimson per-
mitted the o nfng of saloons for the saie of ‘‘soft
stuff”’ .only, but the Chief declared to-day that this
privilege was grossly abused by the saloonkeepers,
and he will see that not one of the saloons is
opened next Sunday.
