ADVISES KEEPING STOCK.

Wells Fargo Opposition Off ers Com-

promise to Company.

While application by stockholders’ interests of
Wells, Fargo & Co. to the Supreme Court, Kings
County, to examine the books of the company has
been denied upon the technical oojections raised by
the management, the minority interests announce
that further action will be taken without delay,
though this is modified by tne statement made yes-
terday in a circular issued by Walter C. Stokes &
Co. to the bffect that if Mr. Harriman and his asso-"
ciates would place the stock on a 16 per cent basis
and pledge :ull annual reports all opposition would
be withdrawn. The circular by the minority inter-
€sts says, among other things:

It is but rldght that you should know that Mr.
Harriman and his associates are still buying stock
and paying as high as 310, in the hope in that way
of sécuring enough to control the election, in which
event the stockholders need expect no relief in the
way of dividends. It seems to us utterly inde-
fensible that a corporation which is admittedly
earning 40 per cent on its stock, and which we now
understand earned 49 per cent last year, should
pay w0 part of those earnings in dividends, and
that the dividends d should amount to less than
the returns on its investments outside of its busi-
ness. The fact that these gentlemen are now pay-
ing about $80 more per share for the stock than
the amount at which it had been selling when we
began this agitation furnishes substantial proof of
its wisdom and necessity. We advise you uronﬁly
not to part with the stock. We bellieve that an in-
vestigation of the books will disclose many millions
of property above the amount shown by the balance
sheet that was recently sent you. The frantic at-
tempt to defeat an independent examination of the
books strengthens our conviction of its urgent need
in_wvour interests.

We understand that Mr. Harriman and his asso-
clates have a number of agents travelling through
the country interviewing stockholders, for whose
roxies are not pro-
curable. The charge is being freely made that our
Ar. Stokes intends to usé the proxies to elect him-
self president of the company, and othér statements
equally unfounded are scattered broadcast. We
beg to repeat our previous assurances that under
no circumstances will Mr. Stokes accept any offi-
cial position, and that the intention is to re-elect
Mr. -ans and Mr. Parsons, the present incum-
bents, and to secure falr dividends and publicity as
to the assets and earnings.

SAY HE SHOT SHERIFF.

Man Captured by Farmer May Be
Escaped Convict. Y

Riverhead, Long Island, July 28.—A man who is
said to have shot Deputy Sheriff George A. Still-
well on Thursday at Wading River has been
caught and is now in the county jall here. The
arrest was made at Baiting Hollow, five miles

| north of Riverhead.

It was known that the man who was belng
gearched for had only one shoe, as the other shoe
was found in the wagon from which he escaped
while being taken to jail on Thursday evening.

A farmer living between Baiting Hollow and
Wading River saw a man coming along the road
this afternoon wearing only one shoe. The farmer
informed Justice of the Peace Payne, of Wading
River, and J. K. Major and Adelbert Hawkins, of
the same place, and they armed themselves and
started off in pursuit of the stranger. On the way
they stopped at the farmhouse of Eugene B.
\\‘a'mer. of Baiting Hollow, and told him to keep a
sharp lookout for the man. 3

Not long after they had gone Warner saw a man
with one shoe approaching his house. Warner got
down his gun and took a position behind a fence.
As the man came up Warner covered him with the
gun and called on him to surrender. The man
reached back as if to draw a revolver, and Warner
let fly the contents of one barrel. The shot startled
the man, and before he could recover himself and
get out his revolver Warner was over the fence
and upon him.

CANADA CAN DEPORT AMERICANS,

English Privy Council Sustains Dominion
Ruling Against Railroad Men.

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WATER BOARD TIED UP

Demand of Mayor Coy'vcibf Yonkers
for Investigation Blocked.

Mayor Coyne of Yonkers, aroused by the ob-
structive tactics of two water commissioners
in regard to an investigation of -the trenching
scandal in that city, said yesterday, that if nec-
essary he would remove, the commissioners re-
sponsible, on the ground of dereliction.in the
performance of their duty. President Davitt of
the Board of Water Commissioners said that
the evidence so far presented inclined him to the
bellef that either graft or gross incompetency
existed in the department.

Yonkers residents are thoroughly aroused by
the conditions in the Water Department, which
were described in last Sunday’'s Tribune, and
the better element of the community is solidly
behind Mayor Coyne in his' determination to
have things cleaned up, no matter who may be
hit by the investigation. Owing to attempts to
throttle investigation into the violation of "Water
Board contracts, the week has passed without
any official action looking to a. complete deter-
mination of the facts concerning the failure to
dig trenches for water mains at a proper depth
below the street surface.

Early in the week Mayor Coyne and Commis-
sioner Cooper of the Street Cleaning Depart-
ment continued their private investigation, dis-
covering conditions to be even worse than was
at first supposed. As a result of this the Mayor
sent the following letter to the water commis-
sioners:

I have made examinations in several of the
streets of the city to determine at what depth
water mains are laid. . . . Careful measure-
ments were taken from the top of the pipe to
the surface of the street. In no instance did we
find the work done or pipes laid according to the
specifications of your board and the contract for
doing said work.

Here the Mayor.enumerates the streets in
which examinations were made and gives de-
tails of the depth at which the pipes were laid.
These depths vary from 1 foot 7 inches to 2 feet
11 inches. His letter continues:

Your specifications call for four feet six inches
of covering on all pipes, and the city has paid
contractors for excavating material and rock to
the depth as called for on this basis.

I am informed that in many of the streets of
the city the same conditions prevail, and I ask
your honorable board to place the responsibility
on the proper person or persons who have failed
in the performance of their duty, and also that
you take immediate action to investigate thor-
oughly and report to the Common Council all
streets and places in the city where mains are
laid at a less depth than that called for by your
specifications and the contracts, to the end that
the city’s interests may be protected and proper
proceedings taken.

This communication was taken up by the com-
missioners on Thursday evening. Only four
commissioners were present, President Devitt,
and Commissioners Barr, Miller and Geberaux.
Commissioner Doty was out of the city. Com-
missioner Miller, who at the first hint of the
scandal was insistent in his demands for a thor-
ough investigation, surprised every one by de-
manding that the proceedings should be taken in
executive session. He was supported by Com-
missioner Barr, but the opposition of the other
commissioners prevented it.

Documents prepared by the clerk of the Water
Board showing the streets in which mains were
placed since 1899 were laid before the board,
with a statement of the total money expended
by the board in payment for piping and trénch-
ing during the last nine years. This sum is in
excess of $106,000, and, according to the Mayor's

letter, it was paid for work of which not more
than half was done.

The board examined Edward L. Peene, super-
intendent of the water works, and William Bald-
win, the engineer of the board.

Peene’s testimony was contradictory on two
or three points. Once he said: “I think the
specifications require that all pipes should be
laid at a depth of at least four feet”; and later
he said, “My orders to my men are always to
have three feet six inches to three feet eight
inches of earth over all pipes laid.” Peene said
that in some cases the grade of streets had
been changed since the pipes were laid. This
testimony, however, was in large part contra-
dicted by the testimony of Edward Matthews,
foreman under Peene.

After the examination of these witnesses Com-
missioner Geberaux said that enough had been
proved to make a thorough examination by an
unbiassed expert imperative, and made a motion
providing for such examination. Commissioners
Miller and Barr, however, opposed this course.
Commissioners Geberaux and Devitt sald that
the city had been mulcted, apparently, out of
$50,000 or more, and that some means of recov-
ery should be sought. When Mr. Geberaux's
motion was put to vote the board was evidenily
deadlocked. Commissioner Devitt asked what
the board desired to reply to the Mayor, and
Commissioner Barr said, “Oh, tell him we're
thinking it over. It's too hot to work these
evenings.”

The deadlock will be broken one way or the
other on the return of Commissioner Doty. Many
think he will side with those who demand an
investigation.

PSYCHIC LONGEVITY.

Apparently the Society for Psychical Research
confines itself to the phenomena of spiritualism,
and without valuable results, while there are many
other psychical problems awaiting solution which
are not so difficult but of greater present and prac-

tical utility, One of these is the problem of in-
somnia. most any victim of this complaint
knows that it is psychical. That is, he has ob-
served that it is in almost every case caused by
one current of thought and relieved by another,
but what the laws and principles are on which it
works are a profound mystery. The mystery is
profound, but not hopeless, and might have been
explained long ago if the Society for Psychical Re-
search had worked as hard on it as it has on Mrs.
Piper’'s seances.
similar but far more important oversight is the
ssychiul lengthenlns and shortening of time. At
rst sight one would say nothing could be more
hopeless than an attempt to make an hour any-
thing but sixty minutes, and yet there is no mental
phenomenon more common or better recognized
than the slow or rapid flight of time. There are
times when hours pass like minutes, and other
times when we say that a few minutes seem like
an eternity. The popular theory about it is that
time passes rapidly when it is passed pleasantly
and slowly when it is passed painfully. This is
certainly true to a great extent, and if it were the
whole truth the inquiry into the psychical shorten-
ing and lengthening of time would be of no value,
because we cannot at will make our circumstances
agreeable, and there would be nothing gained by
making them disagreeable. The real inquiry is
whether nothing but leasl’:re shortens time and
ng but pain lengthens it.
"91'-2' .ﬁu lnt{’ulry it is difficult to give a positive
answer, but there are some phenomena which
militate against the popular belief. For instance.
it cannot be denled that time never passes so slowly
as it does with some people who have plenty of
money and no known trouble. Some such people
kill themselves in order to kill time. On the other
hand, when a man is under sentence of death and
i{s in constant anguish of mind time passes with
great rapldity.—(Chicago Chronicle.

ICE TRUST ISSUES STATEMENT.

Gives Statistical Figures Showing the Large
Shortage in Natural Crop.

The Ice Trust has issued an official statement
asserting a considerable shortage in the supply. It
follows, in part:

A total deficiency in the natural ice crop of
2,444.862 tons, nearly one-half of the normal crop,
faces the ice dealers who supply New York City
and has driven them to raise_ the price on this
commodity. These figures refresent the actual
shortage in what is known to the trade as the
Hudson, Mohawk River and adjacent lakes and
ponds supply. It is upon the crop gathered in this
territory that New York City depends entirely for
its natural supply. The actual deficlency will best
be appreciat when compared with the total ca-
pacity of the 171 icehouses in the district in which
the crop is harvested. They provide for harvesting
during the winter season a total of 4,117,060 tons of
natural ice. The total amount of ice stored in
these houses at the close of the last harvest
amounted to only 1,672,188 tons—a trifie more than
one-third the capacity of the houses.

Popular opinion has placed the blame for the
raising of the price of ice upon the American Ice
Company. The actual statistics, supplied by “The
Cold Storage Ice Trade Journal,” show that, while
the American Ice Company is the largest individual
harvester and purveyvor of ice In the New York
district, it by no means controls the output. The
total capacity of the icechouses owned by the
American Ice Company in the New York district
is only 1,821,700 tons. In addition, the company has
under contract icehouses.of a total.capacity of
362,600 tons, which brings the possible stored sepply
at the disposal of the company in a full year to'
2,184,300 tons, leaving to the independent dealers a
total capacity of 1,932,750 tons.
