A few minutes later
the car of A. H. Grant, of Tarrytown, N. ¥,
ran into a ditch and was drawn out dis-
abled. It was thought that many of the cars
would suffer while climbing Cherry Mountain,
in Jefferson, a short distance away from the
finish, but fourteen accomplished the feat with-
out penalty, the Kirk car having its accident
some distance further on.
