Bretton Woods, N. H., July 31.—The automobile
meeting in the White Mountains closed to-day with
the Bay State Automobile Club's annual hill
climbing contest, in which thirty cars competed
in elght events.

It is probable that next
vear the club will return to the road up Mount
Washington for its test of uphill work for cars.
Nearly all the motorists who participated in the
events to-day seemed to regard the road as
more hazardous than that up Mount Washington.

The committee waited a day for a dry road and
clear weather, and the wait was. fully, justified,
for the conditions to-day were all that could be
deelred. The best time was made by Guy Vaughn's
30-horsepower gasolene car, which c¢uvered the
distance in 2 minutes and 48 eeconds.

After the conclusion of event No. 8, the car
driven by Arthur Morrison, who won the event,

M'GINNITY AND PEITZ PUNISHED.

I find Peitz gullty of violation of Section 58 of
the rules relative to coaching, and as this violation

recipitated the fight. T suspend Peitz for five play-

Rg days and fine him the sum of 0.

In this connection T want to give notice to players
in the National League that these penalties must
not be taken as establishing a precedent by this
office. 1 consider them light, and the only reason [
fimpose such sligift penaltlies is as recognition of
the good order that has been maintained by nine-
tenths of the National League players this season.

Inasmuch as this entire disgraceful affair could
have been avoided had O'Day, the umpire, at the
first breach of Section 58, sent Peitz from the coach-
ing lines, I impose a penalty of $50 on that officlal.

O'Day had an interview with Presldent Pulllam
after the ruling, and objected to his fine of $30 for
not preventing the fight. O'Day declared that he
would resign before paying the tine, and as he
falled to report at the Polo Grounds in the after-
noon, where he was umpire, the indications are
that he intends to live up to his resolution.

The second course, designated by the letter
“B” of the code, is a triangle of thirty-seven and
one-half miles, with the Vineyard Sound Lightship
and Hen and Chickens Lightship as the rounding
marks. Letter 'S designates the third course, of
thirty-five and one-half miles. The first leg is to
the cast buoy, off Blagk Island, the next east half
south twelve miles to a mark. thence north by west
ten miles to the finish. The fourth course, of thirty-

five and one-quarter miles, is south by west half
west twelve miles, east by north eleven and one-
quarter miles, thence northwest half north twelve
miles to the finish.
