Hearst Men in Utica After Demo-
crat* Only.

Yljjsis the characterization used by a prom-

ised Democrat to-day in talking with the Trib-
une correspondent in describing the Hearst or-
jtiiizaiions in the Ist. 2d and 3d Assembly dis-
tricts of Oneida County.

So one is able to Identify the leader of the
Hearst machine in Oneida. Some say it is City
jade* James O'Connor, but O'Connor denies it.
Others say it is Police and Fire Commissioner
<£rnelius Haley. Ifthe Democratic primaries
,rtre held this week Hearst would carry them.
as his followers know what they want, and the
other fcliows do not. Haley and O'Connor to-
gether run the Hearst machine In Oneida. no
matter which is leader. The old line Democrats
l^ve been crowded to the wall, the Hearst fol-
lowers paying no attention to them. The ad-
vice of the jrrave and reverend seniors is not
iskefl. Every one of them with a bank account
er a 6pan of horses is ranked as plutocrat, and is
aide to understand that this year his room is
better than his company. The Hearst men have
a general committee which keeps adding" names
ef Democrats to the roll of the Independence
league Nearly every signer is a Democrat.
•jnien the Hearst organization was started Re-
publicans as well aa Democrats joined. Lat-
terly, since ithas become apparent that Hearst
wits the Democratic nomination for Governor,
the leaders have, given their time to gathering
13 Democrats, leaving Republicans to their fate.

Judge O'Connor is somewhat under suspicion
fey the Hearst men in Utica. He early joined
«be movement, and oh account of hi* abilitytook
« commanding position. Latterly he has not
teen saying much in favor of the Hearst move-
ment. He went to New York last week and
talked things over with the Hearst managers.
Itis understood that he told Mr. Ihmsen and
ethers at the Gilsey House that he could not be
gold bricked, and that If they expected him to
go ahead \u25a0with the work of organizing Oneida
for Hearst the Hearst men would have to fur-
nish the money, as he -would not keep on spend-
Jay his own money for Hearst. Whether he met
witha rebuff or not is not known, but he has
sot been enthusiastic for Hearst since his re-
turn to Utica.

Judge O'Connor's friends say that he wants a
ftsion nomination for Congress this fall against
Congressman Sherman, who is in charge of theRepublican Congress campaign. Mr. O'Con-
nor friends say that ifhe gets the nomination
cf the Democrats, the Hearst men and the labormen \u25a0gainst Sherman he will beat him, but the
Republicans do not admit the possibility of such• result.

Utica Is accumulating a heavy foreign popu-
lation, there being about 10.000 Italians. 4,000
Jew? tad 3.<*»<» Polos in the city. O'Connor's
friends say that he willget the greater part of
this vote. The judge is able to speak Italian.German and some Polish. As city magistrate he
has a good many opportunities to ingratiate
himself into the good graces of these foreigners.

follow the advice of Samuel Gompers and namea ticket of their own. The old line Democrats
are liningto protest against hooking up the
Democratic party with a labor and Hearstticket, .md doubtless there will be a hot fight at
xhe nominating conventions.

Police and Fire Commissioner Haley is known
in Ctica ns Sam P.eardsleys man. Ex-Railroad
Commissioner Beardsley is identified with the
Utica Gas and Electric Company, which is prin-
cipally owned by Anthony X. Brady, of Albany.
Haley was elected as an Assemblyman from a
Utica district many years ago on a labor ticket.
He was nn iron moulder by trade, and then be-eane an agitator for the Irish National LandLeague, because it was more to his liking. He
*?,- a great favorite at Land League gatherings
until interest in the movement died down.
Haley was beaten for Congress by Representa-
tive Sherman six or eight years ago. and for
rst:» time he was out of steady employment.
Mr. •r<ls!ey pave him a job with the Utica
Gas .nn.l ER-ctric Company, and when Richard
W. {Sherman, Democrat, a brother of the Con-
gr«smaii, was elected Mayor of Utica he ap-
pototed Haley Police and Fire Commissioner.
i!r. Beardsiey is in poor health, and is in
£urcr"± recuppratlnß-. Utica people are wonder-
Ing Tih;it willhappen to Haley when Mr.Beards-
fey returns and finds that Haley is second in
command in the Hearst movement. Beardsiey
itnot at ail likely to be with the Hearst people.
He is a personal friend of David B. Hill,and is
irrtere=Tf-r! in corporations.

Bosky took a prominent part in helping the
fire sufferers, and assisted in getting up the benefit'
which was held in Miner's Bowery Theatre. Dur-

ing the r*->nt election BosKy walked so lined
that he was forced to sail for Bermuda soon after
the election to recuperate. %•.

HATPIN EXTRACTED FROM COLLIE

X-Ray Photograph Used to Locate Cause of

Trouble Dog Had Swallowed.
A seven-Inch hatpin was extracted from the in-

testines of a dog at the stables of H. H. Ambling,

of No. 4228 Park avenue, yesterday. The dog. a
collie belonging to Miss Madeline Breen. «>f Xo. 2091
Washington avenue, swallowed the pin early in the
day.

The queer actions of the animal in its efforts to

get rid of the oin attracted attention. It was iur-
rlfd to the veterinary. who made an X-ray photo-
graph, which revealea the long pin in the intestinal
tubes. To cut the animal would have proven fatal,
almost at once. Mr. Ambling therefore decided to
force the steel to the surface with a slen ler probe.
When the head of the hatpin was near ib« jaw
cavity a pair of pincers were Inserted tintil the
sharp steel could be withdrawn.

CARES FOR DYING SWEETHEART

It was learned that while the police and the
Pinkertons were busy trying to find evidence
against Mrs. McVitty, Mrs. Corwin's hostess on
the night that the latter lost her jewels, they al-
lowed a Negro maid in Mrs. McVitty's house to get
away from them. It is thought she knew where
the jewels went. This maid was seen in the room
by Mrs. Corwln.

Dee Moines. lowa, Aug. 2.— lowa Democratic
leaders had a conference in I>es Moines to-day and
practically outlined the tariff platform on which
they hope to defeat Albert B. Cummins, who was

nominated for Governor by the Republicans yes-

terday. Their tariff plank will .he one demanding

tariff for revenue only. and. In addition, will de-

mand Immediate revision of the tariff schedules on
steel, lumber and other products controlled by
monopolies. This is the policy on which Governor
Cummins has made his fight and gained j,|S repu-
tation. The Democrats hope to obtain throughout

the state «ny followers of Cummins who think the
Republican platform should have demanded "imme-
diate revision cf the tariff."

FLAN FIGHT ON CUMMINS.

Comments Adversely on Cummins' s
Nomination by lowa Convention.

Sioux City. lowa, Aug. 2.—George D. Perkins's

newspaper comments to-day on Governor A. B.
Cummlns's renomlnation in a manner scarcely less
hostile than that used toward Cummins before the
convention. In the same Issue with the story of
the convention appears on the first page a cartoon
showing an elephant representing "lowa G. O. P."
sitting on its haunche?, gashed, bleeding and ban-
daged. By its side stands Cummins thrusting aa
animiil trainer's look so deep Into the elephant's
flesh that blood gushes out. InCummlns's mouth
are put the words: "Aren't you glad Iwas here to
protect your interests?"

Editorially and in the news columns it is said
that Cummins won by high handed methods, and
then drew up a platform Inconsistent with his own
campaign. In an interview in his own paper this
afternoon Mr. Perkins says:

Fullybelieving ln the honesty, integrity and
wisdom of William Jennings Bryan, and that
under his leadership the people would receive
relief from the many Ills above referred to. we
commend him to the people of the United States
as a candidate for President In1908.

The resolutions further favor the nomination
of all candidates by direct vote; nomination
and election of United States Senators by direct
vote; a passenger rate of not more than two
cents a mile in the lower peninsula of this state
and three cents in the upper peninsula; the
elimination of the use of the cross at the head
of ballots and the use of a cross? before each
candidate voted for, and enactment of laws
making Ita criminal offence for members of the
Legislature to accept railroad passes.

The platform then cites the rejection of the
proposition of Senator La Follette with regard
to railroad legislation as proof of these asser-
tions. The indorsement of William J. Bryan is
as follows:

for President In19 OS, the defeat of a resolution
calling on the National Democratic Committee
to Investigate the charges made against Na-
tional Chairman Tasegart and to demand hi*
resignation If they were proven, and the nom-
ination of Charles H. Kimmerle, of Cassopolls.
for Governor, over Stanley E. Parkhlll. of
Owosso. the only other candidate, after a spir-

ited ballot, were the features of the Democratic
State Convention held here to-day. About 350
delegates attended the convention.

The resolution asking for the investigation of
Taggart was presented to the convention by
Chairman Fowler, of the resolutions committee,
after the platform had been adopted. E. O.
Wood, of Flint, former chairman of the State
Central Committee, was on his feet as soon as
the resolution had been read, with a motion
that itbe laid on the table. He said that there
was nothing to

'
prevent the unproven charges

being made against any man, and that it was
improper and wrong for the convention to take
any cognizance of such charges.

The resolutions say:
Evils under the form of combinations and

trusts, which have so shocked the moral con-
science of the nation in the last few years, are
a direct outcome of class legislation by theRepublican party, conferring privileges upon
corporations at the expense of the common
people. Acontinuance of such legislation is now
threatened by the many bills of like character,
as. for instance, the Ship Subsidy bill, and in-
adequate remedial laws, enacted by the recent
Congress, showing that there is no honest pur-
pose on the part of the Republican party to
relieve the people from the evils thus cast upon
them by this unjust legislation. Their affilia-
tions with the classes thus favored make it ab-
solutely impossible to obtain relief from Re-
publican sources.

The deputy commis-
sioner imposed the. penalty mentioned. This Is the
heaviest fine in the Police Department in at least
a cuarter of a ceutury.

The feeling between Murphy and Hogan is in-

NEW BEAPPORTIONMENT TEST.

Democrats Felt To Be Without an
Issue in Tompkins.

[Fr.-.m a Special Correspondent of The Tribune.]
Dryden. N. V., Aug. I—Representative John

W. Dwight, after a preliminary canvass of a
part of the 30th Congress District, says that the
Republican vote this fall, judging from the pres-
ent outlook, will be little short of that of two
years ago. He predicts success for the Repub-
lican state ticket, and says that the movement
among the radical Democrats to nominate
Hearst for Governor is a direct and positive
benefit to the Republican party.

The 30th District includes the counties of
Broome. Chenango, Tioga, Tompkins and Cort-
land. Itis one of the largest districts in area
in the state, and Mr. Dwight is thoroughly fa-
miliar with the conditions in the greater part
of it. He willbe renominated.

"The radical Democrats are electing Hearst
Governor In July, Just as they did Bryan Presi-
dent ten years ago." said Congressman Dwight
to a Tribune correspondent. "Our Democratic
friends are about the most successful campaign-
ers in the world in electing their candidates
three months in advance. The Democracy of
Tompkins County Is demoralized, and it looks
as if it would continue to be demoralized for
a long time. The Democrats have not a single
substantial issue to begin the campaign with.
Itlooks to me as though the principal issue this
fall would be the trusts, 'ihe Republicans here
and elsewhere are prepared to give battle on
that particular issue.

"Perhaps there have been times when Demo-
cratic orators could have charged us with being
overfrlendly to the trusts, and it might have
been difficult at other times to have fought the
contest on that issue. The record of the Roose-
velt administration in the last two years is a
clean-cut demonstration of the fact that the Re-
publican party has the courage to deal Justly
with men who violate the laws aimed at the
regulation of corporations. Iwould like to have
our Democratic friends who like to charge us
with being too friendly tn the trusts tell us
whether President Roosevelt haa been too
friendly with the Standard Oil Company or with
the Beef Trust, or with the railroads which have
broken the important provisions of the Inter-
state Commerce law. The Democrats this fall
cannot maintain themselves with the trusts as
an issue. All we have got to do is to compare
the record of the last two years with the record
of the last Cleveland administration. There
isn't any stampede of Republicans into the
Democratic party this year, and there isn't
going to be any. The only stampede in sight
Is the stampede of radical Democrats to Hearst.

'Do you look for a Republican victory?" he
was asked.

•"There is not the slightest doubt of it." said
Mr. Dwight. '"It is an utter absurdity to assume
that the farmers of the State of Xew York are
going over to Hearst. Inotice that in the In-
dependence League platform a bait is held out
to catch the farmer. It is stated thore that the
league advocates the building of good roads
throughout the state, the abolition of discrimina-
tion in railroad rates. Improved transportation
and protection from unjustly heavy tax bur-
dens. Wf>!l. let us look at those points for a
minute or two. The Republican Legislature in
this state started the building of good roads
three years ago on a most comprehensive scale,
and the state is spending thousand's of dollars
in every county toward that very end. The
Hearst people seem to be a little bit late with
that plank. They are In favor of the abolition
of discrimination in railroad rates. While they
are talking about ir, the Republicans have abol-
ished those discriminations. The Hearst people
seem to be in favor of relieving the farmer of
unjustly heavy taxes. That is a good idea, too,
but the Republicans have been busy on that
very problem for the last twelve years in this
state, with the result that they have wiped out
the state tax. All of these things that the
Hearst people have promised to give the farmer
have already been signer!, sealed and delivered
to him by the Republicans.

"'The federal administration is constantly ex-
tending the rural free delivery system, and the
independent telephone companies have con-
nected nearly every farmhouse with the villages
and cities, so that the farmers in purely agri-
cultural sections, like Tompkins County, are
abl» to get a daily mail and to communicate
with relatives and friends by telephone. Farms
in Tompkins County which ten years ago were
worth only $40 an acre are to-day worth $75 an
acre, and still are increasing in value. Person-
allyIwelcome the prospect of Hearst running
as Governor on the Democratic ticket. It will
make my campaign work this year a good deal
easier IfHearst captures the Democratic State
Convention.
