Professor Smith Is now abroad recuperating
(Mm the strenuous campaign he made last
winter for the passage of the anti-mosquito
bill, which went through and was approved by

Governor Stokes.
. The measure calls for the appropriation by the
state of 1350,000. to be spent in draining
marshes, fillingswamps and in other ways de-
stroying the breeding places of the mosquito.

The state has given aid to this plan of ex-
termination during the last two years, and Pro-
'
lessor Smith has been pleased with the result.

Inhis plea for the passage of the appropriation

bill last winter he assured the legislators that
he had the mosquitoes on the run. or perhaps

\u25a0Mrs properly, the fly, and that It was only a
question of a few years when New Jersey would
no. longer be known abroad as the Mosquito

State.
There can be no doubt that many millions of

Mosquitoes have been destroyed through Pro-

fetmor Smiths activity, but they are not all
dead yet, a fact to which the residents of about
•Very section of the state will testify this year.

Tbe mosquito that is the most troubmsome

this year is not the musical demon of large pro-

portions that pestered New Jersey's forefathers.
Itis an extremely small creature that is ap-
parently voiceless. It gives no warning of Its

presence and lands on its victim as lightly as a
sunbeam. The first intimation one has of its

presence is a sudden, sharp sting which in-
variably attracts a man's hand in its drection
with as emphasis that means death to the
stinger ifit isn't up and away immediately. It
usually escapes.

This little, torment appears to be as much at

borne on high ground as itis near marshes, and
sections of Trenton that have not known what it
was to be pestered with mosquitoes for years
sR to-day afflicted with them.

Ordinary window screens do not bas the pest

from steeping rooms, because it is small enough

to make its way through the meshes, and the
only relief a perron can get in the night is to

bathe the face and arms with camphor oil, the

oil of cedar or some other preparation offensive
to the insect.

Professor Smith says that DO per cent of all
Hew Jersey mosquitoes breed on the salt

marshes alons the coast and migrate inland. He
figures that itwill cost to abolish ail salt marsh
breeding areas within the state $315,550.

These figures were reached through an actual
survey of the marshes and the cost apportioned

LOSES MILLION. SUES FOR SLANDER

SHOOTS HER COUSIN

lirohen Aalc Causes One of Worst

Crushes in Years.
For four hours yesterday the Brooklyn Bridge

was the scene of one of the worst congest lons In
many years. A five-car train left the track short-
lyafter 8 o'clock, about two hundred feet west of
the Manhattan tower, causing four other trains to
be stalled. Traffic on the elevated was not resumed
until a few minutes before noon, then only pertly.

The thousands of Brooklyn business men and
clerk*, stenographers and others employed

In Manhattan were forced to walk over the bridge.

the tr. lley system being Inadequate to handle the
crowds.

The accident was said to have been caused by

thi sudd>n cnapptng of the axle on the front
wheels of the first car of the train. The motor-
man realized that there was something out of
order, and applied the emergency brake in time
to prevent a more serious accident when the train
left the track*. There were about seven hundred
persons on the train, which was crowded to the
guards. The passengers on this and four other
trains became restless, when it seemed that they

would he held there for some time. The more
venturesome of the men jumped off and across the
third rail to the roadway below.
A squad of policemen under Inspector Flood an«l

Captain Brophy formed a sort of human bridge
from the roadway to the platforms of the stalled
trains, by placing one foot on the platform, while
the other rested on the rail at the side of the
bridge. In this way the third rail was bridged over,
and then the policemen, taking the passengers one
by one. and gripping them round the waist, swung
them to the roadway, a distance of some flve feet.
In less than an hour all the passengers were
taken off the five trains. Nobody was reported
injured. The whole midnight patrol, going off at
that time, was pressed into service, however, and
th*y worked hard handling the abnormal crush.
AH the roadways were crowded from end to end
witha mass of struggling humanity anxious to get
to tlieir places of employment.

All triyk traffic was suspended on the roadways
until the elevated system was running again.
About 11 o'clock the crush was not bo great on the
north rondv/ay. and trucks were allowed to go
ovw. The police made inquiries about the cause
of tl*e accident, and askM for names, but. as
usual on the Brooklyn Rapid Transit system, names
arid explanations were denied. The motorman of
the wrecked train was asked his name, and re-
ferred Captain Brophy to the office of the com-
pany.

CONVICTED TOLEDO ICEMEN LOSE
