They were taken after a struggle, in
which the sleuth had to wrest two revolvers
from Lowery. -
. A search of the couple’s home, at No. 29 South
Orange “avenue, revealed a counterfeiter's and
Yeggman's complete outfits. The young woman,
it came to light yesterday, is none other than
Newark’s Kitty Kline, who fell into the police
toils two years ago in connection with a *“bad-
ger” game. The importance of the arrests was
® surprise td the detective, who had been shad-
owing the couple for several days in connection
with the theft of §18 from -Mrs. Charlotte Mc-
Geary, In whose house the couple lived.

Tuite and Mrs. McGeary had been watching
the couple. On Thursday night the detective
was.summoned, and found Mr. and Mrs. Lowery
dn their apartments. . Lowery seemed to realize
that something was wrong, although he did not
‘recognize the detective. He feigned indignation,
@s did his bride, and asked to be permitted to
#° upstairs to put on his street clothing.

The detective followed him, and as the pris-
oner reached his bedroom he made a quick dash
for a bureau, seizing two loaded revolvers, which
he tried to level at Tuite, Then began a strug-
®le, in which the detective proved the better,
and the weapons were taken from Lowery.

A search of the couple’s rooms was begun
immediately after the arrest. Included in the
two kits found in a trunk were a drill, fuses,
caps and a bottle which is believed to contain
mitro-glycerine. Besides, there was found a quan-
tity of silver, pi >
‘olym pig lead and some counterfeit half

The counterfeiting outfit consisted of a polisn-
ing lathe and apparatus for plating, a melting
pot and ladle, several moulds, a milling file, and
& quantity of alloy. Neatly put away in a dress
#ult case, which was at the bottom of the trunk,
was found a drill, with several sets of fuses,
some of which were cut Into six-inch pieces,
&and some blasting caps. It was when the couple
were being led to be-measured that the woman
was recognized as the woman who had a local
record.

She admitted that she was known two years
@go as Kitty Kline, and that she was arrested
&nd commiited to a home at Inwood-on-the-
Hudson, from which she escaped. To Tuite the
Yyoung woman said she met Lowery in Chicago a
Jittle more than a year ago, and that he had
told her he was an inventor. She admitted that
meither she nor her husband had done any work

The couple were married by the Rev. W. Ber-
mard Pick, pastor of the First German Evan-
gelical Lutheran Church, last Tuesday. Richard
E. Lewis, of Superintendent Flynn's office of
the Secret Service, and Detective Sergeant
James Valleley, of this city, visited the prisoners
yesterday.

The couple had lived at Mrs. MecGeary's
house only since Sunday, and represented them-
selves as theatrical people. Thursday afternoon
JLowery told Mrs. McGeary that his wife had
tried to end her life with gas. Mrs. McGeary
immediately ran out to summon a physician.
When she returned, she says, she saw Lowery
coming out of the dining room, in which her
purse had been left. Some time later she dis-
covered that $18 was missing. It is on the
charge of taking the money that Lowery and
his bride will be held pending further investi-
gation.

Part of Beach Damaged—>More than
an Inch of Rain Falls.

Asbury Park. Aug. 3 (Special).—The northeast
storm has subsided after raging for over twenty-
four hours.

Going to Vote on a Municipal Light-
ing Plant. ‘
[{By Telegraph to The Tribune.]

Camden, Aug. 8.—This city is going gunning
for the Public Service Corporation. The City
Council has decided to submit to the vote of
the people at the November election the ques-
tion of the accepting of the Jones law, passed
by the last Legislature, permitting cities to con-
struct and maintain electric light plants, for
which bonds may be issued. Under existing
conditions. it is thought that the vote will be
in favor of the construction of the plant.

Camden is paying the Public Service Corpora-
tion $109 50 each a year for its arc lights, while
the same corporation is furnishing the same
service to North Jersey cities at $85 a year.
Camden, unfortunately, has tied itself up with a
five-year contract, which has nearly three and a
half years to run.

It is estimated that Camdén is paying Lhe
Public Service Corporation $30000 a year in
excess of what the same service would cost if
supplied from a municipal plant. While the
present contract cannot be abrogated, it is pro-
posed to submit the question of a municipal
plant to the voters, and if it is accepted the
city can proceed 16 build a plant and have it
completed and ali the wires strung before the
contract expires

A majority of the councilmen believe that
when the citizens vote in favor of a municipal
plant the Public Service Corporation will vol-
untarily offer to reduce the cost of lighting if a
new contract is made.

LAUNDRESS CRUSHED IN ELEVATOR.
