Eastern Yacht Club Isrucx Cnndi-
fjofjl for Elimination Races.

Boston. Aug. 4.—The Eastern Yacht Club has Is-
sued an official circular for the elimination trials
to be sailed off Marblehead. August 13 to 18, in-
clusive, to determine the three American boats
which shall be selected to meet the Germans in the
international match for the Roosevelt Cup in Sep-
tember.

The trial races willbe under the management of
the regatta committee of the club, and will be
sailed over courses similar to those designated for
the International match, alternately triangular
fifteen miles, and windward and leeward twelve
miles each.
It Is expected that all the seventeen boats built

for the trials willbe entered. They represent eight
different clubs. One Is from the New York Yacht
Club, one from the Southern Yacht Club of New
Orleans, and the others from clubs in Massa-
chusetts, including the Boston. Hlngham, Qulncy,
Corinthian, of Marblehead. Manchester and East-
ern. The boats selected will be under the direction
of a joint committee of the Eastern and Kaiser-
llcher yacht clubs in the International match, but
will represent twelr respective clubs.

Each boat entering the trials must file a certificate
of measurement before August 11. The trials will
be sailed well off shore, starting from Halfway
Rock, off Marblehead. The warnlttg signal will be
sounded at 11 a. m. Compass courses willbe Indi-
cated by code flag signals.

The official circular states: "The selection of the
defenders of the Roosevelt Cup will be based on
the results of these races in connection with all
other information obtainable and those boats will
be selected which are considered best qualified to
keep the cup in this country under any and all
conditions Ukely to arise."

Two New York designers are represented In the
defending fleet. N. G. Herreshoff. of Bristol, has
two boats in. and the other fourteen boats were de-
signed in Boston.

GERMAN YACHTS ARRIVE AT BOSTON.
