New Railroad Will Tap Miles of
Almost Virgin Forests.

Bangor, Me., Aug. 4 (Special).— The extension
of the Somerset Railroad through fiftymiles of
forest land means the opening of a new Indus-
trial centre InMaine. The Somerset's new right

of way Is cut through some of the best timber
growth.In the state and through miles of hard-
wood forests. The path lies through lumbering

locations which have been In operation for
many years, where log ramps are maintained
for the use of the choppers In the winter and
the log drivers for a few weeks in the spring-

time. Where the extension crosses the east
branch of the Kennebec River, and from that
point to the big lake, Moosehead Lake, there ana
numerous and excellent sporting camps.

The road will traverse Mayfield. Moscow and
Moxta townships, above Bingham, and between
that village and the crossing of the branch. In
this lower dstrict the road sweeps back from the
main river of the Kennebec and rises over the
ridge which marks the eastern boundary of the
river's watershed.

On the three townships are heavy growths of
tho best pine and spruce, which have heretofore
been too far a\vay from the river landings to
make operations a financial success. This
growth is now being brought to the rails of the
extension, which have beon laid to the foot of
Moxie Pond, eighteen miles above Binghain,

When the scheme of the managers
'
of the

Somerset Railroad has h#*-n realised the road
will traverse twenty townships of green timber,
willpass in sijjht ol many of the best water-
power privileges in the state, will have brought
the best sporting grounds two days nearer the
big cities and will have tapped two Canadian
railways. The waterpower willbe available for
the pulp and Daper mills and other factories.
The fall or "head" for the thirty miles between
the great dam at Moosehead Lake and the
Forks, where the east branch joins the main
Kennebeo. is more than five hundred feet, with
nearly two-thirds of that in the first half of the
distance below the lake.

Within a hatf mile of thr> point where the
railroad will cross Moode stream, the water
plunges over a sheer fall of ninety-three feet,
and the point |s called MoxieFalls. Aside from
affording ample waterpower for numerous mills
of all descriptions, the falls will be one of thepoints of interest along the new Somerset.
Moxie stream turns its water into the east
branch.

There has never been a time when there have
been as many people at the resort as there are
to-day.

Food Proves Dearer and Poorer
than in City.

The gospel of the "simple life" in the country
has been preached so persistent';' that one who
had never been there would Imagine- that tho
country was the panacea for all the ills of the
city. WTien judged from the views of one man
who has tried it in the heart of New Jersey,
this is not quite accurate.

"We anticipated." said he, "living on the fat
of the land at almost no expense, judging from
statements heard and read on the low cost of
living In the country. To be sure, we paid a
very small rent for tho shack we occupied, but
then we were paying for tho unoccupied apart-
ment in the city, so adding them together tho
item of rent a month was more, not less,. than
usual.

"Our first sad discovery was that bread was
eight cents a loaf In that ttttle, forsaken Jersey
town, whereas we had never before paid more
than five cents.

"Being very fond of lettuce, we counted on
frequent salads, but, to our surprise, no lettuce
was raised by the man on whose farm of more
than three hundred acres we were settled. We
must go a mile and a half for a head of lettuce."Berries, sold by a truck farmer who lived
within two miles of the place, and who passed
once a week, were 12 cents and 15 cents a
quart. We had been paying 10 cents at home.
But were not these berries better? you ask.
Sometimes they were, and sometimes they were
not.

"Ours was mostly a vegetable diet, but at long
Intervals, for a change, we indulged in a little
meat. Visiting the butcher shop, the best thing
for quick cooking that could be found was a
sirloin steak. Itwas not eaten because of its
condition, and we did not again visit that shop.
Learning there was another market in the ad-
joining town, we patronized It.

"The place had a clean, well kept look and
the chops bought were very nice and tender,
though a few cents more a pound than the same
in the city. The second visit to this place was
on a warm day, and the customer saw meat
about and wondered why Itwas not in the ice-
box. Inpreparing for dinner the chopped steak
bought on that occasion, four flies were counted,
ground up with the meat. These were the only
places where meat could be obtained.

"We decided to stick to a vegetable diet, with
variations of canned fish—being afraid ofcanned
meats since the recent disclosures.

"Planning a picnic supper under the trees one
Sunday evening, we opened a box of sardines,

obtained at the only grocery store. They looked
most unappetizing, being in small scraps. Not
one whole fish was distinguishable. They were
gingerly sampled, which proved them not to be
sardines. What they were it is hard to say.
They were thrown to the chickens.

"An order was sent to this same grocery store
for the best creamery butter. Itwas found to he
not only almost tasteless, but malodorous, and
In appearance was most disagreeable. It was
In small, crumbly, dirty chunks and cost what
was paid for the best butter sold in rectangular
cakes in the city.

1 "Ina country where butter is made, and living
on a farm where there were thirtycows, we did
think we should have fared better. But no but-
ter was made on tho place. Later itwas learned
that there had been a mistake in fillingthe or-
der. This was not the best grade. After that
the best was Insisted on. The tx?srt proved to be
only a shade better than that first sent. Itwas
still In small, crumbly chunks, and much in-
ferior to that obtainable In the city.

"The New Orleans molasses (so-called) was
worth 6tudylng. There seemed to be a black
sediment in It. The gingerbread made with it—
though the oven was in most excellent baking
trim— heavy and a dark yellowish green
color, in spite of the fact that real cream was
used.

"Eggs, which were delicious, cost the same as
those In New York. Milk, also delicious, cost
fivecents aquart. Itwas eight inthe city. But
one member of the family did not like milk and
the other was forbidden to drink it.

"Allthe water came from a well about sixty
feet from the house. There was no drain so
after being used the water wa» thrown from tho
door.

"But we did not starve, and no one could take .
from us the liberty of dressing- as we pleased
and the luxury of lying under the great shadetrees, on the grass or in the hammock and in-
haling all we could of the glorious alp. (For we
were more than eleven hundred feet above the
sea level.) That was free and priceless."
