Wins on Time Allowance in Forty-
Mile Itace Off Xixcport.

Newport. B. 1.. Aug. a—With their gmtf
spinnakers bellying: far out to port and balloon
Jib topsails to starbogpd the big schooner
yachts Elmlna and Queen, crossed the finishing
line this afternoon off Old Brenton's Reef Light-
ship only 1 minute and 5 seconds apart after
a race of forty miles from New London to this
port, both having started on even terms.

Although ithad bene a fair wind all the way
the race was one of the best that these two
crack racing craft have ever engaged In. Each
owner thought his boat had won until the fig-
ures were made known. Then it was found that
the Queen had won on time allowance by only
10 seconds. She was allowed 1minute and 25
seconds by the Elmlna. Close astern of these
two came the big yawls Vigilant and Sybarita.
The latter won by 7 minutes 21 seconds. Cor-
nelius Vanderbilt's Rainbow was the winner in
the 70-foot class by 18 minutes 11 seconds, but
the Yankee when she was within six miles of
the finish carried away her topmast and was
then less than three minutes astern of the Rain-
bow. Harry L. Maxwell, her owner, hopes to
have a new spar in place in time to sail in the
Astor Cup race, for which his boat, is entered.

F. M. Smith's sloop Effort was defeated by 3
minutes and 44 seconds by H,F. Lfppitfs Wee-
tamoe, and the Humma won from the Altair
by S minutes and 10 seconds.

Fog so thick that, to use the sailors' expres-
sion, "you could cut Itwith a knife" enveloped
New London Harbor from view,soon after mid-
night until nearly noon.
