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THE HOME TEACHER.

Advantages of Fraulein System in
German Households.

“One of the peculiarities of the educational
Bystem of Germanv, and one which strikes an
American as being particularly peculiar- is the
frilulein, or home, teacher,” said a woman who
has just returned from a visit to that country.
*From the time a child begins to go to school,
which the law makes obligatory at the age of six,
‘the services of a kindermiidchen are exchanged,
4n nine families out of ten, for those of a friulein,
who may or may not be resident and whose
duties are menifold. She must see that the
children are made ready for school .and mo
books, copybooks or pancils forgotten. She must
take them to and from schoo! and assist them
With their school work for so many hours in the
@fternoon. Thus the children are not respone
eible for anything. If books are forgotten,
friiulein has neglected to put them into the bag.
If lessons are not properly prepared, she is taken
%o task by the parents when complaints come in
from the teacher.

*“One American mother whose little daughter
s In her first year in a large private school grew
wery tired of the complaint which appeared
‘every week written at the foot of the little girl's
otherwise good report, ‘Mary must be taught to
read better” She visited the principal of the
.dmol. and told him frankly that she paid to
have her daughter taught there, and did net in-
tend to have work done for the teachers outside.
Since then she has heard no more complaints.

“Teaching Mary to read is no more considered
10 be the work of an Oberiehrerin than teaching
& part line by line is the work of a stage man-
ager. She is there to hear how Mary has been
taught to read and to correct any slight mistakes
of inflection or pronunciation. The drill work
is supposed to have been done before Mary
comes io the class. In six cases out of ten the
ld_\ml teacher began her professional career as
fréiulein and knows what it is. She also sees
the difference in the work of pupiis who have
and those who@ave ndt this outside assistance.

“In a measure, this system is a part of the
chaperone system. A little girl is never allowed
20 g0 on the street alone on the Continent, and
therefore there must bhe some one Wmilways at
hand to accompany her. It is a marvel that
these children, brought up to be waited upoa
&nd helped at every turn, ever turn out to be
anything at all. and it is no wonder that the
average German girl has little or no independ-
ence or individuality of character. This condi-
tion prevails not oniy in the upper classes and
among the nobility and wealthy people, but even
among those of most moderate means. A fridu-
lein in the house is considered as indispensable
88 a4 Ccook.

“The salary of the friulein, who must in most
cases be an educated teacher, ranges from thirty
1o sixty marks a mohth, and it requires particu-
larly hizh qualifications to command the latter.
The German mistress is accustomed to get all
she can for her money, and unless her duties are
clearly defined the fraulein will find herself
acting as ladies’ mald, companion or nurse, ac-
cording as it happens. She is almost always
required to share the room of the younger chil-
dren, and that means to dress them in the
morning.

“The nurse, in the English and American sense
of the word, is almost an unknown factor among
domestic servants in Germany. A trained nurse
mey be and frequently is retained for a baby
until it is & year old. Then follows a kinder-
friiulein, or kinderfrau. She asually takes a
high hand, does with the b-bpy exactly as she
chooses, and leaves witbout warning if the
mother ventures a suggeciion. Then follows the
fraulein, for school work. She is retained until
the services of a ladies’ maid are required.”

WOMEN ON DIVORCE WORK

To Have Preference in Gathering
Census Statistics.

[From The Tribune Bureau.)

Washington, Aug. 9.—The census officials have
decided on a new departure in their method of
gathering statistics, and women are to have the
preference in collecting the data for the special
census of divorces and their cause which is about
to hpe undertaken. It is emphatically asserted at
the Census Office that the seiection of women for
this important work 1s not due to any superiority
of the sex in probing family secrets or getting at
the gossip of the nelghborhood, but it has been
found that women are as accurate as men, and
sometimes more s80. There is a scarcity of men at
the wages offered, and it is believed that the
women will do as satisfactory work, while the
champions of the “square deal” as between women
and men wiil have occasion to rejoice over the se-
lection.

There are eighteen questions prescribed with ref-
erence to each divorce, and it is confidently be-
lieved that where the answers are difficult to ob-
tain or there is room for doubt the women wriil
get the better of it. A few men will be put on
the arssignment, so that at least one or two may
accompany each squad of women, to relieve them

of anv espeeially trylng or unsavory cases. and to.
search for any information which has to be gath-
erad in sections where the women cannot well be
sent. -

Eight men and twelve women will cover New
York, and Providence will be eovered by four men
and four women, while Boston gets a squad of four
men and nine women.

Divorced people are especially warned against
anv incivility to women whe call to ask them aues-
tlons, and it i8 expected that the warning will be
heeded.

for Summer.

BY TROLLEY THROUGH NEW ENGLAND.

Bome of the pleasantest days of a recent vaca-
tion were those spent travelling from Boston to
New York by trolley. I had gone to Bosten
by rail, suffering, as usual in summer, from
heat, soot and bad air. When I learned by
chance that the two ecitles are connected by
electric cars, except for a break in one township
in Connecticut, I immediately decided to return
in that way. Even though lack of time neces-
sitated making rather long days, the trip proved
entirely comfortable,

A light suitcase held all necessary clothing,
fncluding 2 rajncoat; a leaf of a trolley gulde-
book carried in my purse gave route and dis-
tances. I found it easiest to make a lelsurely
start, when the morning rush was over, and ride
two or three hours, then, after luncheon®and a
Brief rest, I would spend some time in exploring
town or country, and continue my journey in the
Jatter part of the afternoon. I followed the
main line, which runs through Worcester,
Springfield and Hartford to New Haven, from
which point it 1s within sight of the Sound most
of the way to New York Connections were
@ood and changes of cars infrequent. By plan-
ning to spend the nights in the smaller towns, I
avoided not only city noise but city prices; in
fact, the saving in carfare (one cent a ile) over
the regular railroad fare very nearly covered
the cost of comfortable lodgings. The trip can
be made in three days; four or five allow more
time for sightseeing or for a possible storm.
For a person who is familiar with the immediate
wicinity of New York, a steamer to one of the
Connecticut ports; e. g., Bridgeport, would bring
one more quickly into fresh surroundings.

By thfs method of travelling, instead of whiz-
zing through the sordid surroundings of a rail-
road track, one passes along flne residence
streets and shady country roads with time to
enjoy them; one is free to stop off anywhere or
%0 take a side trip at a moment’s notice in order
20 visit some historic or bheautiful spot. One
also sees many a charming locality worth re-
membering for future summer outings. Not
Jeast of all, one is out of doors all dn{‘lo;;‘.

FIRELESS COOKERY.

All this non-conduct-
ing material causes the food to retain all the
heat it had when put into the box. and thus it
cocks perfectly without heating the house or
putting anybody to the trouble of weatching it.
One can put one's dinner 1n it in the morning,
go ofi for a plenic or a drive, or any amuse-
ment preferred. and come home to find a fine
meal ready to eat in an unheated hoyse,
