Lord Oerard's country place ie Eastwell Park,
a beautiful place In Kent, surrounded by an im-
mense park, wherein seven superb avenues lined
by tr«es hundreds of years old converge upon the
house; and within the borders of which stand
two parish churches. The present maiiFion Is only
about one hundred and fifty ye.ars old, but the
park dates bacV. to the times prior to the Norman
conquest, and there are several mentions made of
Eastwell Park in Doomsday Book.

There are all sorts of legends and stories ia
connection with the place, which was rentei by
Kink Edward's sailor brother, the late Prince Al-
fred, Duke of Edinburgh and of Coburg, who en-
tertained there both the Czar Alexander IIand the
late Czarina. One of tho most curious relics of the
park is a cottage, or rather the ruin of one. which
was occupied during the greater part of his life
by a natural son of King Richard 111. He was
known as Richard Plantagenet, and from the time
of the death of his hunchback father at the battle
of Bosworth until his own demise was head
gardener at Eastwell.

Lord Gerard, like his bride, belongs to one of the
old Roman Catholic families— those families which
possessed so great an attraction for Lord Beacons-
field, who was never tired In his novels of intimat-
ing that, titled and untitled, they constituted the
most blue-blooded aristocracy of England. Lord
Gerard's sister, a very beautiful woman, is mar-
ried to young Baron de Forest, one of the adopted
sons and heirs of the late Baron Hirsch. and his
mother is a member of that Milncr family which
is so famous in the annals of English sport.

Townsend Scudder States It, but
Advises Modus Vivendi.

[By'Telegraph to The Tribute.]
Oyster Bay, Aug. 9.—The episode at the Coudert

pier continues to monopolize the local horizon. The
only open move made to-day by anyone connected
with the case was the publication in "The Guard-
ian" of a letter written by Townsend Scudder, who
signs himself "Counsel for the upland owners on
Cove Neck." Mr. Bcudder*)) letter, which 13 dated
August 7. or a day before the last attack upon the
Coudert pier, is. in part, as follows:

The controversy over Cove Neck shore front has
assumed a.n aspect discreditable to the town. The
questions involved are questions of law, which
should be decided in an orderly way by the courts
and not by mob force. Irespectfully submit that it
willbe more creditable and load to less notoriety
if the town board and the upland owners asxee
upon a modus •Vivendi pending the court's final
action.

Tho town board can't expect the -upland owners.
In the- absence of a final court determination, to
acknowledge the existence of ft nighway around
Cove Neck four rods wide an 1 lying below high
water mark, if the supervisor Is correctly reported
in tho press, he i.-- mistaken :n his statement that
the Appellate Division of the Supreme. Court has
!eld there was such a highway. Ibeg to submit
that th" Court of Appeals of this state held recently
that riparian owners had the right to reach the
navigable portion of tho stream by maintaining a
dock.
Isubmit that agreements be entered into between

the town and the several owners of uplands on
Cove Neck who are maintaining docks; that these
docks shall remain until a final determination in
the Court of Appeals of the town's rights; pending
such decision, however, that the docks be altered
or constructed for convenient passage along the
shore in vehicles or otherwise by those desiring to
do so. Such an agreement will withdraw this con-
troversy from 'h» public press, and its moral effect
in the way of promoting orderly procedure and de-
cency will he gr*at.

At the same time, Iadvise you that in so far
as the law allows '-very official or Individual who
has interfered or who hereafter Interferes with pri-
vate property on this shore willbe held strictly ao,-
couutsble. The upland owners ar- lawablding citi-
zens, willingto recognise every right that the town
possesve*. but while alleged rights are awaiting de-
termination in the courts they protest against vio-
lence and wanton destruction.

PIER OWNERS' POSITION.

'Lawyer Gives Views of Oyster Bay
Pier Controversy.

The controversy at Oyster Bay between Mrs.
Elizabeth Coudert, one of the summer residents
and mother of Frederic R. Coudert, the lawyer,
and the Highway Commissioners of that town over
the riparian rights in connection with a small pier
built by the Couderts was explained at length
yesterday by Frederic R. Coudert.
"Idon't usually like to trymy cases in the news-

papers," Mr. Coudert said, "and this case has re-
ceived much more prominence than it really de-
serves, but the action of the Highway Commis-
sioners seems so manifestly unfair that Icannot
refrain from explaining the true situation."

Mr. Coudert said that there had probably been
riparian rights at Oyster Bay for one hundred
years. He had lived there for eight years, he said,
and had never had trouble with the commissioners
before. On Saturdays, he explained, it was the
custom of some of the farmers to drive along the
beach, under the pier which he had erected, and
dig clams. He had never opposed their going on
his property and paid no attention to them, he said.."Three years ago." he continued, "the Highway
'Commissioners came to me and told me that, under
some laws dating as far back as 1680, Ithink, the
riparian rights made it unlawful for me to have
the pier, and that they were going to knock it
down. Istrongly objected to such a strenuous meas-
ure, and the commissioners were very gentlemanly
at that time and suggested that Ibring a test
suit. Ithought that reasonable, but expensive,
and a lawyer never wants to litigate for himself.
But Ibegun the suit in the lower courts, and it
was decided in favor of the town under the old
Andres? grant. But. while there had been some-
what similar opinions in the lower courts before,
the cases had never gone to the Court of Appeals,
and this case was therefore appealed and is now
before the Court of Appeals."

Mr. Coudert expressed his Indignation that the
commissioners should have attempted to destroy
the pier while litigation was pending. He said it
was the usual understanding that nothing be done
inany case where a decision in a higher court watt
pending.

"Considering the fact." he continued, "that the
town let me have the pier for nine years you can
imagine my astonishment upon my return to Oyster
Bay the other day to find that a gang of men had
wrecked the whole pier, tearing away part of it,
and incidentally crushing a new boat of mine.
which they did not take the trouble to get out of
the way. Where they did wrong was not to notify
me of Borne Intended action. Ibelieve it was a
gross breach of good faith on their part to take any
action while the case was before the Court of Ap-
peals. It shows conclusively to my mind that the
commissioners are riot acting for the public good.
Ihad the pier rebuilt at considerable expense, and I
found last night that part of it had again been
wrecked. How the rest was saved the newspapers
have already told.'

Mr. Coudert acknowledged that on his mother's
Initiative he hail brought personal suit for damages
against each of the commissioners. He has not
brought action against the town, as ho believes tha
Court of Appeals case will be sufficient in that re-
hpect. Mr. Coudert refused to say whether he would
have the pier rebuilt or not. He said he did not
desire to have the. commissioners know what his
future plans would be.
It is understood that the present activity of the

Highway Commissioners has a politicalsignificance.
An approaching primary election at Oyster Bay
Is said to be the cause of the eommlsioners' sud-
denly becoming so active in waging war on summer
residents.
