Alleges Free Lightingof City Under
Franchises Is Unfair.

Failure by former officials of New York f^ity and
the "ormer rity of Brooklyn to insist that the
Kdison Electric Illuminating Company of Brook-
lyn carry out its contract with the city has re-
sulted in the loss of thousands of dollars, accord-*
ing to a statement made by Controller Metz yes-
terday.

According to the franchise granted in 1553 to

the company it was to furnish a certain number
of free lights to the city. But It seems that, instead
only a small amount of light has brer, allotted
to the city. In1902 the Corporation Counsel handed
down an opinion in which he said:

Ido not think that the city can exact from the
company an equivalent in free lighting to the
amount which might have In en supplied by the
company If the city had domande.l such llrhtlng.
and directed where it should be placed. That such
lighting w%s not furnished is the fault of me city
and not of the company.

The claims of the city now amount to the equiva-
lent In lighting of $12,000 a year. Regarding tills
situation. Controller Mots said;

Concessions. i». appears! were made In tii»« days ofthe former cities of New York and Brooklyn' and
the other municipalities taken into the greater
city, very much as con iesrioni are being offered at
the present time, in order to induce the city to
grant valuable franchise privileges, and from factsalready disclosed there is reason to believe that
then* lias been serious reflect of the city's rights
in connection wit h certain of these franchises.

The terms of the Edison company's Brooklyn
franchise arc unfair to the city, as any one willrecognise w!:en li is explained that the municipality
is to receive "one incandescent iighi for every
thirty customers using Incandescent lights." This
sounds like a Joke when it Is known that one cus-
tomer may in- using a hundred thousand lights and
another customer only half a dozen. These ana
other phases of the matter Ihava referred to th«
Corporation Counsel for his opinion .as to the
proper legal stops to be taken t.i protect the city's
interest*.
