EIGHT HOUR LAW IN NAVY.—The Navy De-
partment officials who have charge of public works
are much Interested In the effect of the law relat-
ing to the employment of labor and the limitation
of such work to eight hours a day. It is estimated
that this requirement will moan an Increase of
from 5 to 10 per cent in the cost of publics works.
Instructions have been given to those in charge of
work at the navy yards to see to it that there are
no violations of the law and that all such occur-
rences are reported promptly and specifically to
the Washington authorities. The law is interpreted
for the present in the Navy Department as apply-
ing only to the work Itself, an.l not extending
to the production and preparation of the material
which enters into the construction of naval publla
works. Inthe specifications which have been com-
piled lately, an addendum gives special warning
of the requirements of th» new law and what is
expected of government officials In the premises.

ORDERS ISSUED.— following army and
navy orders have been issued:

ARMY.

PUGET BOUND NAVAL POCK.— The Bureau
of Yards and Docks is completing the plans for
tho only drydock authorized by Congress at the
late session, that Intended for the nnvy yard at
Puget Sound. The borings for the structure are
now beinjf made at the Uromerton establishment,
the location of the dock being near the present
dock. The plnn<s. which have not yet been approved

as to general dimensions, willbo among the largest

in the world. The length will be 7"0 feet, and the
depth 37 feet. Hitch Interest attaches to tha
dock on account of the flewrls likely to be made
upon the structure and th»- yard shops by return-
ing vessels of tho Pacific and Asiatic stations.
The friends of the Mare Island Navy Yard are
fearful that it means the withdrawal from that
yard of much of the work which has always gune
to Vallfjo. The completion of the big dock itt
Kremorton will place the navy yard there on a
secure footing, and will add greatly to the valu«»
of the plant for naval repair work.

NO PASSENGERS OX TRANSPORTS.— The
army transports will hereafter be used only by

those who are connected with the naval and mili-
tary services or those who are golr.g abroad on
official business. Requests for transportation from
other sources willbe denied, by order of the Secre-
tary of War. He finds It necessary to adopt a
strict rule, and this week the War Department was
obliged to deny the request for transportation made
in behalf of certain Sisters of Charity who wished
to go to Manila and Guam. It is found that no
exception can be made la tho cases of such appli-
cants, despite the work of humapity upon which
thoy are engaged. It is held that unlrss the appli-
cants are of the service or are going abroad upon
public biißincss or some errand connected with the
Koveroment. there is no authority, un;l«-r existing
law. for tho granting of the privilege desired.

NEXT YEAR'S MIDSHIPMEN.—The class of

1907 at tho Naval Academy willhave three gradua-

tion days, the first of which will take place on

September 12. when will be sent to sea those
midshipmen who have attained more than 73 per

cent for the so-called second term, that from
February to May, and who have also made at least

73 per cent in the entire academic work. The next
graduation will take place in February, when
willbe graduated those who made 78 per cent in

the period from October to February. It is ex-

pected there willbe few, if any. graduates on that
occasion, for tho reason that those who can coma
up to the requirements will be able to make the
graduation In September. The third graduation
will take place InJune. Itis unusual to have three
graduation dates for one class and it 13 without
precedent to have any part of a class graduate
as early as September. The reason tor it was to

raise the standard of emclenoy and stimulate
rivalry, and at the same time get the young men
to sea at as early a date as possible to meet the
demand fcr naval officers on board ship. Tne
academic authorities, however, remain opposed
to the system which graduates the midshipmen
ahead of the usual June closing.

This Investigation is not to be a perfunctory
effort, as some newspapers have tried to make it

searching Inquiry, in an earnest endeavor to find Ifa criminal conspiracy exists In the ice business In
this city.

Bernard Karseh. foreman of the grand Jury,
flatly contradicted tho report that the Jury had been
convinced of th> absence of any conspiracy in ad-
vancing the price of Ice, and would abandon the
Investigation. After a long conference with Judge
Kosalsky Mr. Karseh said:

Grand Jury WillProceed Against
All Companies Alike.

Not satisfied with the evidence adduced so far by
District Attorney Jerome in the ice investigation, it
was said last night the grand jury will personally
examine witnesses when it reconvenes next Monday.

Jury on Wednesday, called on the District Attorney
on Thursday and gave him additional evidence, tha
character of which, it is said, has not yet been im-
parted to the grand jury. The jury has decided to

summon Mr. Oler to appear again and give to
the jury direct all the information he has furnished
tho District Attorney.

Federal Investigation fox Trust and
Railroads Back of It.

Toledo, Aug. 10.—The lo?al Ice trust and the rail-
roads alleged to bo back of It willbe investigated
by tho federal authorities. Mr. Clements, Inter-
state commerce commissioner, and possibly Com-
missioner Cockrell, will be here next Tuesday for
that purpose. The Investigation will be conducted
by Luther M. 'Walter, special agent of tho com-
mission.

and position." There was a saving clause ln-

ted against "trlflers and agents." McClelland
was struck by this saving clause. He thought

the New York widow must, after all, be the real
thing. He wrote; she replied. Then he came on
to see her, at No. 323 West 82d street. A butler
bowed him into a lavishly furnished drawing

room. A moment later the reality, the New
York widow, appeared. McClelland forgot the
good old Quaker town. He hung on every word
that fell from her lips.

She told him her husband was dead, and that

his estate was then In course of settlement. Sho
was lonely, McClelland declared; had $10,000 a
year Income, and all that was needed to make
her happiness complete was a man. McClelland
purchased an engagement ring of her selection.
It cost $500. He went back to the Quaker town,

written by Bishop Lawrence— is a hoax. BishopLawrence, of Massachusetts, never wrote it, ami
knows nothins about It. it is the work ut' some
demented or mischievous person.

The "endless chaiu" movement evidently was
started last May, when several persons In different
parts of the country received the following com-
munication:

PRAYER CHAIN A HOAX.

One man stood at the door while Quinn pro-
ceeded to ransack the rooms.

Mrs. Hilt Identified him without any difficulty
as the man who had robbed and assaulted her.
He was arrnigm-d yesterday morning- in the Jef-
ferson Market court, and hold in $3,000 bail for
examination on August 15. The police say
Quinn was arrested In 1594 for burglary, and
served a year in the penitentiary.

Bold Robbery.

With the arrest of John Quinn, known to the
police also as Williams and l\yan, who said he
lived In Jersey City, one of the moat daring and
brutal robberies that have occurred in this city
for years was brought to light yesterday. Ac-
cording to Inspector Mclaughlin, of the. Central
Office, Quir.n visited the home of Mrs. Wllhel-
mina V. Hill, at No. 262 West 94th street, on
the evening of July 11, in company with an-
other man. They posed as detectives, anl by

thU rune outwitted Mrs. Hill, who was unable
to account for the visit of Central Office men to
her home, but allowed them to enter her apart-
ments, as their "make-up" threw her off her
guard.
