London, Aug 11.—"In view of the evidence

Lords, appointed to Inquire into and report on |
what steps should be taken by the deposit of |
fund§, or otherwise, to provide adequaté se- |
curity to thé RBritish policyholders in life insur- |
ance companies which have their chief offices
outside of the United Kingdom, but carry un;
business in this country, sums up its finding. |
The committee found an almost unanimous
opinion among the leading British actuaries and l
life insurance managers against compelling. for- |
#ign companies to deposit funds for the security |
of British policyholders, thelr reasons deing
that it would be contrary to the- principles ml
regard to insurance companies which had hiﬂ'ler- i
to prevailed in Great Britain; that jt would vio- |
Jate the principle that the whole-of the funds |
of an insurance company should be available for
the claims of all policyholders allke; that Xt’:
might lead to reprisals on the part of foreign |
governments; that it might lcad the public lo:
belfeve that the solvency of the companies mak-
ing the deposits was guaranteed by the Bov- |
ernment; that such deposits might seem to imply !
& statutory basis for valuation, the teivlency of |
which might weaken rather than strengthen the
reserves, and that such deposit of securities
would appear to give an unfair advantage lo‘
British subjects holding policies in- a foreign |
company, while under such a 1imited state of !
lupér\'ision it was doubtful whether the policy-
holders would be as we!l protected as they are
by control through publicity and the freedom
which exists in regard to British companies. |
This evidence, according to the report, infuced
the committee to recommend against forelsni
eompanies being required to make deposits. i
'  The report says that, although the committee |
cannot recommend that any obligations be |
placed on foreign companies to which Brlt}sh
- companies are not lable, in its opinion foreign |
“companies should be placed, as far as possible, |
in the same position as British companies. They
should be made, as far as possible, to comply
‘writh the requirements of the Life Insurance |
Companies’ act of 1870, which insures a full !
measure of nublicity of the accounts of the
British life insurance companies and gives am- |
ple legal remedies to policyholders. ‘
Some amendments to the act might be made, |
in view of the great increase in the insurance |
business. The deposit of $100,000 which thei
act makes obligatory on the part of any' new |
company, foreign or British, prevented the for-
mation of *“mushroom companies,” but under
the act it is permitted to withdraw this de-
posit as soon as the premiums amount to $200,-
O0). The committee was aware that $100,000
would be of little use to meet the liabilities of
large companies, but it felt that if this amount
deposited could not be withdrawn it would af-
ford an absolute guarantee to the policyholders |
of being always able to proceed against com-
panies in the courts of this country. The com-
mittee therefore recommended that every com-
pany should be required tv maintain this de-
posit of $100,000 permanently, as long as its
policies continued outstanding in this country.
The committee also felt that the appointment
of British trustees 10 act for foreign companies
was high'y deshiable, ot only in the interest of |
policyhoiders, but in the interest of the com- |
panies themselves, The committee believed
that experience had proved that the best means

RUSES OF THE REBELS.

Military Secrets Obtained—Deceiv-

ing the Peasants.

Kharkoff, Aug. 11.—There have been frequent
cases 1 the central provinces of revolutionary
agitators, wearing the uniforms of alds to the
Emperor, going through the country announcing
to the peasants that the Emperor had decrced
the distribution of all land, but that the nobles
and landlords were preventing the news from
reaching the peasants, and instructing them to
take what the Emperor had given.

A still bolder fraud has just been exposed here
which {llustrates the decepiions to which the
revolutionists are resorting in order to get the
military secrets of the government. Some time
ago a man appeared at the headquarters of the ,
commander of the Kharkoff gurrison, represent- |
ing himself as Lieutenant Pojotsky, aid to Gen-
eral Sukhomlinoff, commander of the military |
district of Kieff, in which Kharkoff lies. He
presented what purported to be an officlal docu-
ment authorizing him to transmit orders regard-
ing the disposition of the troops. The com-
mander of the garrison received him with the
greatest attention and turned over for Inspec-
tion all the officlal military documents. For
several weeks “Lieutenant Pojotsky” was en-
tertained by the officers. He departed with full
military honors. Later, in the course of cor-
respondgnee with General Sukhomlinoff, it was
discovered that the man was an lmposter. In
consequence of this the commander of the gar- |
rison here has received a scathing reprimand, !
and general orders have been issued from the
‘War Department warning garrison commanders
to beware of similar tricks. A landed proprietor |
mourns the loss of $S.000 which he loaned to the |
dashing young “aid to General Sukhomlinoff.”

VIOLENCE UNCHECKED.

Anarchy in Poland—More Trouble
in Baltic Provinces.

Warsaw, Aug. 11.—An iIncredible state cf af-
fairs reigns at Wursaw and Lodz. The inhab-
ftants are at the mercy of bandits, anarchists
and terrorists. Murders and robberies, reports
of which are not published, occur daily. The
authorities apparently are powerless. At Lodz
this morning six anarchists attacked a German
factory owner aind his clerk who were returning
from the bank, shot and killed both, and escaped

OCTOBRISTS’ 'PLATFORM.

More Power for Parliament—A
General Suffrage Plank.

Moscow, Aug. 11.—At the seeslon of the cen-
tral committee of the Octobrists to-morrow, at
which the platform committee will present a
new programme on which the party expects to
appeal to the country at the coming elections,
the progressive drift wiil be recognized by pro-
posals for general suffrage, direct in the cities
and in two stages in the country, and the en-
largement of the powers of parliament to in-
clude a revision of treaties as well as a discus-
sion of loans, taxes and concessions. M. Shipoff,
former Finance Minister, will also propose the
reorganization of the Council of the Empire, or
upper house, as an advisory body, with no legis-
lative powers. The platform will take a nega-
tive attitude on the proposal for a general ex-
propriation of land,  mentioning only a division
of State, Crown and Church lands and an ex-
tension of the activity of the local commissions.
It will recommend the abolition of the coms-
munal system and all special laws, in order to
place the peasantry on an equal footing with the |
other classes; improvement of the condition of |
the workmen and restricted autonomy for non-
Russians, and* will declare that the enactment |
of a measure providing free education should be |
the first care of parllament. |

The police have discovered in a neighboring |
village a secret printing establishment of the !
Revolutionary League, where the Viborg and
Terloki manifestoes to the army and navy have
been printed. The police also captured three
bombs.

It is learned that among the members of the
revolutionary committee recently arrested in
Moscow was Mme. Efrenoff, who is said to have |
been the chief of the central organization of the
Social Revolutionists and Peasants’ League of
the Moscow district. PFifty workmen agitators
were expelled yesterday from Moscow.

DUE TO RUSSIAN UNREST.

Granting of Persian Constitution
Explained in London.

London, Aug. 11.—A Perstan official here, in
an interview to-day, said that the granting of a
constitution to Persia was one of the effects of
the Russian upheaval.

The news of the Russian struggle had long
been the subject of discusision in the bazaars of
Persia. The economic distress In that country
also played no small part in creating the desire
for some measure of political freedom, which
the Shah had long dgsired to grant, but who re-
frained from so doing on the advice of the late
srand Vizler, Ain-ed-Dowleh, Since the latter's
dismissal the Shah has had the more enlight-

ened advice of Mushir-ed-Dowleh, who is known
for his liberai tendencis. While the clergy |
heretofore have opposed a constitution, both as |
the direct representatives of the Prophet and of
the large landowners, it is believed that they
will welcome the formation of a national council,
as they wil! be largely represented.

Mambers of -the Persian colony in London who
attended the legation this afternoon were offi-
clally informed of the Shah's decision, and a tel-

! egram of congratulation and thanks was dis-
| patched to the Grand Viazier.
