HITCHCOCK COLT BEST.

Gallavant Wins Travers—Racing
b Between Showers at Saratoga.

[By Telegraph to The Tribune.]

Saratoga, N. Y., Aug. 11.—Thomas Hitchcock,
ir’s, Salvidere, a son of Belvidere—Sally of Na-
varre, won the rich Saratoga Special of $15,000
here to-day, beating many ot the best two-year-
olds of the season. Far out of it in the early
»art, he-closed with a remarkable burst of speed
through the stretch and, catching McCarter a
hundred ‘yards from home, won going away in
the fast ¢ime of 1:122-5, which is within two-
fifths of a second of the track record made by
Ravena on Friday. .

It was a brilliant performance and one which
stamps Salvidere as about the best two-year-old
of the season. He was a slight favorite in the
betting over the Keene pair, Peter Pan and
Ballot, and as he came rushing through the
last sixteenth every person in the stand stood
up and shoutedsand cheered in a perfect frenzy
of enthusiasm. =

The Newcastle Stable’s McCarter ran his best
race, and finished second, three lengths before
the Keene pair, which fought it out for third
place. Back in the ruck was the $45.000 De
Mund, which made the running for five furlongs,
together with Charles Edward, Rockstone and
Prince Fortunatus.

R T. Wilson, jr.’s, Gallavant won the Travers
Stakes of $7,500, beating Mchawk II. and Reid-
moore, the only other starters, in hollow fashion,
while Alfar took the North American Steeple-
chase.

Miller, the jockey, came back to his own and
had a regular field day. He rode four winners
and one second out of five mounts. He han-
dled Ginette in the first race, was second with
MeCarter and then rode Gallavant, J. C. Core
and Geranium to victory. Four favorites won.

The crowd was bigger, if anything, than on
the opening day last Monday. The clubhouse
balecony was gay with handsomely gowned
women, and there was none too much room for
comfort. The grandstand made one think of a
Suburban Handicap day at Sheepshead Bay, as
not a vacant seat could be seen. The field in-
closure was fairly overrun, and altogether the
attendance was conservatively estimated at 15,-
000 persons.

The weather was capricious and the races
were run between showers. Those who saw the
rain come down in sheets this morning were
surprised to find the track fast for the first
race. The showers did not affect the going
until the horses went to the post for the Trav-
ers Stakes, when a miniature deluge quickly
converted the track into a sea of mud.

James R. Keene, John Sanford, Herman B.
Duryea, the Newcastle Stable, owned by Andrew
Miller, Blair Paintor and Frank C. Bishop: Paul
J. Rainey, Swvdney Paget and Thomas Hitch-
cock. jr. were represented in the Saratoga
Special, which is the sporting stake of the rac-
ing season. Mr. Keene had two subscriptions
and started Ballot and Peter Pan, which were
coupled in the betting at 9 to 5, while Salvidere
was post favorite at 3 to 2

The conditions called for a subscription of
$1,000 each, half forfeit, subscribers to name
three horses by May 1 and only one to start for
each subscription. The Saratoga Racing As-
sociation added gold plate 1o the value of $2,500,
while the subscription, which amounted to
$15,000, all went to the winner. The distance
was six furlongs.

Salvidere was purchased by Thomas Hitch-
cock, jr.. at the dispersal sale of W. Harry
Brown's stable for $3,700 at Brighton Beach
three weeks ago to-day. Since §hen he has won
four stakes—the Montauk Stakes, worth $3,580;
the Brighton Junior Stakes, worth $11,750; the
Winged Foot Handicap, worth §2.300, and the
Saratoga Special to-day, worth $15,000. This
1= a total of $32.630 on an investment of $3,700.
Many good judges do not hesitate to proclaim
Salvidere the hest two-year-old of the vear, and
Mr. Hitchcock was warmly congratulated on all
sides after his colt’s victory to-day.

The previous winners of the Saratoga Special

were Mohawk 11, Sysonsby, Aristocracy, Irish
Lad and Goldsmith. John E. Madden saddled
Salvidere for the race, and also trained Aris-
tocracy and Irish Lad when they won. Sewcll

handled Salvidere to-day, and rode a well judged

Mace.

Mohawk 11, the two-yvear-old hero of last sum-
mer's Saratoga meeting, made his first appear-
ance of the year in the Travers Stakes, but met
with defeat. He was favorite at 7 to 10, Gai-
javant did neot lack for followers, however, and
closed at 13 to 10. Ben Hodder was scratched,
and Reidmore, the only other starter, was the
extreme outsider at 50 to 1.

The horses went 1o the post in a driving rain,
and were so fractious that the starter had
trouble in getting them to face the barrier. When
he gave the word Gallavant got some two lengths
the worst of the break. Miller 100k him right
up to Mohawk II. however, rounding the first
turn, and for a mile the two three-vear-olds
raced head and head and stride for stride.
Rounding into the streteh, condition began to
tell on Mohawk II, and Gallavant drew away and
won galloping by eight lengths. Reidmore was
beaten off.

Alfar won the North American Steeplechass
for the Bonnie Brook Stable, beating Delcanta,
$iylas and four others. The stake was worth
$3.200 and $500 in plate to the winner. It was a
spectacular ¢ from end to end as the field ran
in close mnmny most of the way. Kassil, the
second cholce, came to grief at the Liverpool the
first time around. Terry was picked up in a
dazed condition, but escaped with a bad shaking
up.
pﬂylas. the favorite, was soundly beaten at the
far turn, but hung on well, and had no trouble in
earning third money. Mackey Dwyer, a stable
companion of Alfar, was going easily, when he
made a bad bobble at the third jump from home.
Owens, who rode Delcanta, claimed a foul
against Alfar, but the stewards, after hearing
the report of the patrol judge, dismissed it with-
cut even sending for Davidson.

Eleven horses went to the post in the first
race, a selling affair for three-yvear-olds and up-
word, at seven furlongs. Ginette and Rebo were
played almost 1o the exclusion of the others,
and the first named closed a strong favorite,
backed down from 8 10 5 to 11 to 10. Miller haad
the mount. He waited patiently behind Edna
Jackson to the last furlong pole, when he gave
Ginette her head and she came away and won
easily in the fast time of 1:25, which is within
one-Afth of a second of the world's record, held
Jointly by Halifax and Sir Lynnewood.,

Ginette won so easily that it looked as if she
could have made a new mark if she had been
driven out. Memories closed strong and beat
Rebo for the place, while Edna Jackson found
the distance too far and stopped. Fort Hunter,
a one time high class horse, broke down on the
far turn, and Sewell had to pull up and dis-
meunt.

J. . Core and Geranium, both at cdds on in
the betting, won the fifth and sixth races, re-
spectively. Both revelled in the going, and won
easily after making all the running. J. C. Core
svas bid up to $2.000 by Frank Brown, who ran
second with Loring in the fifth race, but was re-
tained by his stable. The colt was entered to he
sold for $1.500.

SWIMS FAST.

Large Crowd Attends Metropolitan |
A. A. U, Championship.

C. M. Daniels, the world's champion swimmer,
who made a fine record at the Olympic games
at Athens, and also swept everything before him
in England, signalized his return by winning
the 100-yard race for the Metropolitan cham-
pionship, held under the auspices of the New
York Athletic Club at Travers Island yesterday.
Incidentally, the young human fish broke his
own record for the course of 1 min. 34 sec., by
four-fifths of a second. /

Eight men, all members of the New York Ath-
letic Club, plunged off the float simultaneously
when the pistol started them off in the contest.
Using his now famous stroke, the champion soon
took the lead, and repeatedly looked around to
see if any of his competitors were near enough
to give him a race, which showed that had he
been hard pressed he would undoubtedly have
clipped off a second or more from the present
record. When near the finish Danny gave up the
crawl stroke and continued on his way, using
the trudgeon, which is considerably slower. The
large number of persons who watched the races
were made up of many members of the fair
sex. They were thoroughly drenched by the
several heavy showers. Their spirit, however,
was not dampened, for they gave Daniels a
royal send off when he crossed the line an easy
winner. L. 8. Crane and L. B. Goodwin had a
hard fight for second place, the former winning
by a narrow margin.

Fourteen swimmers started in the 440-yard
handicap, with Daniels on scratch. His com-
.yetitors had big handicaps, ranging from eight
to twenty-two seconds, the latter mark being
held by L. B. Goodwin. Daniels soon cut down
the big leads, but his previous work had tired
him, and he eventualiy “took things easy.”
Goodwin gradually drew up among the leaders
and followed the pace set by 8. H. Voshell until
fifty yards of the finish, when he drew away
with comparative ease, and won with plenty to
spare. Voshell and Ray Mulvy had a desperate
struggle for second honors, which went to the
former by a length.

In the 100-yard novice race Cecll Arthur, un.
attached, was graduated from this class by
cleverly defeating a fiell of twelve. H. Cas-
pary, unattached, led the way for the greater
part of the distance, but was passed by both
Arthur and Sidney H. Parrott, of the Twenty-
third Street Young Men's Christian Association.
The time, 1:18 3-5, was exceptionally good for a
novice race.

Thomas O'Callaghan, of the New York Ath-
ietic Club, who had been practically invincible
heretofore in all local diving contests, met de-
feat by his club mate, Walter Lee. The verdict
of the judges placed the men on almost even
terms, with the odds slightly favoring Lee.
Willam Bechtold, of the West Side Young Men's
Christian Association, was awarded third honors.
Each man made six dives—front, back, somer-
s.aun and three special plunges. This is the first
time that O'Callaghan has been defeated in some
time.

BRITISH KICKERS LAND.

PLAY HERE

Crack Corinthian Football Club of
London Reaches Montreal.

Beginning with the match at Montreal yester-
day, the team of the Corinthian Football Club,
of London, the crack organization devoted to the
Association style of football so popular in the old
country, will spend a little more than a month
in North America, playing in the Dominion of
Canada until August 23, and then crossing the
border and playing at Chicago, Detroit, Cleve-
land, Philadelphia, New York, Provi-
dence and New Haven.

The Corinthian Football Club was founded in
1882 by N. L. Jackson and a few other enthusi-
asts, who contended that such an organization
was essential in order that candidates for inter-
national matches could practise together. Eng-
land, in the nine years preceding 1884, lost eight
matches to Scotland, and in the subsequent nine
seasons England lost two—forcible testimony
to the ability of the Corinthians in these great
events since the inception of the club.

One of the finest English elevens sent against
Scotland was that of 1886, when nine Corin-
thians and two Blackburn Rovers took the field.
In 1894 the English team against Wales was
composed entirely of Corinthians, who won by
0 to 1. Provincial tours are regularly arranged
at Christmas and Easter, and occasionally a tour
is made to the Continent.

The first South African tour, in 1897, produced
twenty-one victorles ani two drawn games, with
a total of 113 goals to 15. The second tour, in
1903, produced the same record with the addi-
tion of one defeat, and 72 goals against 18. The
record for last season was eighteen won, two
lost, and three drawn. The likelihood, there-
fore, of any North American elevens getting the
advantage of such finished artists is extremely
slim. g

The visiting team, which will appear here in
New York on September 6 and 8, is captained
by C. Wreford Brown, who will be remembered
in connection with the visit of Lord Hawke
and his cricket team. Captain Brown is re-
puted to be one of the finest halfbacks ever seen
on the football field, and has plaved first class
football for twenty years and is still able to
hold his own. He is a brainy player, with won-
derful judgment. In 1898 he played for Eng-
land against Scotland. He was also captain of
the Oxford elaven and is now a London solicitor,
The players with him are all stars.
