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More than 2,000 Children *Trans-
ported to and from Country.

Fifty-eight different towns, scattered through
five different states, received the children sent out
last week by the' Tribune Fresh Air Fund. Alto-
gether these children would have formed a small
army of 1,176. Scattered as they are, they are not
only filling themselves with the health and strength
which come to them in the country, but they are
acting the part of missionaries for the good of
Fresh Air work in the future. In some towns the
interest in Fresh Afr work is kept up entirely by
the children themselves, who give entertainments
and bring the work before the people in other
ways.

In Middletown and Goshen, where the people pro-
vide for the entertainment of twenty-five convales-
cent children for the summer, the boys and girls
Bave an entertainment last week that netted more
than $50. 1t was at first proposed to give it only in
the afternoon, but, by special request, it was re-
peated in the evening, and the hall was crowded.

Those places to which the 1,176 children sent out
last week went are: Interlaken, Mass.; Shokan,
Arkville and Ardsley, N. Y.; Milton, Conn.; Sche-
nectady, N. Y.; Chapel Hill, N. J.; Fairfleld. Conn.;
Tenafly, N. J.; Union Springs. Skuneateles, Fulton,
Newark, Port Leyden, Collinsville, Lyons Falls,
Glenfleld, Lowville, Turin, Heuvelton, Rensselaer
Falls, Carthage, Deer River, Mammsville, Franklin,
Oneonta and Bainbridge, N. Y.; Belleville, Allens-
ville and Mattewanna, Penn.; Hadlyme, Conn.; Lord-
ville and Stroudsburg, Penn.; Mamakalon, Clayton,
Middlesex, Rochester, Boonville, New Windsor,
Warwick and Chatham, N. Y.; Noga, Mansfield
and Covington, Penn.; Shongo, N. Y.; Allentown,
N. J.; Olean, N. Y.; Nelson and Lawrence, Penn.;
Franklinville, Pheenix, Weedsport, Union Springs,
Sennctt, Cato, Pennellville and Auburn, N, Y.
