OATHS FOR ARMY USE.— The War Department
la going after a young woman who acts as notary
public at Conop«. N. Y. Recently the army officer
who Is on duty at Albany as recruiting officer was
ordered to the former town to take a deposition of
a witness In the case of an alleged deserter nn
trial at Fort Jay. Under the regulations the offi-
cer could have administered the oath himself and
saved the government all expense. He did not re-
member this, apparently. At any rate, he fell Into
the error of most officers on similar duty and be-
lieved It would be necessary to employ a notary
public. The Incident would have been of little im-
portance, because the legal rate of payment for a
notary InNew York Is onty 12 cents. In the case of
the young woman at Cohoes. however, the charge
was 92 SO. and it Is to this excessive rate that the
War Department Is disposed to take formal excep-
tion. Correspondence willbe entered into with the
Cohoes notary, with a view to adjusting the charge
to something nearer what ts understood to be the
legal rate In the state. In the mean time another
effort will be made by the military authorities to
get army officers to realise that they have the
right, under certain circumstances, to administer
oaths. They represent the court martial on certain
occasions, such as that when the recruiting officer
went to Cohoes to see the witness, and at such
times may take depositions without employing a
regular notary.
