A friend of General Jiménez's said ygsterday
that there was little doubt of the accuracy of
the Cape Haytien dispaich that hostilities had
broken out in Santo Domingo, as there was
general dissatisfaction with the adminstration of
President Caceres and trouble had been long ex.

This person sald also that the object of the
| uprising was to return General Jiménez to the
Presidency. whence he was ousted by a revolu-
tion. While the veteran will not contribute to
the insurrection anything other than his moral
support. it was said that he would again assume
the Presidency if his party should be victorious.

Although the statement of General Jiménez
that he is here “on business” stands uncontra-
gicted, it might be worth mentioning that Gen-
eral 1. Berroa Canelo, one of his supporters, in
an Interview with a Tribune reporter about two
months ago, announced the general's coming.
General Berrca Canelo said at the time that
there was 10 be held In New York a conference
to consider wahya and means for the overthrow
of President Caceres, and that General Jiménez,
ex-President Carlos Morales and Francisco J.
Sanchez, former Minister of Foreign Affairs,
would be here to take part in the conference.

A dispeich received here while General Jimé-
nez was at Ponce said that he had arrived in
Santo Domingo and assumed command of the
revolutionary forces. This can now be officially
denied.

Tells General Skallon to Put Down
Anarchy in Poland.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 19.—A call to an une
compromising war with terrorism and revolution
in Poland was sounded in the imperial telegram
of congratulation to Governor General Skallon
of Warsaw on his escape from the bombs of
would-be assassing at Warsaw on Saturday.

In this telegsram Emperor Nicholas, after
thanking Divine Providence for saving the Gov-
ernor General's life “for me and Russia,” con-
tinues: “Do not be discouraged: be resolute in
the battle with insensate anarchy and sedition.”

Under present conditions in Poland it will be
difficult to execute the imperial will, as the po-
lice have practically been driven from the streats
of the Polish eapital, and the prevailing military
measures are believed to be inadequate to cope
with the revolutionists.

Hence the text of the telegram is regarded
here as indicating the intention of the Emperor
to strengthen the hands of General Skallon or
his successor by furnishing more troops. em-
powering the use of sterner methods than hith-
erto were permissible, and the formation of a
special ministry to take over the government of
the Polish provinces.

It is stated that the Pacific squadron will be
formed again in the autumn, when practically
all the available ships of the Baltic squadron—
the Czarevitch, the Slava, the Gromboi, the
Bogatyr and the Rossla—will be dispatched to
the Far East.

The grand manceuvres at Krasnoyve-Selo have
practically come to an end with the departure
of the imperial personages. Part of the troops,
including the Horse Guards, already have broken
camp and returned permanently to St. Peters-
burg.

HOLD WARSAW BILONDES.

Police Corral Light Haired Girls to
Find Bomb Thrower.

Warsaw, Aug. 19.—The revolutionists, who on
Saturday attempted to assassinate the Governor
General adopted a strategem to induce him to
leave the palace.

A few days ago a revolutionist, disguised as
an officer, appeared at the German Consulate,
quarrelled with the vice-consul and boxed his
ears. Owing to this incident, the Governor Gen-
eral was compelled to visit the vice-consul and
offer an apology.

Meanwhile the revolutionists had rented a
flat near the vice-consul's residence, and when
the Governor General's carriage appeared they
threw bombs at it

The police, having been informed that a light
haired girl threw the bombs, arrested all the
light haired girls in the neighborhood. Never-
theless, the miscreant was not captured.

FLOODS FOLLOW STORM.

Western Pennsylvania Suffers —
Johnstown District Tied Up.

Pittsburg. Aug. 19.—Reports received here
from points in Alleghany and peighboring
countles indicate that great damage has been
done by a storm that passed over Western Penn-
sylvania late this afternoon and to-night. Tele-
graph and telephone communication was inter-
rupted at many points, and the full extent of the
damage is unknown. .

Railroads suffered from washouts, and many
delays resulted. At Suterville, near West New-
ton, the tracks of the Baltimore & Ohio and the
Pittsburg & Lake Erie were partially washed
away. Part of Suterville is reported to be under
water, in some places fifteen feet deep. No lives
are reported to have been lost. The storm
failed to strike Pittsburg, but seemed to circle
around it.

From all points crop damage appears to be
heavy. At Kittanning several buildings were

struck by lightning and destroved, five bridges
were washed away, and Garrett’s Run, a small
stream, rose twenty feet in fifteen minufes. At
Scottdale streetcar traffic was suspended and the
residents were forced to take refuge on the sec-
ond floors. Through the Sewickley Valley, near
Greensburg, the storm swept away a number of
bridges, mines were flooded and three dwellings
were destroved by lightning, with an aggregate
loss of about $15000. Part of the Sewickley
branch of the Pennsylvania Railroad is reported
washed away.

Johnstown, Penn., Aug. 19.—A heavy rain-
storm here to-day flooded Moxpam, the fash-
jonable section of the city, and caused thousands
of dollars’ damage. Streetcar traffic was tled up
for two hours. Many of the streets to-night are
two to three feet deep with water, and the Cone-
maugh River and Stony Creek are rising rapidly.
The business district is safe.

Barns, hundreds of outbuildings and seeveral
bridges in the outlving districts have been car-
ried away. The Johnstown passenger railway
company tracks are covered in places with from
three to four feet of debris. One car was swept
from its tracks by a sudden swirl of water from
a mountain side and in less than two minutes
the water reached a foot above the car floor.

Hundreds of wagons loaded with fruit and

vegetables from the nelghboring gardens lay
along the roads, while their contents are scat-
tered promiscuously along the valley in the hill
slope section. g

Postal Inspectors End Lottery Scheme in
Connection with Town Lots.

By advertising a chance to win one of three
houses, valued at $3.500 each, with c-ver} $30 lot
sold. McGruder sold to buyers from New York to
California. Few of the lots were worth more than
$10, and up to yesterday, when the postal In-
gpectors e~t down on the scheme, no houses had
been won.

Niagara Meeting Ends.

Harper's Ferry, W. Va. Aug. 19.—The second
annual meeting of the Niagara Movemeht came to
& close to-day with religious exercises and a ser-

mon by the Rev. G. Frazier Miller. An address
to the country was read. It says, in part:

The men of the Niagara Movement, comi: from
the toil of the yw'f hard work :'nﬂ nuiln‘ a
moment from the earni of thelr Mﬁ; bread,
turn toward the nation an again ask. in the name
of ten million, the privilege of a hearing. In the
last year the work of the Negro hater has
flourished in the land. Stri of verbiage and
subterfuge and in its nak nastiness, the new
American creed says: ‘“Fear to let black men
even try to rise, lest they become the equals of
the white.”

In details our demands are clear and unequivocal.
First, we would vote; with the right to vote goes
everything; freedom, manhood, the honor of your
Wwives, the chastity of your daughters, the right to
Wwork and the chance to rise, and let no man listen
to the liars who deny this. We want full manhood
suffrage, and we want it now, henceforth and
forever.

ond—We want Ciscrimination in public accom-
modations to cease. Separation in railway and
Street cars, based simply on race and color, is un-
American, undemocratic and silly. We protest
nin_.lmt all such discrimination.
nird—We claim the right of freedom to walk,
talk and be with them that wish to be with us.
No man has a right to choose another man's
friends, and to attempt to do so is an impudent

ege.

Fourth—We want the laws enforced against rich
as well as poor; against italist ns well as la-
borer; nst white as well as black.

“SAND HOGS” DEMAND MORE PAY.

Employes of Belmont Tunnels Give Company
Until Saturday to Consider.

John Howard, walking delegate of the Com-
pressed Air Workers' Union, went into the work-
ings of the Belmont . Tunnel from Forty-second
street to Long Island City yesterday afternoon to
see how the organization of the caisson men was
succeeding. Much to his surprise he found that
ninety of the “sand hogs"” had gone on strike, de-
manding an increase in ‘fay from 8 to 850 for
eight hours In the 25-pound pressure section, and to
87 in the 32 and 35 pound pressure sections.

At the request of the New York Tunnel Company
the union, which was. not prepared for the strike,
granted the company until Saturday to make an
answer. If the reply is unfavorable a general strike
gn all the Belmont tunnels will probably be or-
lered.

According to Thomas Curtis, the walking dele-
gate of the Rock Drillers’ Union, the strike or-
dered two weeks ago is still in progress, and the
whole Manhattan end of the contract is tied up.

PRACTICE MARCH FOR CADETS.

West Pointers to Solve Tactical Problems
in Mountain Battles.

West Point, N. Y., Aug. 19.—The battalion of
cadets will begin a week’s practice march to-mor-
row in the mountains on the east gide of the Hud-
son. This march, introduced by Lieutenant Colonel
Howze, when he took command last year, has be-
come part of the regular summer course. Numer-
ous problems have been formulated by the tactical
department, and sham battles will be fought daily,

The miniature army consists of the battalion of
cadets, the fleld artillery and cavalry detachments,
a supply train and a mule battery. Lieutenant
Colonel Howze will be in command, with the ca-
dets of the first class acting as officers of the vari-
ous companies.

Senator Culberson Voices Demand of
Brownsuille Citizens.

Brownsville, Tex., Aug. 19.—Major A. P. Block-
son, U. 8. A., inspector general of the South-
western Division, arrived to-day to investigate
the recent outrage committed by federal Negro
soldiers of the 25th Infantry, stationed at Fort
Brown.

Typewritten coples of all the testimony taken
by the citizens’ committee last week were turned
over to the inspector general, who will resume
his inquiries to-morrow at the fort.

While it is believed that no further trouble is
likely, for the present at least, the citizens of
Brownsville are as determined as ever that the
Negroes shall not remain at this station, and
they purpose to continue to bring pressure on
the federal government to remove them to some
other fort.

Dallas, Tex., Aug. 19.—Following a further ap-
peal from officers and citizens of Brownsville,
United States Senator Culberson to-day again
appealed to the War Department for prompt in-
vestigation and immediate action in the situa-
tion at that city. He sent a telegram to-day
to General Ainsworth, of the War Departmagt,
urging telegraphic communication with the com-
manding officers at the post and the removal of
the Negro troops from Fort Brown, deeming
this the only means to bring peace. His tele-
gram to the War Department follows:

Dallas, Tex., August 19, 1906
General F. C. Ainsworth,

War Department, Washington.

Since the receipt of your telegram of yester-
day officials and citizens of Brownsville have
wired me again that there is danger of further
riot and bloodshed at Brownsville unless the
Negro troops are immediately removed. I re-
spectfully suggest that the department could
within a day get a telegraphic report from the
commanding officer at Fort Brown as to condi-
tions there, upon which action could be based.
Please wire what the people there may expect.

SEVEN KILLED IN WRECK.

Freight Ploughs , Through Work

Train Near Johnstown, Penn.

Johnstown, Penn., Aug. 19.—Plunging through a
blinding rainstorm at the rate of forty-five miles
an hour early to-day a fast freight train on the
Pennsylvania Raillroad crashed into a slowly mov-
ing work train at Sang Hollow, killing seven and
seriously injuring seven others of the work train
crew. Three of the Injured probably will die.

The crew of the freight made an attempt to res-
cue the men in the cabin car, but the doors were

€0 battered in the wreck that entrance was im-
possible. It was some hours before it was found
out how many were dead. Four men were dead
when taken out. The others died after being taken
to a hospital.
When the wreck had been cleared away it was
found that part of the last car on the work train
been thrown 150 feet up a hill at the point
of thé wreck, and one set of the trucks had been
hurled In an opposite direction seventy-five feet
into the river.

Some years ago the several roads established an
age limit for all new employes. This limit has been

abandoned. Advertisements are appearing in all
local papers for brakemen and conductors. Wages
have n advanced and every effort is being made

to Increase the working forces before the heavy
fall rush.
