The play, although the programme fails to note

It. ts founded upon Edward 8. Van Zile'a amus-
ing etory, "Clarissa's Troublesome Baby," which
was first printed serially in a magazine, and after-
ward published with other tales based upon the
transmutation of personalities. In a book entitled
"Perkins, the Fakeer." The plot has been largely
changed in order to "accord with the conventions
ot the drama," but the fundamental situations are
the same, although the motive Is different.

The central figure in the farce, as in the story. Is
the baby. He is the one-year-old infant of Captain
and Mrs. AUenby, and the mother, not satisfied
with the souls she has acquired by and through
marriage, has become a "soul hunter." The soul
hunters aro a band of excitable dupes of a Russian
imposter. named Vronsky, who pretends to occult
powers. Captain Allenby's Idea Is to kick him
downstairs, when, on the baby's birthday, he dis-
covers that, contrary to his wishes, the soul hunters
are to hold a seance In his house. His friend, Alec
Howard, however, who has been successful in ex-
posing the pretensions of similar fakers, prevails
upon tho captain to let him try his hand with
Vronsky. He is inspired with a plan upon recog-
nizing the close resemblance between ths baby and
his assistant, a dwarf. Allenby disappears with
the real baby, and a message is mysteriously re-
ceived by Vronsky that Allenby has thrown him-
self into the Thames on account of nls wife's be-
hF.vlor, but that his soul will come back to her In
some unexpected form. Tom Pennyman, the dwarf.
then takes the place of the baby, and proceeds to
set the household, mother, nurse, butler and soul
hunters, by the ears. He demands roast beef and
whiskey, smokes cigarettes, makes love to his
mother and bedevils the Russian occultist. By the
time that Captain Allenby returns with the real
t-aby his wife is content to accept the souls she
has already In their original forms.

The movement of the piece is brisk, as that of a
farce should be, and the situations were amusing
enough to keep up a continual ripple of laughter.
Edward Garratt, who took the part of the dwarf-
no assumption of a character Inhis case— won the
hearts of the women with his looks and those of
the men with his manners. While the play has
been carefully fitted to his capabilities, these are
sufficiently striking to carry off his. impersonation

of the baby endowed with the soul of a man with
excellent spirit. The other characters, enacted by
the company which originally produced the piece
in London, vere all cleverly rendered. A- G. Poul-
ton as the baby's maternal grandfather and Dora
Hole as the hysterical nurse had the best oppor-
tunities for funmaklng, and were equal to their
work. Helen Robertson as Mrs. Allenby and
Athol Stewart as the captain were also effective.
Welcome, "Little Stranger"!

Minister of Foreign Affairs Will Start for
Lota To-day.

Santiago, Chili. Aug. 27.—The Minister of
Foreign Affairs announced in an interview to-
day that, in company with Mr.Hicks, the Amer-
ican Minister to Chili, he would leave Santiago

to-morrow for Lota, three hundred miles south
of Valparaiso, to meet Mr. Root, the American
Secretary of State, and his party. Inaccordance
with Mr. Root's expressed desire the Chilian
government will receive him without display.
The Minister of Foreign Affairs added that no
formal programme for the reception of Mr. Root

has been arranged, and that If there is any

demonstration it willbe entirely spontaneous In

character.

General Ramlres, of Argentina, followed,
reviewing the work of the conference, predicting
good results and expressing tha appreciation by

the delegates of Brasil's entertainment- Seftor
Rlquelme, of Chill, read a messase of thanks
from the President of Chill for the conference's
resolution of condolence on account of the recent
earthquake.

A ball at the Foreign Office followed the ses-
sion. The delegates are departing. The Ameri-
cans, except Mr. Polk, willgo by way of Europe,
Mr/Polk sailing; direct on Saturday.

Copyright Chen erg to Try to Stop
Production of Puccini Operas.

That the new Manhattan Opera Company, una"er
the management Of Oscar Hammers will pro-
duce Puccini's two well known operas, "La Bo-
hlm«" and "La Tosca," this season is very un-
likely, it was learned yesterday. For some days

Mr. Hammersteln has been endeavoring- to obtain
the scores of the operas, to begin rehearsalß, from
Gecrge Maxwell, the New York agent of Rieordi &
Co., of Milan, the owners of the copyrights of tha
operas. He has been unsuccessful, and has learned
that the sgent holds that no contract has ever been
entered into, and. therefore, the operas cannot be
produced.

Mr. Hammersteln has openly charged that, while
Helnrich Oonried has obtained a contract, he haa

done 6o only to injure the new opera company. Mr.
Hammerstein wrote to the firm of Dittenhoefer,

Gerber & James, the attorneys for Mr. Maxwell,
demanding x\\% scores and insisting that there had
been a verbal contract.

"We never replied to Mr. Hammerstejn,** I. M.
Dittenhoefer said yesterday, "as we did not con-
sider |t worth while. As a matter of fact, we asked
Mr.Hatninerstein to produce any contract he had
and end all the trouble, but he can't produce any-
thing"

"Will you attempt to stop him from having the
operas produced?'" Mr.Dittenhoefer was asked.

'•We certainly will, and will succeed. We are
preparing affidavits now to be seat to Italy for
Ricordi & Co. to sign. We have lots of time, and
will not bring any action until the latter part ai
September, which would elve Mr. Hammerutein
time to substitute (something else and not have
his theatre closed^ , ...

"We will proceei against Mr. Hammerstein in
an action of order to enow cause why an injunc-
tion should not iseua. He has no caee at all, and
cannot possibly produc* the operas."

Mr Dittenhoefer was informed that Puccini
would probably' be in New York to rehearse his
operas for the Metropolitan Opera Company. Mr.
DJtteßhoe'er said that was all right.

"Puccini has no more to say about his operas
now than you have," Mr. Dittenhoefer continued.
"Some time ago hs sold th© entire rights, produc-
tion, copyright and all, to Rieordi tt Co. VntU r<>-
oently Boossy & Co. were tbe New York agentE."

George Maxwell, the N««w York agent, who dlf-
ferx from Mr. Hammerstein regarding a contract,
