RUSSIAN CONSUL SHOT AT TIEN-TSIN.
Tien-Tain, Aug. 29. The Russian Consul here,

XL Laptev, was shot in. the stomach to-day by
a Russian concession contractor named. Levin-
iky, who fired four times at the consul and hit
kirn once. The shooting occurred at the Rub-
sian Consulate. The contractor was arrested.
His victim is in a dangerous condition.

It Is a significant, perhaps ominous, evidence of
tli« changes in the popular idea of the legislative
function to note the vastly Increased range of sub-
jects with which our utatutes now deal. They are
becoming largely—too largely. I think-merely ad-
ministrative and regulative; establishing rules for
the direction and control of business activities;
drawing lines of separation between that which Is
and always was permissible and that which shallno longer be so; establishing boards and commis-sions, and providing for a scrutiny which more
and more pries Into affairs that once were sup-
posed to pertain exclusively to the individual pri-
marily interested. All this i« more or less irritat-
ing, for the shrinkage in Individual liberty Involved
in It hurts. But It Is folly to suppose that modern
life can go on with Its ever increasing complexity
and legislators be dumb and silent.
Ido not believe In lalssez falre. and yet, as we

well know, a very large number of statutes are
enacted for no reason whatever except to gratify
the ambition of some legislator to have his name
attached to a law. Every act passed adds more or
less to the individual "shrinkage" of which Maeter-
linck speaks, but often without any corresponding
advantage to organised society; and undoubtedly
the citizen gets the worst of the bargain whenever
this happens.
Ishall not believe that the great volume of leg-

islation enacted by the last Congress was in»pired
by a mere wanton lust of power. Ithad baok of It
something higher and better than that—an earnest
desire to deal with conditions not very well under-
stood and a conviction that the time had come
for doing something. The development of the
state and of the Institutions that collectively com-pose it In steadily proceeding: but how about the
units? The one thing that we otight all to work
for Is to prevent the obliteration of men. The dan-
ger of to-day is that the best and most promising
of our youths, "the expectancy and rose of the fair
state." will he swallowed up. ground up In the
wheels of a relentless, insatiable mechanism that
neither knows nor cares. What we may r\n to rec-
oncile individual right and individual freedom with
the assured certainty of increasing legislation we
must An as lawyers and still more as American
citizens. And nut of It all. step by step, we shallgo forward, maybe, to better things. But. anyway*• shall go forward.

STATES AND COMMERCE.
John J Jenkins, chairman of the Judiciary Com-

mittee of the national House of Representatives.
spoke to the question. "Can Congress Transfer to
the States Its Power to Regulate Commerce?" His
discussion dealt largely with the proposal to give
th" states power to exclude from their bounda-
ries any article which they might wish to. notably
liquors or tobacco. He said. In part:

The law Is adequate to remedy the evils com-plained ofi-but the law is not enforced, and astrong sentimental appeal has been made and Isbeing made to Congress to aid the states on theassumption that the federal government Is standing
in the way of reform, preventing the states from
properly enforcing the law; that the states want to
enforce the law, but cannot because the federalgovernment protects the shippers of Interstatecommerce.

The protective power of the nation extends over
Interstate commerce from the time It begins com-
mercial transit, and remains with it continuously
until it reaches the consignee or is sold or be"-
comep a part of the great mass of property In the
state. This power or Congress Is to be found in
the Constitution and decisions of the Supreme
Court, and these are as much a part of the law
as the Constitution itself.

The power of Congress to exclusively regulate
interstate commerce and foreign commerce Is
vital to the prosperity and permanency of the
I'nion. To allow the legislation of IS9O to remain
upon the statute books and further amend It will
weaken us with foreign nations, for the product
of the foreign importer willbe subject to the law
of the state of arrival, and It wir. I<^*nroy foreign

s well as interstate cor^mewr*).

Excessive Legislation and Weak
Prosecution Discussed..

Lawyers from nearly every
state in the Union met here to-day at the twenty-
ninth annual convention of the American Bar As-
sociation. Several matters cf great importance will
be considered. A warm debate Is expected when
the committee on Insurance law presents its report.
Federal supervision over insurance Is favored by a
majority of the committee, who. in their report,
hold that insurance Is Interstate commerce. A
vigorous minority report willbe sent to the associa-
tion, attacking the theory that insurance is Inter-
state commerce and can be regulated by the federal
government.

Rome G. Brown, president of the Minnesota State
Bar Association, welcomed the visitors at the be-
ginning of to-day's session. He introduced George
R. Peck, of Chicago, president of the association,
who delivered the president's annual address. Mr.
Peck's address contained a summary of the Impor-
tant legislation of the last year, both In the national
Congress and In the state Legislature. Itdealt at
length with the enactments of Congress on the
subject of railway rates and pure food, as well as
the trust legislation of the national government. He
said, in part:

Artist and portrait painter, who died yesterday.

the son of Francis' Marshall, a Scotchman, who
came to this city to get employment as a stone-
mason and founded the contracting firm of Mar- !
shall. Bates & Co., which built the Custom House j
in Wall street, the Astor House and many other !
large buildings of the city many years ago. After
attending a public school near his home In Varlck
street several years. Mr. Marshall went to Chicago I
and remained there until he was seventeen. Com-
ing back to New York at that age. he obtained em-
ployment as an engraver In a watch case factory. |
but In a tow years he tired of engraving geometri- j
cal designs on watch cases and began to try his
hand at steel plate engraving in his spare time.

An application for an apprenticeship in a bank*
note company was made on his behnlf by. Cyrus
Duranrl, an engraver, in ISS», when the Buchanan-
Fremont campaign was attracting much interest
in the city. The banknote company declined to
consider the application. At Mr. Durand's sugges-
tion, young Marshall in his spare time made a steel
plate engraving of Buchanan, and Mr. Durand sold
It to the company as the work of an unnamed en-
graver for %W. Mr. Marshall then engraved a
portrait of General Fremont, which the company |
readily bought for $80. Th« banknote company was !
told that tt>e engravings were the work of the
youth who had failed to get an apprenticeship with :
the company. The- result was that Mr. Marshall |
obtained a good position with the company and be-

'
came its best engraver. I

Soon after the outbreak of the Civil War Mr. i
Marshall went to Paris to study painting, in which !
he had dabbled a little. He had become known !
favorably as the engraver of Stuart's portrait of !Washington and of Elliott's portrait of James ;
Fenimore Cooper, his engravings of the Washington j
portrait having a wide circulation. Two or hispaintings in Paris were accepted for exhibition In !
the French annual exposition of art in 18M. He re- '\u25a0
turned to this city immediately after the assas- :

Two
brigades of troops have been ordered to the
scene. Official circles fear an extension of the
strike to other great cities. The government Is
making preparations to meet the situation.

OPPOSITION TO DEAGO DOCTRINE.

MANY rASUALTTES AT rAXTANDEK

Important Questions for the Coming
Congress at Liverpool.

Liverpool. Aug. .».—Representatives of the or-
ganize Ilabor of Great Britain will assemble here
September 3 for the thirty-ninth annual Trade
Union Congress, and will continue in session for
five days. A proposal Interesting to Americans
favors "the passage in Great Britain of a home-
stead act, such as exists in the United States, ex-
empting a reasonable amount of household goods
from seizure."

The great body of organized labor seems to be
strongly in favor of a purely secular system of
education, and the education bill introduced by the
present Liberal government does not go far enough
to suit the labor interests.

There will be resolutions against militarism and
In favor of international arbitration. May 1 as
Labor Day, old age pensions applying to both
sexes at the age of sixty years at th« rate of at
least 5 shillings a w<*ek, national ownership of
all railways, canals, mines and minerals in the
Cnited Kingdom, the founding of a labor news-
paper, the certification of all men in charge of en-
gines and boilers and the examination of appren-
tices from time to time, to see if they are being
efficiently Instructed.

The congress will also be asked to vote on a
resolution involving reform in the procedure of
Parliament. At present all private members' bills
pending at the close of the session die. regardless
of the progress they are making ineither the House
of Lords or the House of Commons. The reso-
lution will pronounce in favor of the abolition of
this system and the substitution of one under which
private members' bills may be carried over to the
subsequent sessions and eventually put to a vote.
Itis also expected that the Russian situation will

be- considered and that the congress will put itself
on record In favor of responsible government In the
disturbed empire.
