TO INSURE DEPOSITORS.

New Departure to Provide Against
Bank Wrecks and Failures.

The insuring of bank deposits, a process by which
the depositor is assured of his money for a slight
payment, though banks may fail and cashiers ab-
econd, appears to be the newest branch of the
surety company's fleld. Two companies in this
city have taken up this line of business within the
last three months, and it seems likely that others
will follow

First In this new flield was the Fidelity and Cas-
ualty Company, which about three months ago
sent out circulars offering to assure the payment of
the amount of any bank account to a trustee, firm
or individual depositor within ten days of satis-
factory proof that the bank nad failed to pay the
entire amount on demand. The surety company
then takes over the claim of the depositor, and re-
ceives whatever the failed bank subsegfently may
pay on that account. The charge is fixed on each
$1.00 of the account This venture, which grew
out of the branch which most casualty and surety
companies have for guaranteeing the payment of
state or city funds on depesit, has met with mueh
success. (onsiderable business has been written In
the last few days in Philadelphia and Chicago,
where the memories of the Real Estate Trust Com-
pany and the Stensland bank fallures are sull
fresh.

The Amerigan Bonding Company, of Baltimore,
has taken up this branch ot work, als>. This con-
cern limits the amount of bonds, save In special
cases, to cover a deposit of §5,000. Its charges are
fixed on a sliding scale.

TO WATCH P. I. ROADS.

Railway Expert To Be Appointed to
New Imsular Office.

The latest act of the Philippine Commission re-
ecived here creates the insular office in the De-
partment of Commerce and Police of Supervising
Rallway FExpert, at a wearly salary of §24,000,
Philippine currency, or $12,000 in the money of the
I'nited States. The place will be filled by the
Governor General of the islands with the advice
and consent of the Philippine Commission To
whom this plum will fall has not vet been an-
nounced.

The place is created in connection with the bulld-
ing of the Philippine rallway system, bids for
which were recently let, and much of which wiil
be constructed under J. G. White & Co.,, of this
city.

The supervising rallway expert will be a gov-
ernment official, with offices and clerical staff, as
well as sssistant engineers, draftsmen, etc, to
be assigned to him by the Director of FPublic
Works, and to be pald for, as well as his own sal-
ary, from insular appropriations 1t is specified,
however, that he shall keep an account of the ser-
vices which he and the employes assigned to him
perform, in order that the government may be in a
position to make charges against railroads con-
structed under guarantee, as provided for by a pre-
vious act of the Philippine Commission.

The executive order creating the place assigns
the duties of the supervising rallway expert as
follows:

To advise the Secretary of Commerce and FPolice
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in regard to any concession or extension of con-
cessions, If they be asked for by companies, firms
or individuals proposing to construct rallways in
Philippine Islands, whether the traction is by
steam, electricity or other motive power.

To supervise the construction and operation of
all raflroads being constructed or operated in the
Philippine Islands, with a view to seeing that they
comply with the terms of the concession from
which they receive their privileges and with the
laws of Congress and of the Philippine Islands
governing such enterprises

To supervise in particular the construction of
rei'roads upon which Interest of bonds is guaran-
teed undor authority granted by the terms of the
act of Congress approved February 6, 1905, It shall
| be his duty to determine the nature and quality
'o! all expenditures and to see that they comply
with the terms of thelr respective concessions in
2!l respects, and no bonds shall be Issued or cer-
tified us provided in Sectlon 4 of the act of Con-
gress approved February 6 1905, until written cer-
tification i made to the Governor General through
the Seeretary of Commerce and Police by the
supervising railway expert that he or his duly
authorized representative has examined the line
upon which seid bonds are to be issued and the
books and accounts of the company, and that the
construction has complied in every way with the
terms of the concession. Provided, however, that
