MILLIONCUBANBULLETS.

Big Cargo of Cartridges Stozced

Controller Metz has had mman for three months
tryir.jr to gather figures on the number of cars
the city railroads own. Including the various

kir.ds of can«. He has be<*n trying to find a way

of eetillng the debt of about three million dol-
lar? the sirett railroad companies owe the city

for some years. The car companies used to pay
about ninety thousand dollars a year on a tax

of about fiuy dollars a car. but think tfctj tax
ehould be for the average number of cars a day.
Instead of having every car they own taxed,
whether it be run out of th<s bam or not. Th*
Controller is inclined to thir.k ther« la some
reason in thtir calm, and has been collecting

the figures to s?e what the companies actuaily
own and how much they have been paying.

His great trouble was finding out Just how
many cars the companies had. Then he had to

find out the franchise under which each com-
r*u.y acquired i;a right of running nnd the
license f»-e cf each. Tha Third Avenue Railroad
Company has an old franchise which enables it
to run its huge carp, as big as any built, for $U-"»
a car. while even the little "Jiggtrs" of the Dry

Dock. Avenue D and East liroadway horsecar
lines are charged S-5 a. car.
