High Prices for Butter, Eggs and
Fish—Fruit Cheap.

A visit to the September markets is not cheer-
#ng to the impecunious person. Everywhere one
bears about soaring prices, until it looks as if
the poor New Yorker would have to get off the
face of the earth altogether,

The worst feature of the case is the costliness
of butter and eggs. These two indispensable
staples are said to be higher in price and poorer
in guality than for ten years, and they are still
going up. The reason for this is said to be the
extreme heat and humidity of last summer.
The heat is disasirous to eggs, as under these
conditions an egg is not new-laid after two days,
and in four or five days is old.

The best butter was quoted yesterday in Ful-
ton Market at from 25 to 30 cents a pound, 3%
oents more than last year at the same time, and
eggs were 24': to 55 cents, 2 cents more than
Jast year. Cheese shares in the advance of but-
ter, and ordinary American cheese is 16 to 17

|TUNNELS NEARLY MEET

i'
UNDER THE EAST RIVER.

iRoad May Be Operated by Next
| February.

George B. Rice, chief engineer of the Rapid
Transit Commission, at the first meeting of the
board after the summer vacation, held yester-
day afternoon, said he expected that the head-
ings of the East River tunnel would meet be-
fore the end of the year and that the road would
be ready for operation six weeks later,
does not mean that the Fulton street or Flat-
bush avenue sections of the subway in Brook-
Iyn will be ready at that time. No offlecial
announcement of the time it will take to com-
plete this part of the work was given, but an
engineer who is not connected with the board,
but is famillar with the work, sald it would
probably take until June or July.

The four years which were allowed to the
| Rapid Transit Construction Company to com-
plete the Brooklyn tunnel and subway expire
next Tuesday. No application has been re-
ceived for an extension of time, and Mr. Bur-
rows, secretary to the board, was instructed to
communicate with August Belmont, president
of the construction company, calling his atten-
tion to the expiration of the time and the clause
ifn the contract which says that 1 per cent
‘sha: e deducted from all payments made for
work completed after September 11, 19086,

A communication was received from the City
Club objecting to the construction of more ele-
vated tracks and making suggestions for a
comprehensive development of the subway sys-
tem. The City Club suggests that 14th street
be made the centre of the subway system. It
suggests a line from the present subway down
14th street to Ninth avenue, to Greenwich street,
to Liberty street. Crosstown lines at Grand
and Canal streets are suggested, the former
connecting with the Willamshurg Bridge and
the latter with the Manhattan Bridge. The
City Club also advocates another East River
tunnel at 14th street, coming out at North Tth
| street in Brooklyn and running down Driggs
| avenue to Bedford avenue, and thence to La-
fayette avenue, and down the latter street to
connect with the present subway in Flatbush
| avenue. It also suggests a subway from the
Borough Hall station of the present Brooklyn
subway down Montague street and under the
| river to connect with the Greenwich street sub-
| way at Liberty street, Manhattan.

were particularly Interested in the proposed con-
nection between the Brooklyn and Willlams-
burg bridges, but Chief Engineer Rice sald it
will be ten days before the report on the varifous
ways of making the connection is completed.
| He had been asked to prepare plans and esti-
| mates of cost for the elevated connection and
| other feasible connections.

Controller Metz, who had just come from a
conference with President Winter of the Brook-
Iyn Rap!d Transit Company and Vice-President
Bryan of the Interborough Company, told the
commission that the Brooklyn Rap!d Transit
Company was willing to do anything that would
| relleve the congestion of the Brooklyn Bridge.
| He saild that the Interborough was anxious to
have more tracks to bring its Second avenue
trains down to the City Hall, and he thought
it would agree to the double decking of its
line for the cars of the Brooklyn Rapid Transit
Company {f it could also get Its Second
avenue cars to the Brooklyn Bridge station, He
also said that the Interborough company was
anxious to get a franchise for a third track, and
was willing to take a temporary franchise.

Chief Engineer Rice presented the following
| report on the East River tunnel:
’ The work has advanced during the summer

months, but all four headings are at present
elther entirely or partially in rock, and this has
necessarily retarded progress. In the north tun-
nel on the Brooklyn side the quality of the rock
1s improving and permits of better progress than
obtained heretofore; the borings Indicate that
this rock will disappear within
feet, when softer material will be encountered.

In the south heading,
months behind the north
enough rock cover to insure
rence of the blow-outs of last June,
sulted In considerable loss of tlme.

The distance between the Manhattan and the
Brooklyn headings is about 720 feet in the north
tube and 863 feet in the south tube, Of this dis-

Work in Fulton street has been in progress for
a little less than twe yvears, and for the greater
part of the distance for less than a vear.

Early in April of last year, when it appeared
likely that the structure in Fulton street and
Flatbush avenue would be enlarged from a two-
track subway to a four-track subway, which
would also provide for a connection with future
routes, the work on these portions was sus-
pended, except in such minor locations as would
not be affected by the contemplated change. At
the present time conslderably more actuai work
has been done than would have been required
by the entire section if completed on the « rig-
inal lines. Nearly $2.250.000 has been added to
this contract by the additional tracks in Flat-
bush avenue, and much of this cost is due to the
necessity of undermining buildings along the
line of the tunnel and supporting the elevated
raflroad structure

There is every Indleation that Fulton street,
from Boerum Place to Hanover Place, will be
temporarily repaved and generally from
] subway obstructions by December 1 next, with
the possible exception of the sides of the Hovt
street station, necessarily delayed on account of
the peculiar construction of the place.

The progress of thls work has been unprece-
dented. In volume it has been very large and
it has been well managed. No sim!lar work, not
even excepting the Manhattan-Bronx subway,

which was very nearly completed in contract
time, has been pushed as rapidly as is being
done in Fulton street. Everything now tends

to the completion of the main part of Fulton
street before the holiday season begins.

Mr. Rice also presented a report on the prog-
ress of ventilating the subway. He said that
the openings in vault lights and introduction of
gratin which wera completed on July 24, had
added M) square feet of effective openings
for air at the statlons. Of the fourteen air
chambers to be put in between the stations, two
at Duane street had been put in operation. Four
others were practically completed Mr. Rice
sald that the ecooling plant at the Brooklivn
Bridge station had proved successful. After it
had been in operation for fourteen hours the
temperatura in the station had been reduced
seven degrees, down to the figures on the street

TIE-UP WORSE THAN EVER

' Railroads Almost Uneble to Handle

Returning Vacation Rush.

With the possible exception of last Saturday and
Monday, when passengers either went away or
were returning from the Labor Day holidays, con-
| ditions at the Grand Central Statlon were worse
vesterday than they have been In the memory of
the oldest employes. The rallroads were not only
absclutely unable to handle passengers on incoming
trains anywhere near on time, but even outgoing
tralas starting from the terminal were away behind
time. As for the handling of baggage, yesterday
scored probably one of the worst fallures of bag-
gagemen that the New York Central and New
York, New Haven & Hartford have ever encoun-
tered.

It has been a frequent occurrence for baggage to
be piled high along the concourse, where the In-
coming trains arrive, but to have passengers de-
barking from trains forced to walk in single file
along long lines of trunks, which stood like rows

of gigantic cornstalks in their thway, was a
| new experience for travellers. K‘l‘o several of
i the walks leading to the concourse EEAg0 Was

piled higher than the tallest man.

One of the reasons advanced for the unusual
failure to handle baggage is the unprecedented re-
turn of New Yorkers on Labor Day, and, in fact,
on every day since then.

CAUGHT THROUGH DECOY

Maid of Wealthy Family Accuses
Alleged Matrimonial Srtindler.

An alleged matrimonial swindle was alred in Part
I, General Sessions, before Judge Rosalsky yester-
day afternoon. The defendant, Ernest Paul, who
eays he is a hotelkeeper at Millville, Penn., has been
indicted on the charge of grand larceny of $1.000.
The complainant 1s Miss Rosa Kelrser, a seam-
siress and mald for a wealthv family in Fifth ave-
nue. The case was not finished yesterday.

Miss Kelrser saild that last April she saw an
advertisement saying that an owner of a hotel in
Pennsylvania desired a housekeeper, “intentions
matrimony.” Miss Keirser said that she answered
the advertisement, and receilved a letter asking her
to meet the writer at the Grand Central Btation
here. She met the man, who sald that he was Paul
and that he had a hotel at Millville. Later he told
her, she said, that he Intended to lease a hotel iIn
40th street, New York, for $20,000. At the next
meeting Paul pro marriage to her, and sald
that she could take charge of the hotel in this clty
and he could devote his time to looking after his
other interests.

In May Miss Keirser met Paul again. He sald
that he needed $1,000 to close an option on the 4th
street hotel. According to miss Keirser, she drew
the $1.00 from a saving fund and gave it to Paul.
He left her and sald he would return to Milville
that night.

Miss Kierser added that on the same night, after
giving Paul the money. she received a telegram
from him stating that his hotel in Milville was on
fire. The next morning, she says, she recelved an-
other message from Paul stating that the hotel
had been burned to the ground and that it would
be some time before he could get to New York
again. She also said that Paul had falled to send
her a judgment note for $1,000, which he had prom-
ised.
