ADVOCATES PHONETIC SPELLING.

Minister Says President’s Action Confers a
Boon on Rising Generation.

To the Editor of The Tribune:

Sir: T cordially approve of President Roosevelt's
order to government officlals to spell 300 words in
accordance with a system of orthography approx!-
mating pure phonetics. A pure phonetic alphabet

pursuing for the last two years, it was alleged,
other entorprises in the Borough of The Bronx
and elsewhere had been held up, preventing the
immediate employment of thousands of work-
men.

How
Incomparably better is it to change the orthography
of the following sentence: “Though the tough cough
and hiccough plough me through™ to ““Tho the tuf
cof and hicup plow me thru. Nine-tenths of
those who object to the Roosevelt improved speil-
ing of the 30 words must belleve with Lord
Shaftesbury that “Ridicule is the test of truth,” as
they assall the reformed spelling with ridicule and
ignore argument.

Why not spell phthisic thus, tizik? Why not omit
all sllent letters? Why not adopt a purely phonetic
system and spell all words as they are pronounced?
“Use and not derivation is the law of language.” A
Greek scholar will know that tizik, if spelied In
that form, is derived from the Greek language
without the unnecessary “phth™; if he is not a
Greek scholar he will not know, even with the ald
of the phth, that it is derived from the Greek. Our
eminent lexicographers mourn over the fact that
the orthography of the English is “unphilesophical,
barbarous and uncouth beyond that of any lan-
guage under heaven.” The editors of Webster's In-
ternational Dictionary thus express their disap-
proval.
