The disqualification of Dlnna Ken In a race at

Sheepshead Bay last week for slight Interfer-
ence with two other horses In tha first six-
teenth, emphasized once more the necessity oS
so amending the Rules of Racing: that the stew,

ards may ha'"© some power to pass on the merits
of a foul, and not simply decide whether a foul
has been committed. Hal lens; ago Thomas
Hitchcock. Jr., proposed the addition of the fol-
lowing:paragraph to Rule 108:

Reckless and dangerous horsemanship or lack
of tonslderation for the safety of others may h«punished by tine or suspension without the dis-
qualification of the horse.

Thi3 change was to have been acted on at th&
meeting of the Jockey Club last week, but no
report of It was made, and In all probability It
was tabled. Such a rule would have fitted the
Dlnna Ken case exactly^as well as the Prince
Hamburg case the week before, and the Dis-
obedient disqualification at Saratoga. Koerner
deterred punishment for reckless riding on Dln-
aa Ken. but the colt was s«» plainly the beat that
to disqualify him wan a distinct and unfair
hardship on those, who had wagered on hU
chance-*. Under the present rule- th« stewards
had no recourse when a foul was claimed and
substantiated, but if Mr. Hitchcock's amend-
ment had been In force they could have u»<<i
their Judgment as to what bearing the foul had
on the result of the race, and act- d accordingly.
A foul which prevents a horse from winning. in
the opinion of competent Judges, should be cause
for disqualification, but interference which has
little or no bearing* on the result, as was plainly
so In the cases of Dlnna Ken and Disobedient,
should be otherwise provided for.

Inspite of the earnest request by the stewards
of the Coney Island Jockey Club that owners
and trainers advise the secretary of all starter*
In stakes on the preceding days, several have
not heeded It. This Is cause for regret, as
the addition of starters at the last minute cause*more or less confusion and leads to much fault-
finding on the part of racing folk. It is hope.|
that the stewards of the Brooklyn Jockey i:\,nh
will make the same request for th.- mating At•

ItIs safe to say that no sea-
son has ever been Invested with so much Inter-
est, as It will te a new football that will
bo played this fall, following the careful and
conscientious revision of th» rules last winter
by the new rules committee. It la hardly fair,
perhaps, to call It a new football, as It was
the constant aim of the committee to save
the game not by remodelling It.but by shearing
from It as far as possible the evil practices Into
which, it had fallen. Itwas no easy task, and
the members of the committee worked long and
earnestly with the vexed problem, as auch a hua
and cry was raised that many were for wiping
out the game entirely and substituting som^
milder form of recreation. Fortunately cooler
heads prevailed, and football was saved for the
time, at least, by so revising the rules that the-
monotonous mass plays were discouraged, brutal
and unfair tactics legislated against in a way to
cleanse the game from its most objectionable
feature and a variety added by rules which must
necessarily open up the play In permitting the
"forward pass" and the "on-side kick." Football
is not yet out of the woods and Ina certain BStsM
Is on trial. Th.> new rules appear to be all rtcht
theoretically, but itremains to be seen how they
will work out Inpractice, and consequently they
are more or less of the experimental kind. It la
likely that the rules committee will have work
to do before the game is entirely acceptable to
the radical reformers. Much will depend on the
coachers and the players, and ItIs hoped for tho
cake of the sport that they willstudy to liveup
to the spirit as well as the letter of the new-
rules. In which case football will be even more
popular than Inthe past. Itwillstill be a rough
game, a strenuous game, and those who think
otherwise will be grievously disappointed when
the teams line up this fall, but the punishment
provided for unfair methods Is such that tho
game will be rough without being brutal, and
herein a great good has been effected. Only the
games themselves will show how the changes In
the playing rules will work an Improvement, and
all those Interested In the sport are awaiting th«»
result with Impatient interest.

lenging club, which In Sir Thomas Upton's case
has been the Royal Ulster, of Belfast, and the>• w York Yacht Club could easily coma to a mu-
tual understanding to sail a race under the new
rule either with a sloop or a schooner. It is
thought by yachtsmen here that. if a schooner is
the next challenger, the Queen willbe the next de-
fender of the cup, for her performance this season
has shown her to he sneta a consistently fast vessel
under all conditions that there would be no neces-
sity to build a new defender.

v'hlle It Is the custom of Sir Thomas Upton to
visit this country at regular Intervals to Inspect his
business Interests m the West and elsewhere, his
visit at thin time hns> some elßnlflcar.ee InIts bearing
on. International yacht racing, for hU friends, both
here and abroad, know that he Intends to have an*
other try to "hit1* the America's Cup when the all-
Important Question of measurement is decided upon.
No one knows better than he that a much rr.ors
satisfactory sola of the problem can be attained
by Interviews thin by correspondence.

The rumor that he intends to challenge, with
Shamrock 111, now lyingin the Erie Basin, Is not
looked upon seriously by yachtsmen here. It is
agreed, however, that she would.bo used as a trial
boat for whatever challenger he might send out.

Itis well understod, both here and abroad, that
Sir Thomas Upton Is desirous of challenging with
a yacht built under the new rule of measurement
of the New York Yacht Club— same rule under
which the schooner Queen was constructed by the
Herreshoffs. It is also known that a certain •le-
nient In tha club Is unalterably opposed to having

a race for the Cup Balled under any rule that will
prevent the Reliance from sailing as a defender of
that trophy.

Aclause in the deed of giftof the America*! Cap

states that "these races shall be sailed subject to
the rules and sailing regulations of the club, so
far as the same do not conflict with the provisions
of the deed of gift, and without any time allow*-
anees whatever."
