STRIKE STOPS FERRIES

EIGHTEEN BOATS IDLE.

Traffic on New York and Brooklyn
Lines Suspended. '

All traffic across the East River on five lines
operated by the New York and Brooklyn Ferry
Company was tied up yesterday by a strike.
Eighteen ferryboats ceased running, and thou-
sands of passengers were obliged to seek other
means of transit. More than a score of funerals
were held up for hours on the Manhattan side,
| mnd great inconvenience was caused.

The strike, which was altogether unexpected,
was not & “regular” strike, according to officers
of the Eccentric Firemen's Union, to which some
of the strikers belong, because it was nelther
advised nor ordered by the union as a body.

The strike began about 11:30 a. m., and the
tie-up was complete by noon. The firemen only
went on strike, but their action threw idle the
pliots, ollers, engineers, deckhands and porters.
The strike was to enforce a demand of the fire-
men for an increase of wages, from £1438 a
| week to §T5 a month. No positive refusal of the
demand was made by the company, but the fire-
men, after walting for a reply for some time,
concluded that the demand was ignored and de-
clared for the strike at a meeting on Tuesday
night. The following ferry lines were affected
by the strike:

Roosevelt gtreet ferry, between Roosevelt street,
Manhattan, and Broadway, Brooklyn, four boats
weekly and two on Sunday.

Grand sureet ferry, between Grand street, Man-
hattan, and Broadway, Brooklyn, two boats.

Some of the ferryboats were in midstream
| when the strike was due, and the firemen were
| hailed by committees of the flremen, who were
| In rowboats, and told that the strike was on.
| The firemen then quit work when the boats
reached the slips.

At the time the strike went into effect there
| s usually a slackening of traffic at some of the
ferries, but, all the same, blocks occurred dur-
ing the day owing to the unwillingness of the
truckmen who were crossing to believe at first
that there was a strike.

Signs were up at the ferries to the effect that
no boats were running, and the gates were kept
closed. Some of the truck drivers were inclinel
at first to rush the gates, and it required the
efforts of the police to preserve order.

During the afternoon there were many blocks
along East 234 street and East 424 street. The
conductors on the crosstown cars in some cases
informed passengers of the strike, but took care
to collect the fares first. This, however, did not
prevent passengers in many cases from golng to
the ferries on chance of getting across,

When the rush hours came the ferries were
still tied up. The usual rush of shoppers to the
234 street ferries occurred, though all the boys
and girls along 234 street leading to the ferries
seemed to have formed themselves into volun-
teer committees and waylald intending passen-
gers, telling them that no boats were running.

A crowd of men anl women, most of them
employes in department stores, surged around
the 234 street ferries. Vehicles of all kinds
helped to make the confusion greater. Sales-
girls in department stores, who were tired and
anxious to get home, were worried at the delay
when told to take other ferries, and some of
them bhegan to cry.

There was a report last night that the fire-
men employed by the Nassau Ferry Company,
between Grand street, Brooklyn, and Houston
street, Manhattan, would also strike for an In-
crease of wages.

The other employes at the ferries affected by
the strike, it was said last night, were very
much disgusted with the firemen for striking
and throwing them idle without consulting them
I first. They will send a committes to talk with

ORDERSGENERALS HOME

War Department Will Be Ready to
Back Up Secretary Taft.

[From The Tribune Bureau.)

Washington, Sept. 19—The War Department
is asslduously heeding Washington's injunotion,
“In time of peace prepare for war,” and every
preparation possible, with the single exception of
mobilizing troops, is being made.

General Bell, chief of staff, sald to-day that
the preparations wera merely tentative, but that
it would be unwise for the department to be un-
prepared In case military action became neces-
sary.

To this end the quartermaster's department
has been buying horses and mules in the West-
ern market. and will continue to do so until a
sufficlent amount of livestock is accumulated.

General Bell to-day ordered Generals Barry
and Duvall, who are abroad attending the Ger-
man military manceuvres, to return to their re-
spective stations.

General Barry is chief assistant to the chief of |
staff and General Duvall is in command of the |
Department of the Gulf, where the troops would
rendezvous were an invasion of Cuba ordered. |
No mobilization of troops will be ordered unless |
orders are received from the Secretary of War.

The general staff has furthermore issued or-
ders for the printing of a considerable number
of military maps of Cuba to be issued to officers
in the event of an emergency. These maps were
prepared some time ago, but have not hitherto
been printed.

The general staff has dispatched orders to the
transports in the Philippines and those en route
to the United States to proceed with haste, as
they may be needed here.

General Bell deprecates the idea that the War
Department expects that there will be hostilities,
or even any necessity of sending a few troops
to Cuba. Nevertheless, he belives it only the
part of wisdom for the department to stand
ready to back up Secretary Taft's persuasive
eloquence with just the proper amount of force.

Young officers for command in Cuba, in case
the army is sent there, is the plan practically
decided upon by the War Department authori-
ties. General Frederick Funston probably will
be in command, and his chief lieutenants are
likely to be Brigadier Generals Thomas H. Barry
and William P. Duvall.

While the State Department has been informed
unofficlally of the arrival at Havana to-day of
Secretary Taft and Assistant Secretary of State
Bacon, no officlal advices had been recelved at
the department up to the hour of closing. In
fact, no communications of any nature from
Cuba were received during the day by Acting
Becretary of State Adee.

It was sald at the State Department to be un-
ltkely that either Secretary Taft or Mr. Bacon
would communicate with the department on
matters relating to their mission in Cuba. What-
ever they may have to communicate will be sent
direct to President Roosevelt, as they constitute
a speclal Presidential misslon, which is quite
independent of the Department of State.

Acting Secretary of State Adee got into com-
munication with Assistant Secretary Bacon
while the Des Molnes was en route to Havana.
The dispatch was sent from Washington to Key
West, and the wireless station there succeeded
in picking up the Des Moines at sea and com-
municating the telegram to Mr. Bacon. No
answer, however, was received.

The State Department was informed to-day by
the owner of a plantation near Santo Domingo,
Cuba, that the Cuban insurgents had seized
twelve of his horses. The telegram came from
the owner, who resides at Grand Raplds, Mich.
His name was not made public. The informa-
tion was cabled by the State Department to Min-
ister Morgan at Havana for a report.

SWEPT FROM VESSEL'S DECKS.

Captain and Seamen Lost in Heavy Gale Off
Atlantic Coast.

Norfolk, Va., Sept. 19.—The British tramp
steamer Laura, of the Pyman Line, bound from
Port Arthur, Tex., September 9, for European
ports, arrived at the Lamberts Point coal piers
early this morning, after having encountered the
terrific storm which swept the Hatteras coast
last Monday morning, and during which the
ship's commander, Captain Charles T. Adams,
and two seamen, were swept into the ocean

and lost.

The Laura, with her cargo shifted and badly
listed to port, came into the Virginla Capes
with her chart house gone, all save one of her
lifeboats missing, her bridge torn to pieces, the
steel sides of her hull bent, and her super-
structure a practical wreck. The ship showed
signs of having been worse handled by the wind
and seas than any steel ship which ever before
entered this port after a storm at sea.

ARRIVAL OF TAFT PARTY.

Cruiser—Interview

with Palma.

Havana, Sept. 19.—The Des Moines, with Secre-
taries Taft and Bacon on board, entered Havana
harbor at 7 o'clock this morning. The cruiser
came from Florida at the moderate speed of
eleven knots In order not to arrive here before
daylight.

The Secretaries had breakfast early and at 8:30
the captain of the port conveyed Sefior O'Far-
rill, the Cuban Secretary of State, and Mr.
Sleeper, the American chargé d’affaires, on board.
At the same hour Commander Colwell started
from the crulser Denver.

Messrs. Taft and Bacon had a wng, informal
and private conference with Seflor O'Farrill
Afterward they talked with Commander Colwell
and others.

At 10 o'clock the entire party landed and went
to the palace, where Messrs. Taft and Bacon
were presented to President Palma.

A fairly large crowd had assembled at the
Caballeria wharf to witness the landing, but
there was no demonstration of any sort as the
launch carrying the guests swept around the
cruiser Denver, which is still moored in front
of this wharf. The Denver's sallors were drawn
up and presented arms, and the cruiser fired a
salute as the Secretary of War stepped ashore,

The Secretary at once faced a score of clicking
cameras. Then the Mayor and the Councilmen
of Havana advanced and delivered a formal
welcome, to which Secretary Taft responded
briefly. The party thereupon entered automo-
biles and were driven to the palace. Here they
were conducted upstairs into the main hall. Those
present at the meeting with President Palma
were Secretaries Taft and Bacon, Minister Mor-
gan and Captain Frank R. McCoy, military ald
to President Roosevelt. Formalities soon gave
place to Intimate conversation and the situation
was discussed in a general way. President
Palma expressed himself particularly apprecia-
tive of President Roosevelt's attitude, that no
policy had been formulated with regard to the
future, and that President Roosevelt's repre-
sentatives were approaching their task free to
act wholly in accordance with developments.

Secretary Taft showed President Palma a
st of names—Alfredo Zayas and five other
members of the Liberal committee—which, he
sald, had been handed him by Commander Col-
well, and which he understood to be the names
of those who will be considered the official rep-
resentatives of the revolutionists. No objection
was made to these men acting Iin that capacity.

As the members of the Liberal committee were
passing the palace on their return from the Den-
ver they met Vice-President Mendez Capote and
Secretary of State O'Farrill. Both the Liberals
and the government officlals stopped and shook
hands in a friendly manner.

The conditions in the fleld are quiet, although
the situation at Clenfuegos is threatening. Gen-
eral Rodriguez sald this evening that rural
guards and militia are patrolling the entire out-
skirts and suburbs of Havana. One thousand
militia from Matanzas have been removed from
the Cabanas Fortress to Camp Columbia.

NO PEACE WITH PALMA.

Imsurgent "Agents Arrive for Pur-
pose of Pushing War.

That the Cuban insurgents are not ready to ac-
cept peace on any terms was proved yesterday by
the arrival here from Havana on the steamer
Mexico of three prominent members of the Liberal
party, who came as emissaries of the Insurrection.
These men are Vicente Roché, one of the wealthlest
men in Matanzas; Jullan Ayala, secretary general
of the Liberal party, and Octavio Zublzarreta, a
member of the House of Representatives from Ha-
vana Province. The trio came here to work in the
interestas of the insurgents, and will co-operats
with the local junta,

Seflor Roché, who is the owner of twenty-two
steamers and sailing vessels plying between West
Indian ports, declared that he will place at the
service of the rebels this entire fleet unless Presi-

dent Palma's resignation is one of the terms of
eace, if such is concluded as the result of Secre-
&r{ Taft's mission to Cuba.

“We have great confidence In Becretary Taft,™
sald Seflor Roché, “but he will not be able to
make peace if Palma remains in office. The insur-
rection is strong enough to defeat the government
army and take Havana'
