The commission has prepared for itself an
ambitious programme, which ItIs following In-
dustriously. Ithas examined tho public street
railways of Glasgow. Manchester. Leicester and
Liverpool, the mixed public and private lines
of London and the private lines of Dublin and
Norwich; the public lighting, whether gag or
electric, of Glasgow, Manchester, Leicester
Blrmlua'bjun and Liverpool, the prlvati? sys-
tems of Newcastle-oil Tyne and Sheffield and
the public and private plauta of London. Hear-
ings have been held, all sorts of publicand pri-
vate bodies have been consulted, and now re-
port* are to be prepared on what baa been
learned about plants, about the legislative his-
tory of public utilities and about the political
conditions prevailing In British and American
cities as effecting the question. At the same
time investigations are being made of the mu-
nicipal lighting plants of Chicago and Philadel-
phis. and various plants in other cities haTe
been studied.

tTUDTtVQ VUWICIPAL oWXERSHIP.
Ifa great public problem Involving social and

political theories can ever be settled by Ftatis-
U'"s. certainly the question of government own-
eitbip and operation af public utilities ought to
be settled hf the National Civic Ffd.-rati.>n. to
Judge froui the circular Just issued describing
iLe work of Its commission on public owner-
ship and operation, which ls making elaborate
studies in England aud America. There would
seem to be a fair prospect that the committees
—composed of both believers and opponents of
public operation— which are Investigating va-
rious plants will be able to agree on a com-
mon basis of bare fact -what different systems
cost and ho they compare In respect to the
sort of service which they give. It Is less to
be expected that unanimity willbe reached as to
the general lessons applicable to oar conditions
which may he drawn even from uncontroverted
facts. Ifany su«.h report is ever made, it will
indeed be remarkable, for there ls as little pros-
pect that statistics <an ever reconcile differing
opinions on thia question us that they could
really change the opinion of persons convinced
against their will regarding the tariff or the
money standard.

This Is rather erratic Ixvnocrntic doctrine, for
It conflict* with octablished Democratic prac-
tice. Horace (ireeley was nominated for the
Presidency In 1872 by a Democratic National
Convention after he had been nominated by
the Liberal Republicans. In l!«no Mr. Rrynn
was nominate! for l'resid.'iit by tho Populist
National Convention a month or nvo beforv
the Democratic convention met at Kansas City
But the Democratic delegates did not think
their honor Impugned or their self-respect chal-
lenged because an already mortgaged candidate
asked for their support In fact, the alrondv
mortgaged candidate tried to force hi* Popu-
list running mate, Mr. Towne, on the Demo-
cratic ticket, and almost succeeded iQ securing
a duplicate "Indorsement." But, however fan-
tastic Mr. Mack's late-born scruples may be,
they have put a new face on an almost hope-
less situation. With the national committee-
man's aid something may yet he saved at
Buffalo. Mr Mack has no quarrel with Mr.
Hearst's platform nnd would not be disposed
under other oin'mnHtanoes to question his right
to leadership. But etiquette must he observed
if the heavens fall, and no Democrat can bt»
recojrulied as a Democrat who willnot promise
to wear the .Teffersonlan label and forswear nil
others With Mr. Mack's assistance the Buf-
falo convention may at least vindicate the grand
aid Democratic maxim: "Letme wear the j<arty
"emblem, and Icure not who gets the neoes-
"psry votes.

\u25a0 MACK TO THE RESCUE.
After scanning tbo horizon for many anguished

days the Democratic emblem savers ! ,-.•• now
found encouragement and promise of deliver-
ance, in a totally unexpected quarter. In their
plans for checking the Hearst raid they counted
on assistance, first of all. from the rural Demo-
crats, strong In their primitive Jefferaonlanlam
and untainted with the heresies of municipal
ownership and state socialism. They had hopes

of succor from th* old Hill leaders and work
era In up-state centres like Syracuse, Rochester,

Troy, Utica and Albany. In New York and
Brooklyn they bad some expectation of coerc-
ing the Democratic bosses or persuading them
that their personal Interests were to be served
better by fighting Hearst than by dickering

with him. But'one and all they were convinced
that no good thing could come, out of Buffalo.
That city, from their point of view, had suf-
fered a violent attack of dementia. Itbad been
the hotbed of Hearstism. and both its Demo-
cratic leader* and voters seemed bent on nomi-
nating Hearst no matter at what sacrifice of
party dignity, regularity or principle. Buffalo,

itappeared, was beyond shame aud beyond re-
demption.

But suddenly, wben all was blackest, wben
the counties forgot their duty, when Syracuse.
Rochester and the other towns sulked or tunusl
to false idols, wben Murphr won In. this city in
spite of hia openly expressed Hearst sympa-
thies and McCarreu was left standing as tbe
only firm and Incorruptible pillar of Jefferson!-
aniam. a great light broke from tbe direction of
Kuffalo. A new savior of the party appeared

In the person of the Hun. Norman E. Mack.
Itemocratlc National Committeeman and for
many mon tha past one of Hearst's noisiest and
moat enthusiastic supporters. Mr. Mack, liar-
ing1 campaigned busily for Hearst and having
helped to carry the Erie County primaries for
him, has cow discovered that his activities were
all a mistake and that Heart's nomination
would be a fatal blunder. Mr. Mack's con-
science baa been touched by scruples which do
honor to his cense of responsibility to the party.

He has recalled tbe fact that as national com-
mitteeman he hi the official guardian of the or-
ganization In this state nnd accountable for its
conduct to the national imrty. He must be cir-
cumspect in walk and thought, therefore, and
It111 become* him In his representative role to
approve the nomination of a candidate for Gov-
ernor who has already had himself inconsid-
erately nominated for that offli-e by another
party. Mr. Mack evidently regards the offer
of support made to Mr. Hearst by an outside
organisation aa an Indignity put on tho Demo-
cratic party which must be swiftly and crush-
ingly resented. IfDemocratic prestige and self-
respect are to be maintained, no candidate seek-
ing or accepting outside aid can lie tolerated In
a Democratic convention.

Tbe death of Robert R. Hltt breaks another

of the ties which bind the Washington of to-day
and the Washington of Lincoln, Grant. Blame
and Oarfleld. Mr. Hltt. as a young newspaper
correspondent, reported the Lincoln-Douglas de-
bates In Illinois; under «irant's first adminis-
tration entered diplomacy, and under Garfleld
became an Assistant Secretary of State. Since
affflhe had aat in the House of Representatives,
where for many Congresses he served aa chair-
man of the Committee on Foreign Affairs.

vnr COABTIXQ STEAMSHIPS.
Itls likely to appeur that the I'reole, launched

on Wednesday at Quiuoy, Mass., in different
in many particulars from the other vessels of
the iine to which she belongs. The feature
which will probably excite the greatest In-
terest is the steam turbine engine with which
the will be propelled. Whether the choice was
made by the Southern Pacific Company, for
which she lv being built, or by Admiral Bowles,
the head of the company which is constructing
her, does nut appear, but thn decision discloses
a noticeably progress! vo spirit.

The steam turbine can hardly be retailed as
an experiment in marine practice, when the per-
formances of the Virginian, the Victorian and
the Carmania are considered. Yet in spite of
these precedents, of the accumulating testimony
afforded by railway ferryboat* In Eurc»pean
waters and of the adoption of the turbine for
the Lusitania and the Mauretania, a good many
shipbuilders remain skeptical concerning lta
virtues. The prejudice is certainly giving way,
and when the Creole Is once running between
New York and New Orleans she willundoubt-
edly assist in the work, but conservative senti-
ment has not yet disappeared.

Another peculiarity In the design of coasting
steamers which. If not quite new, is rather
uncommon, is to be observed In the vessels of .t
new Ibm wLieh ls to run between Boston and
Brunswick, < in. The first of them was launched
at Quincy about a month ago. In these the en-
gine is placed far aft. Instead of nearly amid-
ships. The smokestack occupies a correspond-
ing position, and even the pilot house is more
than three <\natters of the way back from the
stem. Such an arrangement affords a contrast
to the distribution of machinery and upper
works in most of the steamships now running
np mid dawn the Atlantic Coast, but there
is \u25a0 reaaoa for Use usage. Experience on the
<;reat Lakes is said to have shown that the
plan here described affords Increased storage
eapaettjr f«»r freight, and averts the necessity
of giving a vessel a deep draft. It ls specially
adapted, therefore, to some of the shallow har-
bors on the South Atlantic Coast. That build-
ers of ships for aeaaa service are willing to
adopt ide:is firs-t developed on the Inland seaa
of the I'nlted Srates evince* a wideawake dis-
position.

can farming methods, perhaps the most widely

quoted utterance of the year on agricultural
topics. At these great gatherings the farmer

has an opportunity to see and study the best

achievements m bis fruitful calling. The men
who attend them are far removed from the old
comic paper type of rustic, and the tendency

which they represent Is one of th© most encour-
aging In our national life.

REMEMBER THE WWW MEAT LAW.
Ifthe dealers and manufacturers who sup-

ply New York City with dressed meat find
themselves unable to carry on business after
October 1, Itwillbe their own fault. The De-
partment of Agriculture is evidently doing Its
best to prepare them for the operation of the
new law. hut they seem to be Inexcusably &low
about petting ready to comply with its rules.
If they nre shut out from their usual market
at the l.ejruinlnkr of next month, the public will
have no sympathy with them, but the consum-
ers will Maine them, and not the government,
for any inconvenienre which may arise from
a short in the local meat supply.

The 1.m.-hers and packers operating In this
city and in New Jersey and Connecticut have
escaped much of the criticism directed against
the srr..«t Western packing establishments. In-deed, a few of the local abattoirs have been
highly commended by Insjieotors for their
cleanliness and sanitary methods. The manu-
facturers of this neighborhood should not. how-
ever, on these Mints let themselves be de-
luded Into the IK-lief that the law Is not to be
rigidly applied to them. On the contrary, withpublic interest in the great establishments so
thoroughly aratified, it is almost certain that
their bad methods will be corrected, and there
la special nee.! thnt attention be given to the
smaller establishments. In which abuses inlahtotherwise be overlooked.
It is well known thai the worst packing

houses In Chicago were those which supplied
the local market. We do not believe that there
Is any such condition of affairs here but the
tendency to overlook the small dealers should
not be forgotten. The slaughter houses in theNew Jersey and Connecticut environments ofthe city will doubtless hare thorough federal
inspection, and the local authorities should beno less rigid In their requirements for slaugh-
ter houses situated within the state. The pub-
lic demand for clean and healthful food prod-
uct* has not evaporated Into thin air. and any
dealer Inmeats, whether ho Is subject to localor national inspection, will make a seriousmistake if he acts on the theory that the sub-
ject has l>een forgotten.

THE EXQLISn RAILWAY WEST.
Like the disaster at Salisbury last June, the

fatal railway a<rlu>nt at Grantham occurred ona curve where it had beon customary to reduce
the ppeod of the train. In tho first of these
cases the failure to take the accessary precau-
tion is now tillered to have been due to the
wilful neglect of Instructions by the engineer
In the second there is a possibility that the
fault was with the brakes. Should "that suppo-
sition be confirmed by further Investigation, theengine driver may be relieved of responsibility,
but the «iue«tion will then arise whether themechanical defect which led to such lamentable
results could not have been detected by efficient
Inspection.
