and -women in front of him. The crowd scatter*!as chaff In a wind. The artilleryman ran to Bat-
tery Park and the crowd followed, seeking re-venge. With a heavy piece of chain the soldier
kept the crowd at bay for a miaut* cr rwo, but th«
mob soon got to him, and ha was being beaten
when a sergeant and two marines took elm Intocustody and escorted him to Governor's Island.

General Grant said he did not koow of any ax-
rest, but that a man had been brought over to
the island who had been beaten pretty badly.

PTOLEMY'S LIGHTHOUSE.
The first lighthouse ever erected for the benefit

ofmariners la believed to have been that built by ths>
famous architect Sostratus. by command of Ptol-
emy Phlladelphus. King of Egypt. It was built
near Alexandria, on an island called Pharos. Ptol-
emy has been much commended by some ancient
writers for his liberality in allowing the architect
to inscribe Ma name instead of his own. The in-
scription reads "Sostratus. son of Dexlphanes. to
the- protecting deities, for the use of seafaring
people." This tow-»r was deemed one of the seven
wonders of the world, and was thought ofsufllclent
grandeur to immortalize the builder. It appears
from Lucl:in. however, that Ptolemy does^not de-
serve any praise for disinterestedness or. tUs score.
or Sostratus any great praise for his honesty, as it
Is stated that the latter, to engross in after Hailis
the glory of the structure, caused the Inscription
with his own name to be carved in the marble,
which he afterwards covered with lime, and thereon
put the king's name. In process of time the lime
decayed, and the inscription on the marble alone
remained.— Dundee Advertiser.
