The (kfoat of Major Wiley came af.ter a close
fight, the first Informal ballot showing that Wiley
had 119 dHesates behind him and Gottlob 117.
The second ami forma! ballot, however, reversed
the count, sn r!the result was. Gottlob, 119, and
Wiley. 117.

The fnoi ifm Major Wiley received -in in-
dorsement for Congress some nine ajjo at a con-
ference of the Xew Idea followers in Newark
was thought by many to be me of the princi-
ple reasons for his defeat.
