We do not know whether most to congratulate
Murphy, on the stoutness of his palate, his ability
to stomach the nauseous dose which frees him
from the attack of the man who plans to vitu-
perate his way into office, or the others who
have the courage to be the targets of the Slan-
derbund.

INSURANCE INTEGRITY.

We must strongly sympathize with the Ger-
man-American League of California—despits its
hyphenated name—in the resolution which it
has just adopted concerning the repudiation by
certaln German fire insurance companies of 1la-
bilitles for losses in the conflagration which
followed the recent earthquake in San Fran-
cisco. The lesgue eppeals to the imperial gov-
ernment and to the local state governments of
Germany to use all possible influence with the
delinquent companies to induce them to pay their
losses. The reception of this appeal by the
governments concerned and its ultimate effect
upon the companies may be matters of doubt.
Concerning the equities of the case and the ur-
gent desirabllity of settlement by the companies,
for their own seke, perhaps, even more than for
that of their San Francisco clients, there can
be no doubt.

There ere f¢w creatures more generally re-
garded by right thinking men with detestation
and contempt than the one that is known in
sporting parlance s & “welcher.” That oppro-
brious epithet is applied to a bookmeaker or other
bettor who absconds with the money which has
been deposited In wegers, instead of standing
his ground and paying the bets which he has
lost.

But it must be evident to
insurance compantes which refuse to make good
thelr losses that their aggrieved clients will be
strongly moved to do so.

The “welcher” takes to his heels
and vanishes from the betting ring, while the
insurance company places—but not conceals—
itself bebind a screen of technicalities with
which it strives to excuse, but which in fact

CAMPAIGN EXPENSES.

The appeal issued by the Republican State
Committea for campalgn contributions is one
which should recelve the sympathetic attention
of all citizens who are anxious to save this
state from the domination of Hearst. The Trib-
une has taken strong ground agalnst the levy-
Ing of contributions from public servants and
the use. which has until recently been universal
in both parties, of corporation mgneys to ad-
vance what corporation managers regarded as
the interesis of their stockholders. We have
also condemned the tendency to spend exces-
sive sums on campaigns, holding that lavish
habits merely provoked the demands of hang-
ers-on in political organizations and served no
good purpose.

Political campalgns, however, cannot be car-
ried on without money. Halls must be rented,
spenkers must be paid, travelling expenses must
be incurred, large postage and printing bills
must be faced, and finglly the polls must be
thoroughly manned to prevent fraud. Even
with the greatest economy and with such busi-
ness abllity as the new state chalrman undoubt-
edly has, an energetic campalgn can be con-
ducted only with the aid of ample resources.
The corporations will not be contributors this
year, neither will there be any levying on office-
holders. Every cent that goes into the treas-
ury will come from the voluntary offerings of
persons anxious to promote the party's success.
The financial condition of the Republicans aif-
fers greatly from that of the Democrats. Mr.
Hearst, having spent largely of his millions
to secure the pomination, will, of course, not
stint his outlay teo win the election, and the
Democrats have already let it be understood
that they are not financlally dependent upon the
rank and file of their supporters. Mr. Hearst
will benevolently finance his own campaign.
Mr. Hughes is not a man of wealth, nor has
he any wealthy speclal interest behind him.

Corpora-
tions naturally pick out men of ability and high
character to transact thelr business, and some
of them, wise in their day and generation, have
from time to time turned to Mr. Hughes. Some
murderers turned to Danlel Webster and Rufus
Choate to protect their legal rights, and it is
not only the privilege but the duty of members
of the bar to render such service. But, while
Mr. Hughes has thus done honorable work for
corporations, he has never had an annual re-
tainer from a corporation, and he has never been
recognized as the agent of a corporation or the
genersl representative of its interests. On the
contrary, when corporation and public Interests
have clashed he has always been found with the
public.

It is nothing less than sheer impudence for
Mr. Hearst now to attack Mr. Hughes. Less
than a year ago he was bestowing upon him the
most lavish pralse as the falthful gervant of the
people in the war on ocoyporation abuses.

THE SEPTEMBER SURPLUS.

The Treasury statement for September re-
flects the marked change for the better which
has come with economy in Congress and & more
intelligent adjustment of the government’s ex-
penditures to its income. The surplus for the

surplus in years. It exceeded by £2.300,000 the
surplus for September, 1003, and left the Treas-
ury at the end of the first quarter with a favor-
gble balance of §3,830,460. No first quarter
since the remaining war taxes were swept away
in 1002 has made so satisfactory a showing.
Compared with last year the Treasury has
gained $15,500,000 on the operations of July,
August and September, a deficit of $9,623,583
having been converted into a surplus of $5,839,-
4690. From present appearances the surplus for
the yvear will exceed $350,000,000.

It 1s notable that expenditures are being re-
duced, while receipts continue to rise. For the
quarter the government’s income has been $1359,-
803,000—a gain of $£12,800,000—while expendi-
tures have fallen from $156,638,000 to $153,944 -
000. Nearly §10,000,000 was saved In military
expenses, $6,000,000 on the navy and $4,000,000
on the army, and the draln of Panama Canal
expenditure has now been cut off. Frugality in
appropriations and care in administration have
egain put the Treasury on a solid footing, and
it will easily be kept there unless the next ses-
slon of Congress develops an unexpected and
unjustifiable tendency toward extravagance.

APPROVE TRIBUNE EDITORIAL.

Officials Likely to Move to Make Army and
Navy Discharges Easier.
[From The Tribune Bureau.]

Washington, Oet. 8.—The suggestion made in an
editorfal published in The Tribune on Monday
that something should be done to make honorable
discharge from enlisted service in the naval and
military branches of the United States service less
difMcult has greatly impressed the authorities. It
fs already proposed to restors to the enlisted men
of the navy and marine corps the right to purchase
their discharge, a privilege withdrawn from them
some time ago on the advice of soms one In the
Navy Department, whose identity !s not estab-
lished. The law authorizes such a privilege, but
no marine or bluejacket has beem able to get out
of the service except by way of favor, requiring
Presidential action. In the army the soldler
may buy his discharge, according to a set table of
ratesa which takes into aeccount previous service,
This privilege may be denied whenever it Is deemed
necessary to do so, and, of course, Is not granted
in times of warllke emergency. At such times,
however, thers are no applications for discharge
and the percentage of desertions drops to almost
nothing. Naval and military officlals, almost with-
out exception, belleve that enlisted men should
have a chance to get out of the service in a regu-
lar way, and that this would help enlistments, as
well as encourage re-enlistments and reduce the
number of desertions. They are also in favoer of
adding to the attractions of service, and the sug-
gestion in The Tribune that a board representing
the navy, & corps and army be detalled to
devise better conditions for the soldier and sallor
fs recelved with marked favor in the Army and
Navy departments, and will probably be carried
out the near future.
