The Rev. Samuel Porter Jones was born on Oec-
tober 16, 1847, {n Chambers County, Ala, His father
was John Jones, & lawyer, who in 1859 removed to
Cartersville, Ga.,, and who was afterward a cap=
tain in the Confederate Army. The son was pre-
peared for college by private tutors and at boarding
schools, but his health did not permit his entering
collegze. He turned his attention to the law In
his father’s office, and in 1869 was admitted to the
bar. His legal career began with much promise,
but he soon became a victim of nervous dyspepsia
and took to drink, which ended his professional
career, In 1872 the death of his father turned his
thoughts to religion, and he professed conversion
and was admitted to the Methodist Episcopal
Church, South, and entered the minlstry of that
denomination. He attracted the attention of hils
former associates and fellow townsmen. and his
sermons had great effect. For eight yvears he was
the pastor of various churches in the North Georgia
Conference, and in 1880 he became agent for the
North Georgia Orphanage at Decatur, an institu-
tion he helped to found, and he held this post for
twelve years. In 1831 he visited several Southern
Btates outsids of Georgla, his reputation as an eo-
centric and popular pulpit orator, known widely as
“Sam" Jones, having preceded him, and came to
the North. But it was not until two years later
that he attracted attention and conducted evan-
gelistic services in many parts of the country. He
was &lso in demand cn the lecture platform, and
wrote a number of popular books. Of late years his
popularity Lad been diminished to a degree bLY

reason of his {ll. health, and his utterances had
lost their former vogue. His work at revival ser-

vices in the SBouth and West was maintained, how- |

ever, and he addressed large audiences at summer
Chautaugqua lecture assemblies.

He was a well read man, and made frequent
>ns from widely known authors, but in con-
yn with well turned phrases used much
slang and made many sensational statements. H
wae especially apt in denunciation of the follies an
foibles of the rich. He frequently drew lessons
from his own early career, i in one of his best
known eermons said: “Practically theology is the
application of the principles of divine theology to
the problems of human nature, and I think I am

retty well able to size men up about right. I fell,
gut I regained my feet. My life work is to help
other men to do the same, and, thank God, 1've
satved a hundred thol souls.” He made large
collections at some of his meetings, but the money
was used for struggling churches and for found-
ing tempercnce socleties.

Mr. Jonese was married In 1367 to Miss Laura
Adelalde McElwin, of Henry County, Ga. Before
his reformation he was reduced to driving a dray
at one time to support his family. In later vears
he had a fine home at Cartersville, Ga., for hig
family. He alded largely in the reformation of that
town, but incurred the enmity of some saloonkee
ers, and one, ‘‘Tobe’’ Jackson, eought to blow up the
Jones house with dynamite. Only the plazza was
destroved, however, and no one was hurt. Jackson
was sent to the penitentiary. One of the favorite

hrases of “Sam’” Jones was ‘“to lambaste the

evil.” He undertook to do this at Palestine, Tex.,
which he characterized as a “hellhole.” The \avo
warned him, and a party awaited the revivalis
when he reached town. The Mayor had a heav
cane, which he undertook to use, but Jones turne
the weapon of the unregenerate against him, and
beat the Mayor and drove off hls assistants, In
reply to an Atlanta newspaper which sent a dis-
patch asking him if he was hurt, he sent this mes-
sage: *Slightly disfigured, but still in the ring.”
He succeeded in his campaign for reform in the
Texan town.

“Sam' Jones was espe

cially popular in Atlanta
where he had a large auditorium, and a Aressed
great throngs of people. One of his converts wa$
‘isgam’ Small. who worked with him as an evane
gelist for a time, but whose methods were wideal
different from thosa of Jones, and who afterwar
took up the lecture field. The ﬁo":ast of the de-
punciations of “Sam" Jones were directed against
drink and hypocrisy. He is described as a man of
charming personality, no saintliness In manner and
no pretence in speech. His books and lectures gave
him a large income. The books of which the Rev,
“ir. Jones was the author included “Sermons an
Savings,” “Music Hall Sermons.” “Qu!t Your Mean-
negs,”” “St. Louls Serfes” ‘“Sam Jones's Own
Book” end “Thunderholts.”

EUGENE COLGATE.

Members of the Colgate family of this city re-
celved word by cable vesterday of the death at
Geneva, Switzerland, of Eugene Colgate, a wealthy
member of the family, who had lived abroad for
more than fifty years. His death, advices stated,
was sudden. He had been playing golf and canght
cold, which resulted in pleurisy.

Mr. Colgate was the son of Joseph and Sallie
Colgate. His father was for a number of years a
member of Colgate & Co., soap manufacturcrs, He
wes born on May 13, 1857. In the early sixtles his
father gave up active business, and with his fam-
{ly, went abroad to live. He died on April 24, 1863,
in Berlin. Eugene lived with his mother at Parls
and Berlin thereafter. In 1889, at Marseilles, he
married the Baronees @'Ouchorn.
