North River Pilots Want $140 a Month-
No Strike Expected.

Negotiations arc In progress between Ignited Har-
bor, 1, of the American Association of Masters.
Mates and Pilots, and the railroad companies over
a now wage scale for the pilots on the large tugs

which tow floats and .lighters in the North Riv^r

and New York Harbor. Neither the companies nor
the association will Fay that any demands have
been made. !The association says a "request" has
befn made for an increase in wages for the pilots

from SllO to $140 a month.
Newton B. Dow, general counsel for the asso-

ciation, said there was no intention of ordering a
strike here.

The companies Involved in the "request," he
paid, are the Delaware. Lackawanna & Western
Railroad, 30 pilots; New York Central, 44; Penn-
sylvania B0; Erie, 30; l»ng Island, 12; L*high Val-
ley 40; Jersey Central. 40: other roads, about 30.
He said the association was in favor of arbitration
and a strike was the last resort. The pilots can-
not strike ln the ordinary sense without coming

in conflict with the courts, but can "resign" by
divine several weeks 1 notice.

"In spite of reports that there is likely to be
trouble, on the ferryboats." said Mr. Dow, "you

can say for me that as fnr as 1 know no strike will
take place on them. We have asked for Jjrf'i a
month on the freight tugs only, and the comgfcnlcs
ara considering the request."
