Moblle, Ala., Oct. 22.—The Mallory liner Colo-
rado, which arrived In port to-day, had as pas-

Key West. Melson says he saw seventy-nine
men drowned from a houseboat which was
wrecked off Long Key, Fla., in last week's
storm. The four men found by the Colorado’s

crew were standing on a raft, made out of six |

Itqgs. and were in the water walst deep at the
ime.

Melson sald he and the other men were on & |

houseboat at Long Key when the hurricane
struck them and blew the boat out to sea.
Soon went to pieces, and out of the 125 persons
on board, seventy-nine were drowned right be-
fore his eyes. The other forty-two have since
been taken into Jacksonville, Fla. The men
suffered terrible hardships. The men say that
the loss of life was heavier off Long Key than
any other point. The men were employed by
the Florida BEast Coast Railway on their ex-
tension work through the Florida swamps from
Miami to Key West.

The cable advices yesterday from Caracas, telling
of the arrival there of Manuel Silveira, of Ha-
vana, lately agent for J. M. Ceballios & Co., of this
city, caused no surprise here. It was reported a
few days ago that the alleged embezzler had ar-
rived at Puerto Cabello on the steamer Carmellna,
proceeding thence to the Venezuelan capital.

The denial of Silvelra, however, that he was
guilty cf the defalcations charged agalnst him,
caused considerable Interest and comment. His
friends here, who have all along believed that a
grave mistake had been made, are now more than
ever convinced that & wrong has been done him
Silveira acknowledges a debt of $700.000 to J. M.
Ceballos & Co., but says that he left his firm at
Havena solvent, with $1,500,u00 assets to cover his
debt to Ceballos & Ce.

terday that, owing to the peculiarities of the Span- |

ish laws in effect in Cuba, it might not be possible
to obtain an order permitting an examinaticn of
the books of Silveira’s firm to prove or disprcve his
sptatement. At any rate the preparations 1o ex-
tradite Bilveira have apparem{_v been abandoned.

Twenty Inches Falls at Denver—
Storm of Much Severity.

Danver, Oct. 22 —8now, wind and cold ex-
tended over nearly the entire country between
the Rocky Mountains and the Missour{ River to-

NUMEROUS HORSE CLATMS.--Tt is surprising
to military observers that the Confederate horse
claims, for which Congress has appropriated $300,-
;mo in all, in three geparate instalments, have at-
tained the proportions they have. More than two
thousand such bills have already been flled agalnst
the government. When the subject was first in-
troduced a few years ago it was expected that
the needed amount would not be more than $100,-
000, whichi would satisfy 700 of the claims, If there
. were that many in existence. The claims are from
Confederate officers and soldiers who were re-
turning home after Lee's surrender. They wers
molested by federal troops who d4id not know of
their iImmunity, specially granted, and so suffered
the loss of the anlmals. A rough estimate made
some time ago did not show that more than 500
officers and men who had served in the Confederate
ermy could, by anv possibility, have suffered such
a lozs at the end of the war, but the claims have
kept coming in with the required afdavits, and
there has been nothing to do but pay them. The
time limit of filing the claims has expired, but there
are those in the War Department who belleve that
the period will be extended and that the claims
will continue to be presented.
